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RULE 1168. ADHESIVE AND SEALANT APPLICATIONS

(@ Purpose and Applicability

The purpose of this rule is to reduce emissionsabditiie organic compounds
(VOCs) and to eliminate emissions of chloroforninyétne dichloride, methylene
chloride, perchloroethylene, and trichloroethylefrem the application of
adhesives, adhesive bonding primers, adhesive mjmealants, sealant primers,
or any other primers. This rule applies to all ceencial and industrial sales and
applications of adhesives, adhesive bonding prijredbesive primers, sealants,
sealant primers, or any other primers, unless wikerspecifically exempted by
this rule.

(b) Definitions

For the purpose of this rule, the following defimits shall apply:

Q) ACRYLIC is a thermoplastic polymer or copolymef acrylic acid,
methacrylic acid, esters of these acids, or acitylm

(2) ACRYLONITRILE-BUTADIENE-STYRENE (ABS) plasticd made by
reacting monomers of acrylonitrile, butadiene, atyglene and is normally
identified with an ABS marking.

3) ADHESIVE is any substance that is used to bond surface to another
surface by attachment. Adhesives include, adhesomding primers,
adhesive primers, adhesive primers for plasticd,aany other primer.

(4) ADHESIVE BONDING PRIMER is an adhesive applieda surface to
improve the bond of subsequent adhesives and soe®tio inhibit
corrosion.

(5) ADHESIVE PRIMER is a coating applied to a suétst, prior to the
application of an adhesive, to provide a bondinfpse.

(6) ADHESIVE PRIMER FOR PLASTIC is a material amalito a plastic
substrate before applying an adhesive in ordebtaiio better adhesion.

(7) ADHESIVE PROMOTER is a coating applied to a sulte in a
monomolecular thickness to promote wetting and farchemical bond
with the subsequently applied material.
