Minutes

October 9, 2003

The meeting of the Brain Tumor and Air Pollution Foundation was called to order by Chairman Antonovich at 2:35 p.m.  Present by teleconference from the locations indicated were the following Directors (in alphabetical order):

1. APPROVE MINUTES OF JULY 9, 2003 MEETING

Moved (Davidson), seconded (Bernson) and unanimously approved.

2. AMEND BYLAWS

This item was withdrawn by staff.

3. APPROVE APPLICATION FOR TAX EXEMPT STATUS

Moved (Bernson), seconded (Davidson) and unanimously approved staff’s recommendation to have the applications for tax exempt status executed by a staff member and submitted to the appropriate taxing authorities.

4. AWARD FUNDING FOR RESEARCH

Dr. Ospital presented the staff report, indicating that the proposed research to be funded would complement, but not duplicate, the efforts approved for funding at Cedars-Sinai.  Moved (Bernson), seconded (Davidson), and unanimously approved staff’s recommendation to fund three additional efforts:
· fund the American Cancer Society Cohort Substudy in the sum of $44,312;

· fund the West Coast Childhood Brain Tumor Substudy in the sum of $13,515; and 

· fund the Childhood Brain Tumor Substudy in the sum of $100,513.  

In addition to the full report of research activities that staff will present to the Foundation Board annually, the researchers are required to submit quarterly progress reports to the Foundation which staff will provide to the Foundation Board.  

5. ENTER INTO AGREEMENT WITH SCAQMD REGARDING ANNUAL REPORT OF RESULTS ACHIEVED AND COMPENSATION OF BTAP BOARD MEMBERS

Moved (Davidson), seconded (Bernson) and unanimously approved staff’s recommendation that the Foundation enter into an agreement with the South Coast Air Quality Management District providing that:

· the Brain Tumor & Air Pollution Foundation will provide the South Coast Air Quality Management District with an annual report of results achieved, and

· the South Coast Air Quality Management District will compensate Foundation Board Members (subject to the provisions of Health & Safety Code §40426 as it applies to South Coast AQMD Board Members) a per diem of $100 for each Foundation meeting or sub-committee thereof attended, and reimburse mileage and parking expenses.  This is the same as is done with AQMD Advisory Groups.

6. FINANCIAL REPORT

Foundation Treasurer Rick Pearce reported that, from the Foundation’s initial funding of $722,567, the grant of $559,250 to Cedars-Sinai has been paid out and interest of $303 has been earned, leaving a current balance of $163,621.  With the funding approved at this meeting, the approximate new balance of funds is $5,281.  Moved (Bernson), seconded (Davidson), and unanimously approved the Treasurer’s report.

7. OTHER BUSINESS

None.

8. NEXT MEETING

Dr. Wallerstein reported that staff would schedule the next meeting as needed.

9. PUBLIC COMMENT

Director Bernson questioned whether this nonprofit Foundation is subject to the Brown Act and asked Counsel Kurt Wiese to review this matter and report back to the Foundation Board of Directors further.  Mr. Bernson pointed out that the Foundation had even taken action in this meeting to secure approval of its tax-exempt status and that it seemed that the Brown Act should not apply.  Counsel will look into the matter and report back to the Board.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.

CERTIFICATE OF AMENDMENT

OF

ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION

OF

BRAIN TUMOR AND AIR POLLUTION FOUNDATION

a California nonprofit public benefit corporation
Dr. Barry Wallerstein and Chery Cooper certify that:

1.
They are the Chief Executive Officer and Secretary, respectively, of the Brain Tumor and Air Pollution Foundation, a California nonprofit public benefit corporation.

2.
The Articles of Incorporation of this Corporation are hereby amended and restated in their entirety to read as follows: 

“I.

AIR POLLUTION AND CANCER FOUNDATION
The name of this Corporation is Air Pollution and Cancer Foundation.

II.

PURPOSES
This corporation is a nonprofit public benefit corporation and is not organized for the private gain of any person.  It is organized under Nonprofit Public Benefit Corporation Law for public and charitable purposes.

The specific purposes of this corporation are:  (i) to aid, assist, and support research on the incidence, detection, causes and cures of cancers, especially those caused or aggravated by air pollution; and (ii) to receive and utilize funds acquired through the solicitation of donations, gifts, and bequests for the purposes for which this corporation was formed.


Notwithstanding any other provision of these Articles of Incorporation, this corporation shall not carry on any other activities not permitted to be carried on by a corporation exempt from Federal income tax under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (or the corresponding provision of any future United States Internal Revenue Law), or by a corporation, contributions to which are deductible under section 170(c)(2) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (or the corresponding provision of any future United States Internal Revenue Law).”

The foregoing amended and restated Articles of Incorporation has been duly approved by the Board of Directors of this Corporation.

4.
This Corporation has one member.
