	The concentration limits in Section A1 are based on compliance with Rule 1110.2, not BACT.  However, the pound-per-hour limits are based on the BACT emission factors in Section A2.  Concentration or emission factor limits based on BACT will be placed in the permit when the Permit to Operate is issued.
After issuance of the Permit to Construct, ownership of the facility changed from Inland Empire Utilities Agency to Chino Basin Desalter Authority.  To refelect this change, the original application, 388050, was cancelled and replaced by 411148.
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
