‘WHEREAS, District Rule 118 aufhorizes the Executive Officer (o suspend all or part of

any District xule for emergency activites in up to'10-day increments duving a state of
emergency declared by the Governor; and

WHEREAS, on January 17, 2001, the Governor proclaimed a State of Emergency
resulting from the imminent threat of widespread and prolonged disruption of
electrical power; and

‘WHERBAS, the Governor's proclamation declated that a condition of extreme peril 0
the safety of persons and property within the state exists by virtue of the threat of
disruption of lectrical power, particularly distuption of poswer to emergency services,
Law enforcement, schools, and hospitals; and

'WHEREAS, continued availability of electric power from facilities it e South Coast
Air Quality Mamagement District is necessary to assure adequate poswer supplies to
protect the safety of persons and property within the State of California; and

WHEREAS, certain power-producing facilties within the District are subject ta
Regulation XX, the Regional Clean Air Incentives Market (RECLATM), which imposcs
quarterly and anmual caps on NOx emissions; and.

‘WHEREAS, certain RECLAIM-posier producing faclities may not be able to mainain
ongoing compliance with RECLAIM caps i they continue to provide poseer as
requested by the Califonia Independent Systears Operator or the State of California;
and

WHEREAS, NOx exnissions in excess of those provided for undar the RECLAIM
program can result in significant amounts of excess air poltution that adversely affects
public health: and

'WHEREAS, in ordler to protect public health from the adverse effects of air pollution
resulting from operation of power facilities and to mitigate such emissions, it is

necessary to impose reasonable conditions o such operations; and

WHEREAS, under the provisions of Rule T18(d)(1), | hereby detexmine and declare that
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strict compliance with District Rule 2004 for RECLAIM-power producing facilities with
acapacity to produce 30 MYV or more would delay or prevent critical actions necessaxy
fox emexgency power genération;

NOW, THEREFORE, pursuant to the authority vested in me pursuant to District Rule

s

(A1), T hereby suspend District Rule 2004(b)(1), 2004(b)(4) and 2004(d(1) only to

fhe extent that emissions occurring during the period this Order is in effect shall not be
<ounted toward quarterly or aruwal compliance required to be reconciled with RTCS
(RECLAIM trading creclits) for KECLAIM-power producing facilities having the
capacity to produce 50 MW or more, provided that:

1.

‘The facility has sed all RYCs held by the factlity or any entity under common
vnexship or control prior to January 12, 2001, and has not sold any such RTCs to
any entity other than a RECLAIM-power producing facility under common
ownership or control;

‘The facility opezator pays to the South Coast Alr Quality Management Districta
mitigation fee of §7.50 per pound of NOx emissions in excess of those ertigsions
accounted for by RTCs teferred to in candition #1; such payment to be made
together with the quarterly or annal report roquired by Rule 2004; and, District
staff sl deposit such funds in an account to be used only for putposes of
mitigation of such emissions;

Any NOx emissions not accounted for by the RTCs referred to in condition #1 are
dectucted from the facility’s aflocations for the subsequent compliance year 2003;
All facilities ovned by the facility owner or persons under comnon control shall
e operated on the basis of "environmental dispatch" pursuant to any existing
agreement with the South Coast Air Quality Management District

‘The fecility evner or operator continues to comply with any schedule for the
installation of air poliution control equipment at all its facilities contained in any
existing settlement agreement or abaternent order with the South Coast Alr
Quality Management Disrict;

“Fhe facility operates wnits not equipped with best available control technology or
best available zetrofit control techrology only upon the requestof the California
Independent Systems Operator or the State of Califorria;

“The facility selfs pover gencrated when it is subject to the provisions of this order
only within the State of California;

‘The facilty maintains records demonstrating compliance with the terms of this
‘Oxder and submits sich records to the Exccative Officer upon request; and

‘The facility agrees to provide the District with written nofication 24 hours prior
to generating excess emissions subject o the application of this Orcer.

‘This Order expires on February 16, 200L, at noon, or when the State of Emergency
declared by the Governor on January 17, 2001, ceases (o exist, whichever is eartier,
