1. In Volume I, Mitigation Measures on page 4.6-14 of the Draft EIR, the Lead Agency identifies measures to mitigate construction air quality impacts. The SCAQMD recommends the following changes in the wording of the beginning of MM 4.6-1 in the Final EIR. MM 4.6-1states, in part “Limit the simultaneous daily disturbance to less than 15 acres and use enhanced dust control measures. The menu of enhanced dust control measures shall include all of the following:” 

2. In Volume 1, on pages 4.11-7 and 4.11-8, Section 4.11.4.2, Public Health & Safety, the Draft EIR describes the potential for soil excavation that could be classified as a hazardous waste. The lead agency is reminded that, if soil is contaminated by hydrocarbon contaminants, contaminated sites would be subject to SCAQMD Rule 1166 and that compliance should be referenced in the Final EIR.
