The South Coast Air Quality Management District (SCAQMD) is a regional public agency with responsibility for improving air quality in the four-county South Coast Air Basin (Orange County and the non-desert portions of Los Angeles, Riverside and San Bernardino counties) and the Riverside County portions of the Salton Sea Air Basin and Mojave Desert Air Basin.  In addition to adopting, implementing, and enforcing air pollution control regulations, the SCAQMD reviews California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) documents prepared by other public agencies to evaluate the adequacy of the air quality analyses.  

The SCAQMD comments are intended to advise the lead agency in addressing and mitigating the potential adverse air quality impacts of the project.  The construction and operation of single-family homes are not subject to SCAQMD permitting because permits to construct/operate are required to build and/or operate any equipment which may cause or control the air contaminant emissions.  The project, however, would be subject to the SCAQMD Rule 403 - Fugitive Dust, which requires controlling fugitive dust as a result of surface disturbance.  If you have any questions with regards to complying with the requirement in Rule 403 to prevent, reduce and mitigate fugitive dust emissions while constructing the single-family homes, contact Mike Laybourn, in our Particulate Matter Team, who can be reached at (909) 396-3066.
