1. Mitigation Measure Hazards – 6 and Mitigation Measure Hazards – 7 on page 3.5-15 describe conditions that might cause soil excavation that has the potential to be classified as a hazardous waste. The lead agency is reminded that, if soil is contaminated by hydrocarbon contaminants, contaminated sites would be subject to SCAQMD Rule 1166 and that compliance should be referenced in the Final EIR. 

2. In Table 3.10.3-3 on page 3.10-15 of the Draft EIR, two intersections affected by the proposed project will experience deterioration in Level of Service (LOS): La Brea Avenue and Slauson Avenue (AM Peak Hour), and Buckingham Parkway and Slauson Avenue (AM/PM Peak Hours). It is therefore recommended that any intersection rated C or worse that experiences a LOS deterioration of one full level or more or intersections rated D or worse that experience a LOS deterioration of less than one full level (Project Related Increase in V/C equal to or greater than 0.01 for LOS E-F), undergo a CO hotspots analysis. Please refer to the SCAQMD’s CEQA Air Quality Handbook, Chapters 5 and 9 for guidance for evaluating CO hotspots.
