Notice of Intent to Adopt Mitigated Negative Declaration for the Proposed Improvements to the Wastewater Treatment Facility - City of Redlands 

1. On pages 27 and City of Redlands 28, the lead agency references the screening tables in the SCAQMD CEQA Air Quality Handbook. For future projects, it is recommended that the lead agency avoid using the screening tables in Handbook Chapter 6 for the following reasons. First, the tables were derived using an obsolete version of the California Air Resources Board’s (CARB) mobile source emission factors inventory (EMFAC7E). Further, the trip generation characteristics of the land uses identified in the Chapter 6 screening tables were based on the fifth edition of the ITE Trip Generation Manual. The most current version of this manual is the sixth edition. As a result, it is recommended that the lead agency follow the calculation methodologies in Chapter 9 and the Appendix to Chapter 9 in the Handbook to calculate construction and operational air quality impacts from future projects to ensure that air quality impacts are not significant. CARB’s computer model, URBEMIS7G, may also be used to calculate operational emissions and construction emissions at this time.
