Apollo Wood Recovery - Conditional Use Permit

The South Coast Air Quality Management District (AQMD) appreciates the opportunity to comment on the above-mentioned project.  The following comments are meant as guidance for the Lead Agency and should be incorporated into the project.

The land use application for Apollo Wood Recovery states that the applicant would like to establish an outdoor wood chipping facility by using scrap lumber as feedstock.  The AQMD is currently proposing regulations to reduce emissions from composting and related operations.  It is not entirely clear from the limited information provided in the land use application, but it is likely that the applicant would be subject to Proposed Rule (PR) 1133 (a registration process) and PR 1133.1 (specifically related to emissions from chipping and grinding facilities).  These two proposed rules are expected to go before the AQMD Governing Board for review and approval on January 10, 2003.  It is recommended that operators of Apollo Wood Recovery contact the AQMD to determine the applicability of the AQMD proposed rules to their proposed outdoor wood chipping facility.  
The AQMD is also concerned about potential construction and operational emissions related to proposed project activities and equipment.  Apollo Wood Recovery should be aware of, and comply with, AQMD Rules 401 (Visible Emissions), 402 (Nuisance), and 403 (Fugitive Dust).  Further, air quality emissions from truck traffic during both construction and operation should be evaluated to determine if any AQMD-recommended significance thresholds are exceeded.
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This letter also serves as a formal request for the lead agency to provide to the AQMD for review any other documents prepared to support this project.
