Notice of Intent to Adopt Mitigated Negative Declaration for the Proposed Infill of Two Transfer Pits and Other Construction at the Former Gothard Street Disposal Site – County of Orange, Integrated Waste Management Department

1. On page one of the initial study Draft Mitigated Negative Declaration (Draft MND), the project description includes the removal of asphalt from the site. Should this activity also include soil excavation that could have the potential to be classified as a hazardous waste, the lead agency is reminded that, if soil is contaminated by hydrocarbon contaminants, contaminated sites would be subject to AQMD Rule 1166 – Volatile Organic Compound Emissions from Decontamination of Soil and that compliance should be referenced in the Final MND.

2. The Final MND document should reference compliance to AQMD Rule 402 – Nuisance and Rule 403 – Fugitive Dust for the soil disturbance activities described on page 13 of the initial study.
