Draft Mitigated Negative Declaration for the Proposed 8.13-acre Kohl’s Department Store (San Gabriel) – County of Los Angeles Department of Regional Planning 

1. In the Final Mitigated Negative Declaration (Final MND), it would be helpful for the public review if one table could be created that would include all of the construction emission sources, i.e. demolition, site grading, on- and off-road equipment, etc. The table should include unmitigated and mitigated daily totals and should compare those estimates with the AQMD thresholds described in the unnamed table on page 15 of the Draft MND.
2. In the Final MND, please clarify the unnamed table on page 15 by giving it a title and adding the sources related to the emission estimates, i.e. on- and off-road equipment sources, employee work trip emissions, etc. Currently, it is unclear what sources the daily emission estimates in the table refer to.
3. On page 15, the lead agency states that Best Available Control Measures (BACMs) are needed to reduce estimated PM10 emissions from site construction activities to below the AQMD daily threshold of significance. The lead agency does not detail the BACMs that the lead agency is committed to implementing and monitoring. These specific measures should be itemized in the Final MND to allow for monitoring by the lead agency according to its mitigation monitoring plan.
4. In the Final MND, the lead agency should include a mitigation monitoring plan to allow for verification of the measures used to reduce applicable impacts to below the daily thresholds of significance. 

5. Based on the project description, the lead agency should site compliance in the Final MND to AQMD Rules 402 – Nuisance and 403 - Fugitive Dust.
6. Based on the potential for contact with asbestos during the demolition phase of the proposed project (paragraph two on page 15), the lead agency should cite compliance with AQMD Rule 1403 – Asbestos Removal.
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
