· On page 9 in Section 3. Air Quality Table 1 (URBEMIS7G Construction Emissions Summary) of the Revised Initial Study, there is a significant reduction for NOx emissions from mitigation measures applied to equipment used for grading and mobile equipment. The Draft MND does not include in the footnotes for Table 1 or in the narration on pages 9 and 10, the mitigation measures for these sources or the mitigation measure control efficiencies. In addition, there is no mitigated emissions total for the Mobile Equipment Sources under NOx.

In the Final MND, please describe the specific measures that would reduce NOx construction emissions from the grading and mobile source equipment and their control efficiencies. Please also review the Mobile Equipment Unmitigated and Mitigated construction NOx emission totals for that source and clarify in the Final MND the mitigated NOx emissions total in Table 1 on page 9.
· On pages 9 and 10 in Section 3. Air Quality, Nine “Mitigation Measures/Monitoring” measures are listed but how the lead agency will implement the proposed measures is not described. Specifically, how the lead agency will ensure that alternate fueled vehicles and equipment will be utilized to reduce construction NOx emissions below the daily threshold of significance in Table 1 has not been specified. The lead agency’s Mitigation Monitoring Plan for proposed project should be described in the Final MND.
· In the Draft MND, the lead agency used the URBEMIS7G model to estimate construction and operational emissions for the proposed project. For future projects, the most current program available is the Transportation and Land Use Programs URBEMIS 2002 Computer Model, Version 7.4.2., which incorporates the latest EMFAC 2002 emission factors from the California Air Resources Board (CARB).
