Rancho Cucamonga Tentative Tract Map Number 16072 – City of Rancho Cucamonga
1. Page 5.4-16 states that emission factors from EMFAC2001 were used to estimate emission rates for the CO hotspots analysis.  EMFAC2001 was not approved for use in CO hotspots analyses.  As of June 2003, EMFAC2002 is the EPA-approved model for CO hotspots analyses.  Please remodel CO hotspots with emission rates generated by EMFAC2002.  Include the output file or document the parameters entered into EMFAC2002, such as temperature, and humidity and fleet mix.
2. The CO hotspot analysis in Appendix E of the draft EIR does not follow Caltran’s Transportation Project-Level Carbon Monoxide Protocol (Protocol).  According to the Protocol, approach and departure lanes and dedicated left turn lanes should be modeled as separate links (see page B18 of the Protocol).  Approach and departure segments should reflect the percent red time (see Table B.13 and B.15 in the Protocol).  Please remodel according to the Protocol.  The protocol can be downloaded from the Caltran’s website at http://www.dot.ca.gov/hq/env/air/coprot.htm.

The protocol does not provide guidance for stop signs.  Stop signs can be modeled by assuming 50 percent red time.

3. Page 5.4-23 of the draft EIR describes the human health risk assessment (HRA) completed for the diesel back-up generator at the Cucamonga County Water District Plant.  Please provide the source of the emission rate and stack parameters used in the HRA.  The emission rate used in the draft EIR is below the best available control technology limit of 0.4 gram per brake horsepower hour.
4. The cumulative analysis does not include the Tracy Development Project SCH# 2003081085.  It appears from both draft EIRs that the propose project will occur within the same time frame as the adjacent Tracy Development Project.  Please address the cumulative impacts (e.g. emissions, CO hotspots, etc.) of the proposed project any other project such as the Tracy Development Project upon the surrounding community and environment.  
5.  URBEMIS2001 was used to estimate proposed project emissions.  URBEMIS2002 has been available since May 2003.  Emissions should be estimated using URBEMIS2002, because some pollutant emission factors are slightly higher in URBEMIS2002, and URBEMIS2001 estimates mobile operational emissions with the outdated EMFAC2001 model.
