Description of Nature, Purpose, and Beneficiaries of Project:

The following amendments are proposed for Rule 518.2: require contemporaneous, equivalent emission reductions to offset excess emissions resulting from an alternative operating condition (AOC); establish additional criteria for approval of AOCs which are necessary because of a technology breakdown; and prohibit an AOC which results in a public nuisance or violate Best Available Control Technology or Lowest Achievable Emissions Reduction, except in the case of emergencies or technology breakdown.
