The proposed amendments to Rule 109 - Recordkeeping For Volatile Organic Compound Emissions, would:  1) exempt emissions of volatile organic compounds (VOCs) from super compliant materials from recordkeeping requirements at facilities that can demonstrate total VOC emissions do not exceed four tons per year; 2) clarify the appropriate test methods to be used to determine VOC contents for radiation-cured materials, multi-package coatings, super compliant water-based coatings, and exempt compounds; 3) require monthly recordkeeping for exempt materials when any facility is in violation of PAR 109; and, 4) include other minor changes for clarity and consistency throughout the rule.
