Project Description:  The Chevron Products Company Refinery is proposing modifications to its existing refinery to construct a new ground flare to control high carbon monoxide (CO) emissions from process gas that is currently vented to the atmosphere during startup, shutdown, and emergency/process upset.  The SCAQMD concluded that an Addendum was the appropriate CEQA document to account for the minor modifications.

Findings of Exemption:

An Addendum to the Final ND was prepared for the proposed project pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act.  The Final Negative Declaration (ND) prepared for the proposed project concluded that the proposed project would have no direct or indirect effects on wildlife resources or the habitat upon which the wildlife depends.  Further, no secondary adverse impacts to plant and animal life were identified that would result from the proposed project.  The Addendum did not include any changes to the project that would affect the original conclusion regarding biological resources in the Final ND.  The Addendum is not required to be circulated for public review, and therefore, no comments were received.
