Project Description:  Chevron Products Company (Chevron) is proposing changes to existing Mitigation Measure AQ-1 in the Final Environmental Impact Report (EIR) certified August 9, 2006.  The previously evaluated project included modifications to the El Segundo Refinery to enable the refinery to maintain or slightly increase its current production levels of saleable products while processing more heavy crude oil and less light crude oil than it currently processes.  Subsequent to certification of the Final EIR, Chevron determined that it will not be feasible to continue to implement Mitigation Measure AQ-1, which requires the use of PuriNOx water-emulsified diesel fuel in construction equipment after December 2006 because Lubrizol, the producer of PuriNOx, will no longer produce PuriNOx after December 2006.  Chevron cannot acquire and store PuriNOx before the end of 2006 for use during the construction period after December 2006 because PuriNOx degrades with time.  In order to compensate for the emission reductions that will not be achieved when PuriNOx can no longer be obtained, Chevron is proposing to revise Mitigation Measure AQ-1 by ceasing operation of various refinery process units during the peak construction periods which will eliminate air pollutant emissions from those process units during those time periods.  An environmental analysis was prepared for the proposed project and it was concluded that modifying mitigation measure AQ-1 would not create any new significant adverse impacts or make any existing significant adverse impacts substantially worse.
This is to advise that the South Coast Air Quality Management District (SCAQMD) as the Lead Agency for the above described project has made the following determinations regarding the above described project:

1. The proposed modification to the original project described in the August 2006 Final EIR will not have a significant adverse impact on the environment.
2. An Addendum to the August 2006 Final EIR was prepared and certified for this project by the SCAQMD pursuant to the provisions of CEQA.
3. A revised mitigation measure was made a condition of the approval of this project.

Project Description:  Chevron Products Company (Chevron) is proposing changes to existing Mitigation Measure AQ-1 in the Final Environmental Impact Report (EIR) certified August 9, 2006. Findings of Exemption:  An Addendum to the August 2006 Final EIR was prepared for the proposed modifications pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA).  Pursuant to CEQA Guidelines §15164, an Addendum need not be circulated for public review.  The Addendum to the Final EIR prepared for the modifications to the proposed project concluded that the proposed project would have no direct or indirect effects on wildlife resources or the habitat upon which the wildlife depends.  Further, no secondary adverse impacts to plant and animal life were identified that would result from the project.
The SCAQMD, as the Lead Agency for the proposed project, has found that, when considering the record as a whole, there is no evidence that the proposed project, as modified, will have potential for adverse effects on wildlife resources or the habitat upon which wildlife depends.  Accordingly, based upon the preceding information, the SCAQMD has, on the basis of substantial evidence, rebutted the presumption of adverse effect contained in Section 753.5(d), Title 14, California Code of Regulations.

Certification:  I hereby certify that the decision maker of the Lead Agency has made the above findings of fact for this project and that based upon the Addendum to the August 2006 Final EIR, the proposed project will not individually or cumulatively have adverse effects on wildlife resources, as defined in Section 711.2 of the Fish and Game Code.
