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Fact Sheet

Rule 1426 – Emissions from Metal Finishing Operations

Rule 1426 was adopted at the May 2, 2003 South Coast Air Quality Management District (AQMD) Board meeting.  Upcoming key dates and requirements are as follows:

Effective May 2, 2003

· Air sparging of tanks containing chromic acid is prohibited when tanks are not in use, except for an allowance of up to one hour before parts are placed in the tank and one hour after parts are removed from the tank.
· Monthly and annual recordkeeping required for operations with dedicated ampere-hour meters.
By July 1, 2003
· Owners or operators of metal plating facilities are required to begin collecting data required for the Initial Compliance Report and the Compliance Report.
· Housekeeping practices and recordkeeping are required.
By February 1, 2004

· Submit Initial Compliance Report to report process and receptor information.  Mail reports to:
