NOTICE OF exemption from the california environmental quality act

Project Title:

Proposed Amended Rule (PAR) 1132 – Further Control of VOC Emissions from High-Emitting Spray Booth Facilities
Pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines, the South Coast Air Quality Management District (SCAQMD) is the Lead Agency and will prepare a Notice of Exemption for the project identified above.

Pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), the AQMD is the Lead Agency and has reviewed the Proposed Amended Rule (PAR) 1132 – Further Control of VOC Emissions from High-Emitting Spray Booth Facilities pursuant to CEQA Guidelines §15002 (k)(1).  PAR 1132 would exclude the use of nonatomizing gel coat Unified Emission Factors (UEF) to calculate emissions for Alternative Compliance Plans, since the emission reductions were demonstrated not to be technically feasible by the Gel Coat Testing Program in 2004.  SCAQMD staff has reviewed Alternative Compliance Plans submitted by composite manufacturing facility operators and found that nonatomizing gel coat emission factors has not been used to demonstrate compliance; therefore, the exclusion of the nonatomizing gel coat UEF emission factors would have no impact on alternative compliance plans.  A Notice of Exemption has been prepared pursuant to CEQA Guidelines §15062 - Notice of Exemption.  The Notice of Exemption will be filed with the county clerks of Los Angeles, Orange, Riverside and San Bernardino counties immediately following the adoption of the proposed project.
