LOS ANGELES — The South Coast Air Quality Management District (South Coast AQMD) continues its
second year of the Why Healthy Air Matters (WHAM) education program by providing virtual videos and
lesson plans where teachers can introduce the importance of clean air to their students even through
remote distance learning. WHAM is available to middle and high school schools throughout most of Los
Angeles, Orange, San Bernardino and Riverside counties.
