on Sunday, the highest observed wind speed was 14 MPH, with gusts up to 24 MPH. 
 

• PM10 concentrations measured by regulatory monitors in Mecca and Palm Springs 
reached Unhealthy and Very Unhealthy AQI levels from 7 a.m. to 3 p.m. on Sunday.
