NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that a public hearing on the matter of adoption of
rules and regulations for the South Coast Air Quality Management District (South Coast AQMD),
or the amendments thereto, will be held on July 12, 2019, in the Auditorium at South Coast AQMD
Headquarters, 21865 Copley Drive, Diamond Bar, CA 91765, at 9:00 a.m., at which time evidence
will be taken and all interested persons will be heard by the South Coast AQMD Board.

NOTICE IS FURTHER GIVEN that the South Coast AQMD is considering the
adoption of Proposed Amended Rule 2001 — Applicability, to remove provisions that allow a
facility to exit the NOx Regional Clean Air Incentives Market (RECLAIM) program. Proposed
Amended Rule 2001 includes a provision that would preclude any facility from exiting the
RECLAIM program until the rules relating to the transition of RECLAIM to a command-and-
control regulatory structure are approved into the State Implementation Plan.

NOTICE IS FURTHER GIVEN that Proposed Amended Rule 2001 will be
submitted to the California Air Resources Board and the United States Environmental Protection
Agency for inclusion into the State Implementation Plan.

NOTICE IS FURTHER GIVEN that Proposed Amended Rule 2001 implements
Sections 110, 172, 182(e), and 189 of the federal Clean Air Act.

NOTICE IS FURTHER GIVEN that Proposed Amended Rule 2001 does not
impose a new emission limit or standard, make an existing emission limit or standard more
stringent, or impose new or more stringent monitoring, reporting, or recordkeeping requirements
and, therefore, a comparative analysis pursuant to Health and Safety Code Section 40727.2 is not
required.

NOTICE IS FURTHER GIVEN that the South Coast AQMD staff has reviewed
the proposed project pursuant to CEQA Guidelines Section 15002(k) — General Concepts, the
three-step process for deciding which document to prepare for a project subject to CEQA and
CEQA Guidelines Section 15061 — Review for Exemption, procedures for determining if a project
is exempt from CEQA and has determined that Proposed Amended Rule 2001 is exempt from
CEQA pursuant to CEQA Guidelines Section 15061 (b)(3) — Common Sense Exemption.
Additionally, Proposed Amended Rule 2001 is categorically exempt because it is designed to
further protect or enhance the environment pursuant to CEQA Guidelines Section 15308 — Action
by Regulatory Agencies for Protection of the Environment. Further, South Coast AQMD staff has
determined that there is no substantial evidence indicating that any of the exceptions to the
categorical exemptions apply to Proposed Amended Rule 2001 pursuant to CEQA Guidelines
Section 15300.2 — Exceptions. A Notice of Exemption will be prepared pursuant to CEQA
Guidelines Section 15062 - Notice of Exemption, and if the project is approved, the Notice of



Exemption will be filed with the county clerks of Los Angeles, Orange, Riverside and San
Bernardino counties.
