Purpose of This Meeting 
The South Coast Air Quality Management District (South Coast AQMD) has scheduled a Public 
Workshop to present and solicit information and suggestions from the public on Proposed 
Amended Rule 1178 – Further Reductions of VOC Emissions from Storage Tanks at Petroleum 
Facilities (PAR 1178) and Proposed Amended Rule 463 – Organic Liquid Storage (PAR 463) 
which are scheduled to be considered for adoption at a Public Hearing before the South Coast 
AQMD Governing Board on May 5, 2023 (subject to change).  

Background 
PAR 1178 rule development was initiated in response to the Wilmington, Carson, West Long 
(WCWLB) Community Emission Reduction Plan (CERP). The WCWLB CERP contained 
recommendations for improved leak detection and repair requirements and additional controls. 
Additionally, the U.S. EPA has identified deficiencies in the California Air Resources Board’s 
(CARB) proposed submission of California’s Greenhouse Gas Emission Standards for Crude Oil 
and Natural Gas Facilities that partially relies on Rules 463 and 1178.  

Proposed Amended Rules and Objectives 
PAR 1178 will establish requirements for leak inspections using optical gas imaging devices and 
will establish more stringent control requirements for doming, rim seals, and emission control 
systems. PARs 1178 and 463 will address deficiencies identified by the U.S. EPA. 

California Environmental Quality Act 
Pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) and South Coast AQMD’s certified 
regulatory program (Public Resources Code section 21080.5, CEQA Guidelines section 15251(l) 
and South Coast AQMD Rule 110), the South Coast AQMD, as lead agency, is currently reviewing 
the proposed project to determine if it will result in any potential adverse environmental impacts. 
Appropriate CEQA documentation will be prepared based on the analysis.
