California’s energy policies have been significantly impacted by the passage of AB 32, which requires the 
state’s greenhouse gas emissions to be reduced to 1990 levels by 2020.  Promoting energy efficient 
technologies and practices to create a “smart home” will help ensure that California residents meet their 
future energy needs.  Such smart home technologies and practices must also ensure air quality is not 
adversely impacted.
