The South Coast Air Quality Management (AQMD) receives thousands of odor 
complaints every year. These odors can be persistent or recurring at irregular intervals, 
making identifying the sources challenging.  Adding to the challenge is the wide range of 
people’s sensitivity to odors and the subjectivity involved in describing them.  
 
The AQMD is hosting this one-day forum at which a panel of technical experts will 
discuss the science of odors and what technologies currently exist to help detect, identify, 
and control odors. Panel sessions will be conducted in the morning, and there will be a 
roundtable discussion followed by a public question and answer period in the afternoon.
