Pilot Demonstration of Residential Fuel Cells 

and a Reformer Based Energy Station

within the South Coast AQMD

The South Coast Air Quality Management District (AQMD) requests proposals for the following purpose according to terms and conditions attached.  In the preparation of this Request for Proposals (RFP), the words "Proponent," "Contractor," and "Consultant" are used interchangeably for the bidding team.  The term ‘Residence(s)’ is used for either single family homes or multiple dwelling units or a combination thereof.

PURPOSE

The purpose of this Request for Proposals (RFP) is to solicit cost-shared proposals to design, develop, and install residential fuel cells within the South Coast Air District.   These fuel cells will provide both electric power and supplemental heating.  Solicitations are sought in any one or more of the four sub-categories listed below: 

Category 1: Stand-Alone Natural Gas Fuel Cells 

This involves demonstration of either:

a. A network of  ten stand-alone, natural-gas fuel cells in separate residences, or 

b. A single large stand-alone natural gas fuel cell providing electric power and heat to ten  residences. 

Category 2: Reformer-Based Energy Station with Hydrogen Fuel Cells

A multipurpose reformer energy station will be demonstrated using a centralized natural gas reformer to generate and supply pure hydrogen to

a. A network of ten small-scale hydrogen fuel cells installed at residences or 

b. A larger hydrogen fuel cell that provides electric power to ten residences.  

Sufficient storage for a minimum supply of two days of hydrogen for residential power generation is recommended.  To maximize value, when fuel cell vehicles become available, this configuration should be able to provide hydrogen to these vehicles, or vehicles that run on blends of natural gas and hydrogen. 

These reformer energy stations will support residential fuel cells and the early introduction of hydrogen-fueled vehicles in the context of a distributed hydrogen infrastructure.  

Projects requiring substantial research and development will not be funded. 

The successful bidding team(s) will have proven expertise in working directly with hydrogen and fuel cell systems.  Contracting teams will be well-acquainted with the codes, standards, safety and permitting protocols of delivering, installing, operating, maintaining natural gas, hydrogen and fuel cell systems. 

Total AQMD funding available for this RFP is $1,000,000.  Project proponents are encouraged to seek co-funding from other sources – such as the recent incentives being provided by California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC).  Cost-sharing is expected to be at a minimum 50:50 basis.  Anticipated funding from outside sponsors is expected to increase the total project funding to about $2.0 million. AQMD reserves the right to make multiple awards or no awards whatsoever.

Prevailing Wages.  Bidders are alerted that the prevailing wage requirements of California Labor Code section 1770 et seq. are applicable to this Request for Proposal.  Copies of the prevailing rate of per diem wages are on file at the District, copies of which shall be made available to any interested party on request.  Notwithstanding the preceding sentence, Bidders shall be responsible for determining the applicability of the provisions of California Labor Code and complying with the same, including, without limitation, obtaining from the Director of the Department of Industrial Relations the general prevailing rate of per diem wages and the general prevailing rate for holiday and overtime work, making the same available to any interested party upon request, paying any applicable prevailing rates, and posting copies thereof at the job site.

SECTION I:
BACKGROUND/INFORMATION/SCHEDULE OF EVENTS
In 1988, the AQMD's Governing Board adopted a Clean Fuels Program to promote the development, demonstration, and commercialization of innovative clean-fuel technologies.  The Technology Advancement (TA) office was subsequently formed to administer and manage this Clean Fuels Program.  The TA program targets advanced clean air technologies to meet the air quality objectives of the AQMD's Air Quality Management Plan (AQMP).

As a key air-quality attainment strategy, the AQMP has repeatedly identified the need to implement zero-emission technologies both in the stationary sector and in the mobile sector.  As California approaches the summer of 2001, there exists a serious potential of electricity demand outstripping electricity supply.  As a result, there maybe rolling black-outs, and potentially substantial use of high polluting diesel generators.  The purpose of the proposed RFP is to conduct a pilot project demonstrating the technological viability of near-zero emission residential fuel cells. In addition, the centralized reformer based energy station could produce hydrogen for both stationary and mobile fuel cells, given that various auto manufacturers are expected to deploy several dozen hydrogen fuel cell vehicles within the next two years. 

Successful bidders to this RFP will be required to install these smaller-scale fuel cells within the South Coast Air District.  Proponents are expected to proceed in two Phases.  During Phase I, proponents will be required to work with relevant authorities (local, state and/or federal) within South Coast Air District to acquire the necessary permits and permissions to site the proposed systems.  In addition, proponents are required to inform and get the general support of the residents within the vicinity of the site(s).  To do so, proponents may opt to conduct community meetings to inform the local residents regarding the proposed system(s) including details on performance, safety, etc. Such meetings would need to be fully coordinated with District Staff.  For Category 1, this phase will be limited to 6 months, while for Category 2, this phase will be limited to 9 months from start of contract.  This project will proceed to the second phase only if such necessary permissions and permits are acquired, and only upon further approval by the District to do so.
For Category 1, vendors are expected to provide semi-portable, pre-packaged, modular residential units that can dispense electric power and heat to residences.  For Category 2, until a reformer is obtained, with prior permission from AQMD, vendors in the interim may coordinate with the electrolyzer-based hydrogen refueling stations being considered for award through an earlier AQMD RFP.  Preferably, independent data should be submitted to AQMD to determine, among other features, emissions, efficiency, operation data, maintenance data, and ideally durability data.  Fuel cells may have to be removed and relocated to another site. To provide for such contingency, proponents should allow for at least one such relocation within the demonstration period.  Vendors should provide for protection and security of the fuel cell installations, ensure at least 75% availability of power averaged over a year, and a minimum of 2 year warranty which could include a preventive maintenance contract.  Vendors are encouraged to emphasize any unique, innovative and competitive advantages they may have over potential competition and/or competing technologies.

SECTION II:
STATEMENT OF WORK

Statement of Work (SOW) 

Bid proposals should address concisely the information requested in the following Tasks and sub-Tasks in the format specified in Section VII (Proposal Submittal Requirements).  Project proponents are encouraged to pay close attention to Section IIIA (Scoring Criteria) to assess how their bids will be evaluated.  Information provided should be specific enough for evaluation and scoring purposes, and for inclusion into a binding contract.  Successful bidders are expected to expand, and provide more complete details, on each Task and sub-Task included in the Statement of Work below. 

The objective of this Request for Proposals (RFP) is to solicit cost-shared proposals to design, develop, and install residential fuel cells to power at least ten residences within the South Coast Air District.  Residences could include either single family homes or multiple dwelling units or some combination.  Preference would be given to projects that combine heating with power.  

This pilot project will demonstrate the technological feasibility of residential fuel cells using two innovative configurations.  The first configuration (Category One), a nearer term technology, would consist of powering at least ten residences by ten separate stand-alone natural gas fuel cells or by a single large stand-alone natural gas fuel cell.  A minimum of 30 kW (average) is being solicited, with preference given to a larger capacity 40 to 60 kW.

The second configuration (Category Two), a more advanced concept, consists of powering ten residences with a central natural gas reformer that can supply hydrogen to ten individual hydrogen powered residential fuel cells, or to a single large hydrogen powered fuel cell that, in turn, provide power to 10 residences.  A minimum storage of two days supply of hydrogen is desirable.  This reformer energy station may supply hydrogen to the early hydrogen fuel cell vehicles being planned for demonstration in the District, or vehicles that use a blend of natural gas and hydrogen.  In the context of a distributed hydrogen infrastructure, such dual use of reformer stations, i.e. supplying both stationary and mobile fuel cells - would minimize the risk of stranded investment of installing hydrogen refueling stations.  To emphasize the multiple applications of such reformer station, vendors can also elect to sell excess hydrogen to other markets – such as industrial applications.

This is a commercial demonstration program to provide a snapshot of the status of residential fuel cell technology and to raise the awareness of fuel cells within the regulatory, policy, technical and end-user communities. Though no guarantees are being made, successful demonstrations may lead to further projects.  Clear preference would be given to residential fuel cell technologies with warranties, or with full maintenance agreements, for 5 years or more.  Please note CPUC incentives require a 5-year warranty and/or maintenance contract.  Vendors should provide for protection and security of the fuel cell installations and ensure at least 75% availability of power averaged over a year.  For the two options involving small-scale fuel cells at individual residences, residential owners’ home insurance should cover the proposed fuel cell located in their homes.  Alternatively, for all the four options, the property owner of the multiple dwelling units should provide for such insurance.
Projects and subsystems requiring substantial research and development are discouraged.  However, preference would be given to proponents that integrate innovative, cost-effective advanced technologies.  Also, to determine the degree of corporate commitment to the technology, preference would be given to companies providing its own co-funding into project, preferably in cash and/or quantifiable in-kind co-funding.  A mandatory minimum of 20 percent co-funding is required from the company’s own resources. 

Task 1 – Design, fabricate and integrate residential fuel cells to power a minimum of 10 residences within the South Coast Air District.  

The proposed fuel cells should be compact, modular, easily transportable, and easily installed.  Each installed fuel cell unit should be natural gas-fueled combined heat and power (CH&P) system.  Each system will generate and export AC electric power to the residential dwelling, and heat or hot water for on-site consumption.  The CH&P system(s) will incorporate an electric power generator and have heat exchange equipment for the production of hot water or space heating/cooling using recovered exhaust heat.  Each system will include all hardware, instrumentation and controls, and software needed for system startup, design-point operation, off-design operation, planned shutdowns, and safe unplanned shutdowns.  Each system will be connected to natural gas or hydrogen fuel supply; the ambient air; the utility AC grid, to which power will be exported; and the hot-water distribution system.  In addition, backup power should be provided as follows:  a) for grid parallel systems, connection to the grid and for b) grid independent systems, a combination of batteries and excess hydrogen supply should be made available.  Proponents should have the ability for remote monitoring and preferably remote control as well.  For outdoor installations, proponents may suggest a 24-hour video surveillance of the equipment.

Proponents can bid in either of the two following configurations.  The key technical specifications for the fuel cells and reformers being made available for this project should be included.  These specifications include, but are not limited to, sustainable power output, sustainable efficiency, voltage, polarization curves, heat, peak power capability, duration of peak power, durability, maintenance requirements, etc.

Category One: Stand-alone Natural Gas Residential Fuel Cells (nearer term technology)

Proponents should design, fabricate and install residential fuel cells using natural gas to provide electric power and heat to at least 10 residences using either:

a)  10 stand-alone separate residential fuel cells, or

b)  One single large fuel cell.   

The total capacity of the small units or the large single unit should be at least 30 kW,  preferably 40 kW or above.  Vendors should monitor and document in the progress reports and in the final report, the energy inputs, the energy outputs, the availability and capacity factors of the units, the maintenance and operation of these units.

Category Two : Reformer-Based Energy Station with Hydrogen Fuel Cells

Proponents should design, fabricate and install the following:

A stand-alone natural gas reformer that can supply hydrogen:

a) to ten individual hydrogen powered residential fuel cells, or 

b) to a single large hydrogen powered fuel cell to power 10 residences.  (A minimum storage of two day excess supply of hydrogen would be required,)

c) to provide, in the future, pure hydrogen at 3600 psi to 5000 psi for internal combustion and fuel cell vehicles.  Proponents are not required to provide hydrogen compressor and dispenser at this time.  

Both electricity and heat should be provided to the residences.  A minimum supply of two days of hydrogen is strongly encouraged (though, permitting for storage could be a potential issue in some residential areas).  The total size of the unit (s) should be a minimum of 30 kW, with preference given to sizes in excess of 40 kW.  To demonstrate the dual use of the proposed reformer concept, hydrogen from this reformer station should also be made available to future fuel cell vehicles.  In addition, to recover their investment and reduce the stranded investment cost, vendors can sell hydrogen to other applications, including industrial applications.  Vendors should document such multiple uses and provide specific details in their progress reports and in the final report.   

Task 2 -  Acquire Permitting, Establish Safety and Provide Interconnection.

Proponents are expected to proceed in two Phases.  Phase I will consist of concurrent Task 1-4, and Phase II will consist of Tasks 5-7.  During Phase I, proponents will be required to work with relevant authorities (local, state and/or federal) within South Coast Air District to acquire the necessary permits and permissions to site the proposed systems.  In addition, proponents are required to inform and get the general support of the residents within the vicinity of the site(s).  To do so, proponents may opt to conduct community meetings to inform the local residents regarding the proposed system(s) including details on performance, safety, etc.  Such meetings would need to be fully coordinated with District Staff.  For Category 1, this phase will be limited to 6 months, while for Category 2, this phase will be limited to 9 months from start of contract.  This project will proceed to the second phase only if such necessary permissions and permits are acquired, and only upon further approval by the District to do so.  Within this time frame, a letter of agreement to install and operate these systems must be obtained from either the developer, the residential homeowners or from the owner of the properties.

Proponents should ensure that the provisions for safety controls for the entire installed system will meet or exceed industry standards and would be compliant with all applicable building, fire and electrical codes.  These codes include but are not limited to the evolving ASME PTC 50  (fuel cell performance), Z21.83 (fuel cell performance, safety), NFPA 853 (fuel cells near buildings), NFPA 70 (electrical components within the cell), UL 1741 (inverters, controllers), IEEE 1547 (interconnection).  Copies of these codes, standards should be preferably included.  Preference would be given to units with UL, CSA or equivalent certification.  Self-certification is desirable but not adequate.  Also, if grid parallel, the system(s) should comply with relevant state and/or federal interconnection standards with the grid.  Proponents should provide for remote monitoring - and preferably, remote controls - for operations, shutdown, startup, measurement etc.  Proponents should develop complete system(s) that can be installed with ease, following acquisition of all relevant permits.  All units should provide for safety, weather conditions, aesthetics, noise, ease of transportation and ease of installation.  Diagrams and photographs of the proposed units should be enclosed with the proposals.  

Task 3 - Discuss in detail the anticipated performance and economics of the proposed fuel cell system configuration.

I) Performance 

In the proposal, proponent should provide documentation of test or field data of the prototype equipment being proposed for the demonstration.  Prototype data should include, but not limited to performance, emissions, efficiency, degree of purity, durability etc.  Proponents are encouraged to provide independent verification, if any, of such data.  This data should be later validated against the operating data following the installation of the units in the field.

In the proposal, with regards to the proposed fuel cell system, proponent should discuss and/or report the following:

a) Specifications of each fuel cell in terms of packaging (weight, volume, size, utility connections, etc.), performance, durability, warranty, operation and maintenance  

b) Advantages of proposed package relative to competition

c) Discussion of the capability, advantages and drawbacks of any innovative features

d) Projected fuel consumption (in million BTUs) at rated electric power, and electrical efficiency at peak and part-load conditions 

e) Composition of the recommended fuel feedstock, and for Category Two, the output characteristics of the reformer

f) Start-up, shut-down, and part-load operation characteristics of the system

g) Preventive maintenance schedule, and the nature of maintenance

h) Safety plan for the fuel cell and associated permitting issues

II) Economics

In the proposal, Volume II, "Cost Proposal", proponents should discuss the anticipated costs of purchasing, installing, permitting, and operating the fuel cell network.  This should be later validated with the actual data.

· Proponents should determine the operating costs (fuel, utilities, maintenance, etc.) of the combined system.  Combining capital and operating costs, the price per kilowatt-hour should be calculated using the Discounted Cash Flow Method.

· Proponents should discuss how the proposed fuel cell systems will provide competitive advantages, if any, against competing technologies such as microturbines.  For example, microturbines have achieved low NOx emissions, high durability, and moderate efficiencies.  Identify key markets segments, where fuel cell systems can compete effectively.

· For the reformer station project, in Category Two, proponents should determine whether the concept of dual use of the hydrogen generated – to supply both stationary and mobile fuel cells – is a commercially viable and economically feasible concept relative to competing stationary and/or mobile technologies.

Task 4 – Independent verification of the proposed fuel cell system(s).

Proponents should provide independent verification of the claimed performance, emissions, safety, start-up and shutdown capabilities, and preferably the durability, of the proposed system.  In the absence of such independently verified test results, proponents should be willing to allow these units to be tested at an independent test site soon after contract is executed.  Independent test results that do not match manufacturer’s claims within a reasonable degree of accuracy will lead to the rejection of the proposed system.  At the AQMD’s discretion, an alternative competing bid proposal may be selected to replace the rejected bid.  On completion of Phase I, and approval by AQMD, proponents may proceed with the following tasks.

Task 5 –  Install, operate and maintain the residential fuel cell system.

Project proponents are expected to permit, install, operate and maintain the residential fuel cells for a minimum of 2 years, and preferably for 5 years.  Project costs in the proposal should specifically address the first 2 years of the project.   In addition, as an option, proponents can discuss operations, maintenance and support from year 3 onwards.  Proponent should ensure that access to the station is restricted to authorized and trained personnel only.  Proponent should provide independent verification of the adequacy of the safety plan from a qualified third-party safety expert.  Proponent should, during the project, prepare an emergency response, operating and training plan.

Task 6 – Collect reports and analyze data on operations.

During the duration of the project, proponent should document and compare anticipated performance and economics (see Task 3 above) with actual results.  In particular, proponent should discuss at minimum the following:

a) Installation, acceptance and permitting issues

b) Performance of the system in terms of kilowatts, kilowatt-hours, fuel consumption, heat, efficiency curves at different loads,

c) Deterioration of output

d) Capacity factor, (i.e. run time and available power per run time, relative to availability and total capacity)

e) Safety incidents, if any

f) Capital, permitting and installation costs

g) Operating (fuel, utility costs, etc.) and maintenance costs of the project,

h) Lessons learned

Task 7 – Transfer of the ownership of the fuel cells at the end of the demonstration site.


Proponents are encouraged to transfer the ownership of fuel cell system (s) to an end-user.  For a reasonable fee, not to exceed the rate charged to other customers, proponent should offer to provide maintenance assistance to the end-user for an additional period of at least 3 years or until the end of the useful life of the equipment, whichever is earlier.  If this is not possible, proponents should remove the system, restore full grid electricity to the end-user, and make any building and landscape improvements to restore the site to a level consistent with the neighborhood.

SECTION IIB:  REQUIRED QUALIFICATIONS 

Provide a resume or similar statement of the qualifications of the lead person and all persons assigned to the project.  (Substitution of project manager or lead personnel will not be permitted without prior written approval of AQMD).  List all key personnel assigned to the project by level and name, and include resumes.

The proponent must have detailed knowledge and expertise in handling natural gas, and for Category Two, hydrogen.  Must be strongly acquainted with industry, government codes, protocols and standards related to natural gas, reformers, small-scale fuel cells, and for Category Two, hydrogen.  For Category Two, the proponent should have direct experience in acquiring relevant building, fire and environmental permits to site a hydrogen generation system, and – if necessary – to make modifications to the site-facilities to comply with permit requirements.  Proponent would have experience in installing, operating and maintaining fuel cells.  Proponent should have a successful track record in commercializing environmentally friendly technologies.

SECTION III:
PROPOSAL EVALUATION/ AND SCORING CRITERIA 

A. A panel selected by the AQMD will evaluate all submitted proposals.  This panel may include members outside the AQMD.  The panel will make a recommendation to the Governing Board of the AQMD for final selection of contractor(s) and negotiation of contract.  

B. Each member of the evaluation panel shall be accorded equal weight in his or her rating of proposals.  The evaluation panel members shall evaluate the proposals according to the specified criteria and numerical weightings set forth below.

· The cumulative points awarded for small business, DVBE, use of small business or DVBE subcontractors and local business shall not exceed 10 points.

A. To receive additional points in the evaluation process for any of the categories listed above, the proposer must submit a self-certification or certification from the State of California Office of Small Business Certification and Resources at the time of proposal submission certifying that the proposer meets the requirements set forth in Section III.  To receive points for the use of DVBE and/or Small Business subcontractors, at least 25 percent of the total contract value must be subcontracted to DVBEs and/or Small Businesses.

B. For procurement of Research and Development (R & D) projects or projects requiring special technical expertise, technical factors including past experience shall be weighted at 70 points and cost shall be weighted at 30 points.  A proposal must receive at least 56 out of 70 points on R & D projects and projects for special technical expertise in order to be deemed qualified for award.

C. During the selection process the evaluation panel may wish to interview some proposers for clarification purposes only.  No new material will be permitted at this time.

D. The Governing Board may award the contract to a proposer other than the proposer receiving the highest rating in the event the Governing Board determines that another proposer from among those technically qualified would provide the best value to AQMD considering cost and technical factors.  The determination shall be based solely on the Evaluation Criteria contained in the Request for Proposal (RFP), on evidence provided in the proposal and on any other evidence provided during the bid review process.  Evidence provided during the bid review process is limited to clarification by the proposer of information presented in his/her proposal.

E. Selection will be made based on the above-described criteria and rating factors.  Please note that this contract is not funded in whole or in part by EPA grants.  Hence, Section V, paragraph F does not apply.  The selection is subject to AQMD Governing Board approval.  All proposers will be notified of the results by letter.

SECTION IV:
SCHEDULE OF DELIVERABLES

Successful bidders, following contract execution with AQMD, are expected- at minimum-to supply the following deliverables:

1. Informal updates by E-mail or voice mail to program supervisor every 2 weeks, preferably in bullet form.

2. Written progress reports following the completion of a significant milestone.  This report will refer to the tasks in the statement of work, summarize and analyze project results by task, achievements to date, challenges that remain, and recommendations.  These progress reports should accompany any invoices billed to AQMD. 

3. Quarterly progress meetings, which may take place in person or via conference call.

4. For each year for the life of the contract, for general distribution, a two-page summary of the project that concisely describes the background, performance, economics, etc. of the project.  The format for this summary will be provided to the Contractor.

5. Final report which fully describes the accomplishments in achieving the goals of the project.  This report shall include detailed information on the above tasks - including the performance and economics of the installed fuel cell system. In addition, raw data should be included in the Appendix of the report.  (If portions of the data are proprietary, Contractor should provide this data in non-proprietary form after 2 years of the completion of the project, since it is expected that such data has aged and is no longer as valuable.) A draft final report must be submitted to the AQMD for review and comment at least 60 days prior to submission of the final report.   

4.
A set of 5-inch by 7-inch color photographs and 35 mm color slides, documenting the installation and operation of the fuel cell system.

5. Preparation and presentation of press releases on installing the fuel cell station, and presentation of  technical paper(s) at professional conference (s) with regards to the project.  Prior to submittal, all press releases and papers will be provided to the AQMD for review and comment.   Copies of the press releases and published papers will be included with the final report.

7.
For each year for the life of the contract, at AQMD’s discretion, preparation of a progress report and oral presentation for the AQMD’s Annual Contractors’ Review Meeting or other AQMD sponsored meeting, in Diamond Bar, California.

SECTION V:

PARTICIPATION IN THE PROCUREMENT PROCESS
A.  
It is the policy of the South Coast Air Quality Management District to ensure that all businesses including minority business enterprises, women business enterprises, disabled veteran business enterprises, and small businesses have a fair and equitable opportunity to compete for and participate in District contracts.

B.  Definitions:

The definition of minority or women business enterprise set forth below is included for purposes of determining compliance with the affirmative steps requirement described in Paragraph F below on procurements funded in whole or in part with EPA grant funds which involve the use of subcontractors.  The definition provided for disabled veteran business enterprise and local business are provided for purposes of determining eligibility for point or cost considerations in the evaluation process.

"Minority-or-women business enterprise" as used in this policy means a business enterprise that meets all the following criteria:


a.
a business that is at least 51 percent owned by one or more minority persons or women, or in the case of any business whose stock is publicly held, at least 51 percent of the stock is owned by one or more minority persons or women.


b.
a business whose management and daily business operations are controlled by one or more minority persons or women.


c.
a business which is a sole proprietorship, corporation, or partnership with its primary headquarters office located in the United States, which is not a branch or subsidiary of a foreign corporation, foreign firm, or other foreign-based business.


2.
"Minority person" for purposes of this policy, means a Black American, Hispanic American, Native American (including American Indian, Eskimo, Aleut, and Native Hawaiian), Asian-Indian American (including a person whose origins are from India, Pakistan, and Bangladesh), Asian-Pacific American (including a person whose origins are from Japan, China, the Philippines, Vietnam, Korea, Samoa, Guam, the United States Trust Territories of the Pacific, Northern Marinas, Laos, Cambodia, and Taiwan).


3.
"Disabled veteran" as used in this policy is a United States military, naval, or air service veteran with at least 10 percent service-connected disability who is a resident of California.


4.
"Disabled veteran business enterprise" as used in this policy means a business enterprise that meets all of the following criteria:


a.
is a sole proprietorship or partnership of which is at least 51 percent owned by one or more disabled veterans or, in the case of a publicly owned business, at least 51 percent of its stock is owned by one or more disabled veterans; a subsidiary which is wholly owned by a parent corporation but only if at least 51 percent of the voting stock of the parent corporation is owned by one or more disabled veterans; or a joint venture in which at least 51 percent of the joint venture's management and control and earnings are held by one or more disabled veterans.


b.
the management and control of the daily business operations are by one or more disabled veterans.  The disabled veterans who exercise management and control are not required to be the same disabled veterans as the owners of the business.


c.
is a sole proprietorship, corporation, or partnership with its primary headquarters office located in the United States, which is not a branch or subsidiary of a foreign corporation, firm, or other foreign-based business.


5.
"Local business" as used in the Procurement Policy and Procedure means a company that has an on-going business within the boundaries of the South Coast AQMD at the time of bid application and performs 90% of the work related to the contract within the boundaries of the AQMD and satisfies the requirements of Paragraph H below.


6.
"Joint ventures" as defined in this policy pertaining to certification means that one party to the joint venture is a DVBE and owns at least 51 percent of the joint venture.

C.
Under Request for Quotations, DVBEs and DVBE joint ventures shall be granted a preference in an amount equal to 3% of the lowest cost responsive bid.  Local businesses (if the procurement is not funded in whole or in part by EPA grant funds) shall be granted a preference in an amount equal to 2% of the lowest cost responsive bid.

D.
Under Request for Proposals, DVBEs and DVBE joint ventures shall be awarded ten (10) points in the evaluation process.  A non-DVBE shall receive seven (7) points for subcontracting at least twenty-five (25%) of the total contract value to a DVBE.  On procurements, which are not funded in whole or in part by EPA grant funds, local businesses shall receive five (5) points.

E.
AQMD will ensure that discrimination in the award and performance of contracts does not occur on the basis of race, color, sex, national origin, marital status, sexual preference, creed, ancestry, medical condition, or retaliation for having filed a discrimination complaint in the performance of AQMD contractual obligations.

F.  When contracts are funded in whole or in part by EPA grant funds and if subcontracts are to be let, the Contractor must comply with the following, evidencing a good faith effort to solicit minority and women owned enterprises.  Contractor shall submit a certification signed by an authorized official affirming compliance with the steps below at the time of proposal submission.  The AQMD reserves the right to request documentation demonstrating compliance with these steps prior to contract execution.


1.  Place qualified small and minority businesses and women’s business enterprises on solicitation lists;


2.  Assure that small and minority businesses, and women’s business enterprises are solicited whenever they are potential sources including advertising at least ten days in advance of the bid in a variety of media directed to minority-and women-owned business audiences;


3.  Divide total requirements, when economically feasible, into smaller tasks or quantities to permit maximum participation by small and minority business, and women’s business enterprises;


4.  Establish delivery schedules, where requirements permit, which encourage participation by small and minority business, and women’s business enterprises; and


5.  Use the services and assistance of the Small Business Administration and the Minority Business Development Agency of the Department of Commerce.

G.
To the extent that any conflict exists between this policy and any requirements imposed by federal and state law relating to participation in a contract by a certified MBE/WBE/DVBE as a condition of receipt of federal or state funds, the federal or state requirements shall prevail.

H.
When contracts are not funded in whole or in part by EPA grant funds, such as this one, a local business preference will be awarded.  For such contracts that involve the purchase of commercial off-the-shelf products, local business preference will be given to suppliers or distributors of commercial off-the-shelf products who maintain an on-going business within the geographical boundaries of the AQMD.  However, if the subject matter of the RFP or RFQ calls for the fabrication or manufacture of custom products, only companies performing 90% of the manufacturing or fabrication effort within the geographical boundaries of the AQMD shall be entitled to the local business preference.

I.
In compliance with federal fair share requirements set forth in 40 CFR 35.6580, the AQMD shall establish a fair share goal annually for expenditures covered by its procurement policy.

SECTION VI:
CO-FUNDING / MATCHING FUND REQUIREMENTS

Matching funds or other significant co-funding is required for all Technology Advancement projects.  Proposals must include co-funding/matching funds to be eligible for funding under this RFP.  Co-funding/matching funds are that portion of the total contract cost not funded by the AQMD.  The Clean Fuels Program has achieved a high degree of leverage with its technology advancement funds.  Each dollar contributed by the AQMD has generated an additional $4 investment by private industry and other public agencies.  Proposers will receive additional proposal evaluation points under Section VI, based upon the amount of verified co-funding/matching funds.

Co-funding/matching funds can come from a variety of sources.  Specifically, matching funds may be either cash contributions or non-cash support (e.g. in-kind labor or lease of equipment in direct support of this project).  Cash contributions are preferred.  All Co-Funding For Successful Bidders Must Be Verified Prior To Contract Execution.
The amounts, forms, and sources of all matching funds must be specified in the proposal.  In addition, the proposal should contain a description of how co-funding will be used in relation to the project, and in relation to any awarded AQMD funds. Successful bidders need to keep track of these matching funds - direct or indirect - once the contract to proceed with the project is executed.  Please Note That Matching Funds Must Be Spent Concurrently With AQMD Funds.

Proposed co-funding must be spent only on the project described in the proposal.  In addition, as matching funds are spent, documentation on the types and amounts of the expenditures must be provided in writing to the AQMD.

Staff time, facility use, equipment, and most property MAY count toward co-funding as long as it is fully dedicated to the project for the time that the property or equipment is required by the contract.  In all cases, the AQMD reserves the right to review and approve or disapprove the crediting of contributions and the amounts of those contributions as matching funds.

Property and equipment that do not qualify as co-funding include such items as standard office supplies and property or equipment (excluding equipment used for demonstration purposes) that are part of the bidder's normal business activity.

SECTION VII:
PROPOSAL SUBMITTAL REQUIREMENTS
Submitted proposals must follow the format outlined below and all requested information must be supplied.  Failure to submit proposals in the required format will result in elimination from proposal evaluation.

Each proposal must be submitted with a cover letter and in three separate volumes:

Cover Letter: A separate cover letter including the name, address, and telephone number of the contractor, and signed by the person or persons authorized to represent the firm should accompany the proposal submission. Assigned Personnel (Section E) - Provide the following information on the staff to be assigned to this project:

Substitution of project manager or lead personnel will not be permitted without prior written approval of AQMD.

DO NOT INCLUDE ANY COST INFORMATION IN THE TECHNICAL VOLUME.
· Provide a summary of your firms general qualifications to meet required qualifications and fulfill statement of work, including additional firm personnel and resources beyond those who may be assigned to the project.

Subcontractors (Section F) - This project may require expertise in multiple technical areas.  List any subcontractors that may be used and the work to be performed by them.  

Conflict of Interest (Section G) - Address possible conflicts of interest with other clients affected by actions performed by the firm on behalf of AQMD.  Although the proposer will not be automatically disqualified by reason of work performed for such firms, AQMD reserves the right to consider the nature and extent of such work in evaluating the proposal. 

Additional Data (Section H) - Provide other essential data that may assist in the evaluation of this proposal.

VOLUME  II - COST PROPOSAL
Name and Address - The Cost Proposal must list the name and complete address of the proposer in the upper, left-hand corner.

Summary    - Summarize the key highlights of the project cost, project cost-sharing by various co-sponsors.

Cost Proposal – Task 3, Section II (Economics) should be discussed here.  Though this is a Fixed Price contract, in addition, cost information must be provided as listed below:

Detail must be provided by the following categories:

· Labor - List the total number of hours and the hourly billing rate for each level of professional staff. CONTRACTOR warrants that it is well-qualified and has the experience to provide such services on the terms set forth here.


B.
CONTRACTOR is authorized to do business in the State of California and attests that it is in good tax standing with the California Franchise Tax Board.


C.
All parties to this Contract have had the opportunity to have this contract reviewed by their attorney.


D.
CONTRACTOR agrees to obtain the required licenses, permits, and all other appropriate legal authorizations from all applicable federal, state and local jurisdictions and pay all applicable fees.

PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS
