The South Coast Air Quality Management District (AQMD) requests statements of qualifications for the following purpose according to the terms and conditions attached.  In the preparation of this Request for Proposals the words Bidder, Contractor, and “Consultant” are used interchangeably.

PURPOSE

The purpose of this RFP is to obtain Proposals from potential consultants who can provide technical assistance to Technology Advancement staff pertaining to advanced, low- and zero-emission mobile and stationary source pollution control technologies.

SECTION I:
BACKGROUND/INFORMATION/SCHEDULE OF EVENTS

The AQMD is a regional governmental agency responsible for meeting air quality health standards in Los Angeles and Orange counties and parts of Riverside and San Bernardino counties.

Mobile sources are major sources of air pollution in the South Coast Air Basin (Basin).  In particular, heavy-duty diesel vehicles emit high levels of nitrogen oxides (NOx), a precursor to photochemical smog, as well as diesel particulate exhaust, which has been categorized by the California Air Resources Board (ARB) as a toxic air contaminant.

The Air Quality Management Plan (AQMP) for the Basin identifies the application of clean-burning alternative fuels (e.g., natural gas, methanol, propane), advanced vehicle and engine technologies (e.g., fuel cells, storage batteries, flywheels) and advanced stationary source pollution control technologies as promising ways to meet the AQMP goals.  These are emission reductions that may not be achievable using conventional fuels and technologies.  

Agencies such as the AQMD, ARB, CEC, and the U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) play active roles in funding and promoting low- and zero-emission vehicle technologies, which are needed to meet AQMP and SIP goals.  The AQMD receives funding from state agencies to provide incentives for fleet operators to reduce emissions of construction equipment and medium- and heavy-duty vehicles. This funding allows businesses to modify or replace equipment with low- or zero-emitting equipment and/or to utilize cleaner fuels such as PuriNOx. An important goal is to keep fleet operators, industry groups, and trade organizations apprised of emerging low- and zero-emissions technologies and opportunities to purchase them. 

Alternative Fuels

The major light-duty vehicle manufacturers have improved the natural gas, propane and electric vehicles used in the marketplace.  Due to a more available fueling infrastructure network as well as vehicle reliability and durability, fleet managers are now more receptive to alternative fuel technologies.

Lower Emitting Heavy-Duty Vehicles (HDVs)

With more stringent heavy-duty engine emission standards becoming effective beginning in October 2002, there is a need to develop cleaner engines to meet these standards.  Alternative-fueled engines have inherently been cleaner than conventional fueled engines.  Most alternative-fueled engines have met lower optional emission standards historically and continue to demonstrate the capability of meeting future optional emission standards.  As an incentive to develop new engines to meet future optional emission standards, California and AQMD provide incentive funds to help offset the additional costs of these engines.  In addition, with the implementation of the AQMD Clean Fleet Vehicle rules, the alternative fuel refueling infrastructure has been expanding allowing for greater use of heavy-duty alternative-fueled vehicles.

Fuel Cell Technology

In addition to alternative fuel engines, fuel cell technologies are now being developed that promise to take vehicles beyond the internal combustion engine and into highly efficient, ultra-clean electrochemical propulsion.  The AQMD supports development of fuel cell technologies and is currently sponsoring programs focused on advancement of specific fuel cell systems and determining fuel quality issues for fuel cells.  

Zero-Emission Vehicles (ZEVs)

Zero-emission vehicles (ZEVs) will play an important role in order for the Basin to achieve federal and state ambient air quality standards.  For the early introduction of fuel cell vehicles in the 2002-04 timeframe, a key challenge is the development of a hydrogen refueling infrastructure.  It has been recognized that a hydrogen infrastructure is needed to enable the deployment of fuel cell vehicles in the future.

Zero-Emission Technologies

Zero-emission technologies such as fuel cells, ultracapacitors, and advanced batteries face several barriers to successful commercialization, along with additional engineering challenges that are specific to electrochemical engines and fuel systems.  For example, there is considerable debate as to whether fuel cell vehicles should chemically manufacture hydrogen on board using a hydrocarbon reforming process, or if pure hydrogen should be carried on board as the fuel.  Both approaches offer distinct advantages and drawbacks depending on the specific application and the goals and needs of the user.

Renewable Energy Technologies

To gain the maximum air quality benefit from electric vehicles and clean electro-technologies, higher polluting fossil-fuel-fired electric power generation needs to be replaced with clean renewable energy resources or other advanced zero emission technologies.  Such technologies include advanced fuel cell systems; thermal, photovoltaic, and other solar energy technologies; wind energy systems; energy storage and conservation; biomass conversion; and other renewable energy technologies such as ultracapacitors.

Stationary Source Technologies

Combustion processes are the principal contributors of NOx emissions from stationary sources.  Emissions from stationary combustion sources are regulated by the AQMD with command-and-control rules, New Source Review and BACT, and RECLAIM.  The reduction of NOx emissions from stationary sources can be accomplished either by minimizing the formation of NOx in the combustion process or by flue gas after-treatment.  Prevention of NOx formation during combustion is typically less expensive to achieve than current post-combustion flue gas treatment processes.  Promising low-emission technologies that will be considered may include:  advanced low-emission, high-efficiency combustion technologies; post-combustion flue gas treatment; application of alternative clean fuels and additives; and process modifications that reduce or eliminate fuel use.

Emission Controls

Collectively, small point sources and area sources are the largest single source category of VOC emissions in the South Coast Air Basin.  Emissions from many of these sources may not be able to be controlled through add-on control devices.  Preventive measures, such as product substitutes, solvent reformulation, and evaporation control, must be used instead.  VOC reduction will require new or improved coating formulations that eliminate of minimize solvent use, new process modifications and improvements, electrostatic units, pressure atomized spray guns, line finishing, heated catalyst systems, wet scrubbing, cascading cleaning systems, new surface cleaning systems, and improving operating practices.

SECTION II:

PARTICIPATION IN THE PROCUREMENT PROCESS

A.  It is the policy of the South Coast Air Quality Management District to ensure that all businesses including minority business enterprises, women business enterprises, disabled veteran business enterprises, and small businesses have a fair and equitable opportunity to compete for and participate in District contracts.

B.  Definitions:

The definition of minority or women business enterprise set forth below is included for purposes of determining compliance with the affirmative steps requirement described in Paragraph F below on procurements funded in whole or in part with EPA grant funds which involve the use of subcontractors.  The definition provided for disabled veteran business enterprise and local business are provided for purposes of determining eligibility for point or cost considerations in the evaluation process.

1. "Minority-or-women business enterprise" as used in this policy means a business enterprise that meets all the following criteria:

a) a business that is at least 51 percent owned by one or more minority persons or women, or in the case of any business whose stock is publicly held, at least 51 percent of the stock is owned by one or more minority persons or women.

b) a business whose management and daily business operations are controlled by one or more minority persons or women.

c) a business which is a sole proprietorship, corporation, or partnership with its primary headquarters office located in the United States, which is not a branch or subsidiary of a foreign corporation, foreign firm, or other foreign-based business.

2. "Minority person" for purposes of this policy, means a Black American, Hispanic American, Native American (including American Indian, Eskimo, Aleut, and Native Hawaiian), Asian-Indian American (including a person whose origins are from India, Pakistan, and Bangladesh), Asian-Pacific American (including a person whose origins are from Japan, China, the Philippines, Vietnam, Korea, Samoa, Guam, the United States Trust Territories of the Pacific, Northern Marianas, Laos, Cambodia, and Taiwan).

3. "Disabled veteran" as used in this policy is a United States military, naval, or air service veteran with at least 10 percent service-connected disability who is a resident of California.

4. "Disabled veteran business enterprise" as used in this policy means a business enterprise that meets all of the following criteria:

a) is a sole proprietorship or partnership of which is at least 51 percent owned by one or more disabled veterans or, in the case of a publicly owned business, at least 51 percent of its stock is owned by one or more disabled veterans; a subsidiary which is wholly owned by a parent corporation but only if at least 51 percent of the voting stock of the parent corporation is owned by one or more disabled veterans; or a joint venture in which at least 51 percent of the joint venture's management and control and earnings are held by one or more disabled veterans.

b) the management and control of the daily business operations are by one or more disabled veterans.  The disabled veterans who exercise management and control are not required to be the same disabled veterans as the owners of the business.

c) is a sole proprietorship, corporation, or partnership with its primary headquarters office located in the United States, which is not a branch or subsidiary of a foreign corporation, firm, or other foreign-based business.

5. "Local business" as used in the Procurement Policy and Procedure means a company that has an on-going business within the boundaries of the South Coast AQMD at the time of bid application and performs 90% of the work related to the contract within the boundaries of the AQMD and satisfies the requirements of Paragraph H below.

6. “Small business” as used in this policy means a business that meets the following criteria:

a. 1) an independently owned and operated business; 2) not dominant in its field of operation; 3) together with affiliates is either:

· A service, construction, or non-manufacturer with 100 or fewer employees, and average annual gross receipts of ten million dollars ($10,000,000) or less over the previous three years, or

· A manufacturer with 100 or fewer employees.

b. Manufacturer means a business that is both of the following:

1) Primarily engaged in the chemical or mechanical transformation of raw materials or processed substances into new products.

2) Classified between Codes 2000 to 3999, inclusive, of the Standard Industrial Classification (SIC) Manual published by the United States Office of Management and Budget, 1987 edition. 

7. "Joint ventures" as defined in this policy pertaining to certification means that one party to the joint venture is a DVBE and owns at least 51 percent of the joint venture.

C.
Under Request for Quotations, DVBEs, DVBE joint ventures, small businesses, and small business joint ventures shall be granted a preference in an amount equal to 5% of the lowest cost responsive bid.  Local businesses (if the procurement is not funded in whole or in part by EPA grant funds) shall be granted a preference in an amount equal to 2% of the lowest cost responsive bid.

D.
Under Request for Proposals, DVBEs, DVBE joint ventures, small businesses, and small business joint ventures shall be awarded ten (10) points in the evaluation process.  A non-DVBE or large business shall receive seven (7) points for subcontracting at least twenty-five (25%) of the total contract value to a DVBE.  On procurements which are not funded in whole or in part by EPA grant funds local businesses shall receive five (5) points.

E.
AQMD will ensure that discrimination in the award and performance of contracts does not occur on the basis of race, color, sex, national origin, marital status, sexual preference, creed, ancestry, medical condition, or retaliation for having filed a discrimination complaint in the performance of AQMD contractual obligations. 

F
When contracts are funded in whole or in part by EPA grant funds and if subcontracts are to be let, the Contractor must comply with the following, evidencing a good faith effort to solicit minority and women owned enterprises.  Contractor shall submit a certification signed by an authorized official affirming compliance with the steps below at the time of proposal submission.  The AQMD reserves the right to request documentation demonstrating compliance with these steps prior to contract execution. 


1.
Place qualified small and minority businesses and women’s business enterprises on solicitation lists; 


2.
Assure that small and minority businesses, and women’s business enterprises are solicited whenever they are potential sources including advertising at least ten days in advance of the bid in a variety of media directed to minority-and women-owned business audiences; 


3.
Divide total requirements, when economically feasible, into smaller tasks or quantities to permit maximum participation by small and minority business, and women’s business enterprises;


4.
Establish delivery schedules, where requirements permit, which encourage participation by small 
and minority business, and women’s business enterprises; and


5.
Use the services and assistance of the Small Business Administration and the Minority Business Development Agency of the Department of Commerce.

G.
To the extent that any conflict exists between this policy and any requirements imposed by federal and state law relating to participation in a contract by a certified MBE/WBE/DVBE as a condition of receipt of federal or state funds, the federal or state requirements shall prevail.

H.
When contracts are not funded in whole or in part by EPA grant funds, a local business preference will be awarded.  For such contracts that involve the purchase of commercial off-the-shelf products, local business preference will be given to suppliers or distributors of commercial off-the-shelf products who maintain an on-going business within the geographical boundaries of the AQMD.  However, if the subject matter of the RFP or RFP calls for the fabrication or manufacture of custom products, only companies performing 90% of the manufacturing or fabrication effort within the geographical boundaries of the AQMD shall be entitled to the local business preference.

I. In compliance with federal fair share requirements set forth in 40 CFR 35.6580, the AQMD shall establish a fair share goal annually for expenditures covered by its procurement policy.

SECTION III:

OBJECTIVE

The objective of this RFP is to solicit one or more consultants with strong technical expertise in the areas of alternative fuels, fuel cells, storage, batteries, fueling equipment and facilities, vehicle maintenance practices and facilities, and other mobile and stationary source technologies.  This solicitation is being used to leverage staff resources with specialized outside expertise.  

The selected Consultant(s) shall perform various tasks and functions designed to facilitate cooperation and ensure adequate information exchange to AQMD staff, key government agencies, existing and potential end users of advanced vehicle and stationary technologies, and industry organizations.  Important issues to be monitored, assessed, and acted upon may include the status of major alternative fuel technology developmental efforts, promotion of commercially available alternative-fuel engines for HDV applications, fuel cell technology development and assistance to entities implementing alternative fuel and fuel cell technologies among others.  

SECTION IV:

GENERAL TASKS AND DELIVERABLES

The selected Consultant(s) shall perform tasks on an on-needed basis upon receiving written notification from the AQMD’s Deputy Executive Office for Science & Technology Advancement.  All work will be assigned by task orders as approved by the Project Manager and the Deputy Executive Officer.  Each agreement will have specify tasks to be conducted and resources to be utilized.  No work can be implemented without authorized parties signing the specific task order(s).  Potential tasks include the following:

· Assist AQMD staff in evaluating the emission benefits, availability, cost, and obstacles to the commercialization of alternative fuel technologies for marine and construction equipment and locomotives. 

· Assist AQMD staff in evaluating the technical progress and emissions data of demonstration projects relating to natural gas-fueled vehicles. 

· Assist AQMD staff in evaluating the technical status and emissions data of demonstration projects relating to control of diesel emissions. 

· Assist AQMD staff with impact analysis of AQMD rules that are specific to light-, medium-, and heavy-duty fleet operations. 

· Assist with AQMD efforts to facilitate the development and commercialization of fuel cell technologies for on-road vehicle and stationary applications. 

· Assist AQMD staff with technical assistance and evaluations for state incentive programs such as Lower-Emission School Bus Replacement & Retrofit Program. 

· Assist AQMD staff in assessing the technical status and commercial viability of zero-emission HDV options.

· Assist AQMD staff in preparing briefings and technical papers, and participate in technical forums in support of alternative fuel and fuel cell development demonstration and commercialization, and other advanced mobile and stationary technologies.

· Draft briefings and technical papers for technical symposia sponsored by the Society of Automotive Engineers (SAE), Air Pollution Technology Association (APTA), and other organizations.

· Assist AQMD staff in evaluating the current status of advanced chemical and mechanical storage batteries for application to HDVs and other vehicle types.

· Assist AQMD staff in evaluating the current status of fuel cell technologies for application to HDVs and other vehicle types.

· Assist AQMD staff in evaluation the current status of renewable energies for mobile and stationary sources.

· Assist AQMD staff in evaluating the current status of hydrogen storage, hydrocarbon reforming technologies, and innovative components for fuel cell infrastructures. 

· Assist AQMD staff in technical evaluation of proposals submitted to Technology Advancement for funding consideration pertaining to alternative fuels, battery, hydrogen, fuel cells and other advanced vehicle and stationary technologies. 

· Perform other tasks relating to low- and zero-emission vehicle and/or stationary source technologies as directed by AQMD’s Deputy Executive Officer. 

DELIVERABLES

Specific deliverables and time schedules for task completion will be established by the Deputy Executive Officer in writing when each task is authorized.  Deliverables may include but not be limited to one or more of the following: written and/or oral technical reports, newsletters, articles, draft position papers, language for control measures, attendance at meetings with follow-up reports, etc.

SECTION V:

QUALIFICATIONS OF BIDDER

The AQMD requests submittal of detailed expertise and capabilities from consultants who meet a combination of the following technical category qualifications.  Individuals can team to submit a joint bid if they have complementary expertise and qualifications that collectively meet the requirements.  Statements of qualifications should include evidence documenting experience, expertise, and capabilities wherever possible.  Bidder(s)shall be selected for contract award based on the best combinations of qualifications.

a) Advanced college degree in an engineering, chemistry or related discipline.

b) At least 5 years professional experience in the area(s) of expertise.

c) The ability to quickly respond, on short notice, to requests for technical assistance.

d) Working knowledge of ARB and AQMD programs, policies, regulations, etc. regarding toxic contaminants, stationary source control technologies, fuel processing, off-road vehicles, and alternative fuel vehicles.

e) Knowledge of state and local permitting requirements for the establishment of hydrogen fueling facilities including fueling technologies being used, and types of vehicles using these facilities.

f) Working knowledge of EPA, ARB emission regulations and ARB and CEC state incentive programs.

g) Proven expertise in any of the following areas or any combination of these areas: 

· air pollution formation and control

· toxic air contaminants

· stationary source technologies

· fuel processing and reformation

· fuel cell technology

· hydrogen infrastructure development

· heavy-duty vehicle control technologies

· off-road vehicles and equipment

· renewable energy technology

· energy conversion processes such as ultracapacitor and battery technology

h) Extensive knowledge of major research and development programs involving the technologies listed in (g) above.

i) Experience drafting, reviewing, and assessing legislation in the field(s) of expertise.

j) Authorship of peer-reviewed technical papers and/or articles on the field(s) of expertise.

k) Established relationships with equipment manufacturers and industry and professional associations.

SECTION VI:

PROPOSED CONTRACT TERM

The term of the level-of-effort contract(s) awarded in response to this RFP shall be two years from the start date (approximately April 7, 2002), or until all funds are expended, whichever comes first.

SECTION VII:

PROPOSAL SUBMITTAL REQUIREMENTS

Submitted proposals must follow the format outlined below and all requested information must be supplied.  Failure to submit proposals in the required format will result in elimination from proposal evaluation.

Each proposal must be submitted in three separate volumes:

· Volume I - Technical Proposal

· Volume II - Cost Proposal

· Volume III - Certifications and Representations included in Attachment A to this RFP have been executed by an authorized official of the Contractor.

Submitted statements of qualifications must follow the format outlined below and all requested information must be supplied.  Failure to submit qualifications in the required format may result in elimination from evaluation.

Cover Letter - A cover letter must specify the subject of the RFP, the AQMD RFP number, and Bidder name, address, and telephone number.  The bidder should clearly specify the technical area(s) to be considered under this solicitation.  The letter shall specify contact person(s) for technical and contractual matters and be signed by the person(s) authorized to represent the individual/company.  Firm contact information as follows should also be included in the cover letter:

Include specific references to projects, published works, development and demonstration programs, liaison activities, relevant contacts, 

Conflict of Interest - Address possible conflicts of interest, if any, with other clients affected by actions performed by the firm on behalf of the AQMD.  Please provide a list of current and potential near-term future (1-2 year) clients in each of the technical areas that you would like to be considered.  Although the bidder will not be automatically disqualified by reason of work performed for such firms, the AQMD reserves the right to consider the nature and extent of such work in evaluating each bidder’s qualifications and potential issuance of future task orders.

References - Please provide at least three reference contacts for each of the technical areas that you would like to be considered for under this solicitation.

SIGNATURE - All Proposals submitted must be signed by an authorized representative of the vendor.

Due Date - The proposer shall submit eight (8) complete copies of the proposal in a sealed envelope, plainly marked in the upper left-hand corner with the name and address of the proposer and the words "Request for Proposal #2002-23."  All proposals are due no later than 5:00 p.m., January 25, 2002, and should be directed to:

Grounds for rejection:  A quote may be rejected if:

Disposition of Proposals - AQMD reserves the right to reject any or all proposals.  All responses become the property of AQMD.  One copy of the proposal shall be retained for AQMD files.  Additional copies and materials will be returned only if requested and at the proposer's expense.

Modification or Withdrawal -  Once submitted, proposals cannot be altered without the prior written consent of AQMD.  All proposals shall constitute firm offers and may not be withdrawn for a period of ninety (90) days following the last day to accept proposals.

Summary - State overall approach to meeting the objectives and satisfying the scope of work to be performed, the sequence of activities, and a description of methodology or techniques to be used.  

Project Organization - Describe the proposed management structure, program monitoring procedures, and organization of the proposed team.

Qualifications - Describe the technical capabilities.  Provide references of other similar work performed during the last five years demonstrating ability to successfully complete the project.  Include contact name, title, and telephone number for any references listed.  Provide a statement of your firm's background and experience in performing similar projects for other governmental organizations.  

Assigned Personnel - Provide the following information on the staff to be assigned to this project:

1. Provide a resume or similar statement of the qualifications of the technical expert.


DO NOT INCLUDE ANY COST INFORMATION IN THE TECHNICAL VOLUME.
2. Provide a statement indicating whether or not 90% of the work will be performed within the geographical boundaries of the AQMD.

Provide a statement of the education and training program provided by or required of the technical expert particularly with reference to management consulting, governmental practices and procedures, and technical matters.

Provide a summary of the individual's general qualifications.

VOLUME  II - COST PROPOSAL
A total of $200,000 is available for all contracts to be awarded in response to this RFP.  The AQMD will award more than one contract under this solicitation.  The total amount will be split among the winning bidders according to proportions determined by the Executive Officer or designee.  The District expects that each award will range from $10,000-to-$50,000.

The Cost Proposal must include the following:

Name and Address - The Cost Proposal must list the name and complete address of the proposer in the upper, left-hand corner.
Cost Proposal - This is a Time and Materials (T&M) task ordering contract.  Cost information must be provided in detail as listed below:


1.  Labor – Because the nature of this solicitation is for expert consultation, please provide the fully-burdened hourly rate for each proposed technical expert. SECTION VIII:

PROPOSAL EVALUATION

A. Proposals will be evaluated by a panel of three to five AQMD staff members familiar with the subject matter of the project.  The panel shall be appointed by the Executive Officer or his designee.  In addition, the evaluation panel may include such outside public sector or academic community expertise as deemed desirable by the Executive Officer. The panel will make a recommendation to the Executive Officer and/or the Governing Board of the AQMD for final selection of a contractor and negotiation of a contract.  

B. Each member of the evaluation panel shall be accorded equal weight in his or her rating of proposals.  The evaluation panel members shall evaluate the proposals according to the specified criteria and numerical weightings set forth below.

The cumulative points awarded for small business, DVBE, use of small business or DVBE subcontractors and local business shall not exceed 15 points.

C.
To receive additional points in the evaluation process for any of the categories listed above, the proposer must submit a self-certification or certification from the State of California Office of Small Business Certification and Resources at the time of proposal submission certifying that the proposer meets the requirements set forth in Section II.  To receive points for the use of DVBE and/or Small Business subcontractors, at least 25 percent of the total contract value must be subcontracted to DVBEs and/or Small Businesses.

D. For procurement of Research and Development (R & D) projects or projects requiring special technical expertise, technical factors including past experience shall be weighted at 80 points and cost shall be weighted at 20 points.  A proposal must receive at least 64 out of 80 points on R & D projects and projects for special technical expertise in order to be deemed qualified for award.

The (Executive Officer or Governing Board) may award the contract to a proposer other than the proposer receiving the highest rating in the event the Governing Board determines that another proposer from among those technically qualified would provide the best value to AQMD considering cost and technical factors.  The determination shall be based solely on the Evaluation Criteria contained in the Request for Proposal (RFP), on evidence provided in the proposal and on any other evidence provided during the bid review process.  Evidence provided during the bid review process is limited to clarification by the proposer of information presented in his/her proposal.

H.
Selection will be made based on the above-described criteria and rating factors.  The selection will be made by and is subject to (Executive Officer or Governing Board) approval at the meeting.  All proposers will be notified of the results by letter.

AQMD is the local agency with primary responsibility for regulating stationary source air pollution in the South Coast Air Basin in the State of California.  AQMD is authorized to enter into this Contract under California Health and Safety Code Section 40489.  AQMD desires to contract with CONTRACTOR for services described in Attachment 1 - Work Statement, attached here and made a part here by this reference.  CONTRACTOR warrants that it is well-qualified and has the experience to provide such services on the terms set forth here.


B.
CONTRACTOR is authorized to do business in the State of California and attests that it is in good tax standing with the California Franchise Tax Board.


C.
