COMMUNITY EVENTS/PUBLIC MEETINGS

Each year, thousands of AQMD customers receive tips on reducing their exposure to smog and its health effects, information on ways to participate in AQMD rule and policy development, and assistance in resolving air quality-related problems through events and meetings which AQMD sponsors alone and with others.  Following are examples of the activities that were undertaken during the month:

Presentation of plaques by AQMD Board Chair Norma Glover at Governing Board meeting to students from Ruth Musser Middle School of Rancho Cucamonga. The students were recognized for having the best air quality considerations in their future city model at the Jan. 19 National Engineers Week Future City Competition at the California Science Center in Exposition Park.

Staffed information table at International Colloquium on Environmentally Preferred Alternative Concepts at the Newport Beach Marriott.

Staffed an information table at an environmental justice forum hosted by the Governor’s Office of Planning & Research at the Reagan Building in Downtown Los Angeles.

Coordinated  an AQMD/EPA-sponsored two-day Environmental Justice Training seminar which was attended by representatives from business, community, environmental and government organizations.

Co-sponsored the Voices for a Green L.A. community fair.

Participated in a press event at Westchester Community School to launch the American Lung Assoc. of LA County’s children’s website, (www.lalung.org/024U), which was funded through a co-sponsorship with AQMD.

Staffed an information booth at the City of Los Angeles’ Energy Seminar at the L.A. Convention Center.

Participated in SCAG workshop designed to analyze Environmental Justice aspects of the Southern California Regional Transportation Plan.

Attended the steering committee meeting of the Orange County region of the California Regional Environmental Education Community Network in Tustin to develop partnerships with environmental  educators in Orange County.

Staffed an information table at the Bravo Medical Magnet High School Health Fair in Boyle Heights.

SPEAKER’S BUREAU/VISITOR SERVICES

AQMD receives requests from trade associations, chambers of commerce and community-based groups, as well as schools, hospitals, and health-based organizations for District staff to speak on a variety of air quality-related issues. BUSINESS ASSISTANCE

AQMD assists businesses by notifying them of proposed regulations so they can participate in their development, and works with other agencies and states to identify efficient, cost-effective ways to reduce air pollution and shares that information broadly.  Staff also provides personalized assistance to small businesses both over the phone and by on-site consultation.  Following are examples of the types of assistance given:

ACTIVITY

 Met with Workman High School Environmental Academy to discuss programs the AQMD can partner with Workman High School.

 Coordinated the second outreach for Rule 1168 – Adhesive and Sealant Applications.

 Coordinated the outreach for Proposed Amended Rule 1401 – New Source Review of Toxic Air Contaminants

 Coordinated the outreach to Automotive Repair facilities announcing the On-Site Consultation program.  

Coordinated the outreach for Proposed Rule 1133 -- Emission Reductions from Composting and Related Operations Public Hearing.  Will be sending out about 1,000 notices.  Key  audiences will be city staff.

 Coordinated the outreach for Regulation IX – Standards of Performance for New Stationary Sources.  

Dry cleaner:  Operated a dry cleaning machine without a valid permit.  Current owner of the facility cannot be issued a change of ownership permit because the previous owner had no permit.  Working with permitting staff and the Chief Prosecutor’s Office, conducted a follow-up on-site consultation meeting and explained permitting and compliance requirements. 

Waste disposal:  Existing business that responded to  AQMD Small Business outreach flyer regarding Rule 109, Recordkeeping for VOC Emissions, for coatings and solvents usage.  Conducted an on-site technical consultation, explained applicable rules and regulations and covered recordkeeping requirements.

Auto body shop:  Existing business referred by the Riverside Planning Department through Clearance Letter Program.  Conducted an on-site technical consultation, explained the applicable rules and regulations, assisted in the completion and submittal of the required application forms, and covered the recordkeeping requirements.  Assistance was given in Spanish.

Auto body shop:  Received a Notice of Violation for not changing ownership on a spray booth permit and requested help with application. Inspected the booth and discovered the permit description for the existing permit was incorrect and the booth had some operational problems, caused by poor airflow. Advised the company look into having the booth exhaust filters modified to correct the problem. Once the modification specifications are determined, will help them apply for a new permit.

Cabinet top manufacturer:  Having a problem renewing their lease because of dust complaints made in the past by an adjacent business. Provided suggestions on abatement and gave names of companies that could test dust levels, to show the problem has been resolved.

Auto body shop:  Owner was mailed annual emissions reporting forms for last two years and wanted to know if he had to submit the forms each year, because his VOC emissions were very low. Spoke to supervisor in the Emissions Inventory group and updated firm’s mailing list status. Visited the shop to discuss VOC recordkeeping that will still be required for permit and rule compliance.

Network communications company:  Planning to install an emergency generator to back up main computer. Requested help with permit application forms.  Visited their facility, completed forms, and advised them the nearby high school would trigger a requirement for public notification.

Large condominium complex:  Operates multiple small boilers which are required to be replaced with low-emission equipment before 7-1-02 under Rule 1146.2.  Anticipates difficulties in achieving compliance before the deadline.  Conducted an on-site consultation and explained compliance options and variance petition procedures.

Food products manufacturer:  Installed an older, used emergency generator without a permit. To submit an application, they need to show the engine meets BACT requirements. Went to the facility to discuss how they could obtain the data. Advised that installation of an electrical nonresettable hour meter on one of their small boilers would be an acceptable method of demonstrating usage of <9,000 therms/year, for the purpose of Rule 1146.2 compliance.

Aircraft repair service:  Wants to revise VOC limit on spray booth permit. Visited company and found there were some problems with the permit and company’s usage of booth. Company contacted booth manufacturer to get proposals for modification of booth. Will have AQMD engineering staff review proposals to ascertain if they meet BACT requirements.

Aerospace product manufacturer:  Existing business is expanding to include additional degreasing equipment.  Explained applicable District rules, regulations and permitting requirements.  Also reviewed technical information on the products that are to be used for compliance confirmation.

Dry cleaner:  Existing business received a denial letter regarding their application for a permit to operate.  Coordinated with permitting and Chief Prosecutors Office staff regarding status of updated protocol with regard to facilities affected by Rule 1421 (decision pending CPO review).  The assistance was given in Spanish.

Maritime service company:  Plans to install vapor recovery systems on their bunker fuel transferring barges to control VOC emissions during fuel loading/unloading for ships in harbors along west coast ports.  Provided assistance completing the permit application for the vapor recovery equipment.

Auto parts re-manufacturer:  Operates degreasing/de-carbon processing tank using methylene chloride solutions without a valid permit.  Explained  permitting and compliance requirements for degreasing equipment. 

Country club/golf course:  Boiler must be replaced by upcoming 7/1/02 deadline in Rule 1146.2. They feel they can stay under the 9,000 therms/year limit, which will allow them to continue to use the boiler. They got an estimate of $2900 for installation of a nonresettable gas meter, and wondered if there was another way they could demonstrate their usage. Advised that an electrical nonresettable hour meter would be acceptable and could be purchased for <$100.

Auto body shop:  Owner allowed spray booth permit to expire three years ago and AQMD Chief Prosecutors Office has filed for an order of abatement. Inspector visited shop and filled out forms for permit application. The owner could not pay the application fee, so they also completed a fee review form, requesting a payment plan.

LEGISLATIVE OFFICE (Federal and State)

The Legislative Office continually tracks and identifies legislation that directly affects AQMD's programs, authority and impact to residents in the South Coast Air Basin, and works with AQMD staff, legislative staff, and others to prevent negative impacts from proposed legislation.  The Office also maintains a visible presence through advocacy programs that seek to strengthen and maintain positive relationships with state and federal officials.

ACTIVITY

Prepared four federal funding concepts for use in working to secure funding for Hydrogen Fuel Cell Infrastructure; Transition Assistance for Dry Cleaning Operations; Natural Gas Engine Research, Demonstration, and Deployment; and Homeland Security/Air Contaminant Monitoring Equipment.  Concepts approved by the Legislative Committee February 8th.

Follow-up to meetings held with Assemblyman Lowenthal and Senator Soto during visit by DEO, Public Affairs/Public Advisor and Legislative Assistant to Sacramento in January.  

LOCAL GOVERNMENTAL ACTIVITY (Four-County Area)

Intergovernmental Affairs staff provides outreach at monthly Board of Supervisors and City Council meetings, to name a few, as well as working with local government, state and federal officials in response to their air quality concerns and local issues.  The following is a sample of the type of issues dealt with this month.

 Met with  Los Angeles City Councilmember staff regarding constituent issue with soil remediation project at local public facility.

Met with Carson Planning Commissioner and Parks & Recreation Commissioner regarding AQMD Environmental Justice Training Workshop and environmental justice issues including ARB and AQMD policies and initiatives.

Met with City of Burbank Water & Power staff regarding NOx Compliance Plan and Integrated Power Resource Plan.

Met with City of Pasadena staff regarding: healthy communities and cities program.

Met with Compton City staff and discussed microturbine program, air quality issues, future funding opportunities, Chairman Glover’s initiatives, and environmental justice issues.

Met with Executive Director of Friends of the Green Line.  Discussed transportation issues and environmental justice.

Met with Executive Director of the Transit Coalition regarding air quality issues and transportation projects.

Met with Gateway Cities Partnership, Inc. Executive Director regarding air quality, transportation, and environmental justice issues.

Met with Downey City Manager.  Discussed microturbine program, Chairman Glover’s initiatives, General Plan update, AB 2766 Subvention fund use, ARB and AQMD environmental justice policies and initiatives.

Met with staff to Los Angeles Department of Water & Power regarding solar power program.

Participated in a Community Advisory Board meeting of local government officials, business leaders, economists, developers, and key stakeholders regarding development issues in the Inland Empire in Riverside.  Among issues discussed was the potential development of a “Local Government Elected Officials Institute” for Local Officials in the Inland Empire.

Met with City of Cerritos Community Development staff.  Discussed current update on General plan, use of AB 2766 subvention funds, future needs for AQMD training for city’s code and building inspectors, AQMD permit letter for new businesses, Chairman Glover’s initiatives, transportation issues, and potential transportation funding from AB 2928 funds.

Met with staff from the City of Bell regarding microturbine program.

Discussed Whittier microturbine program with Whittier’s Public Works Director.

Attended Industrial Council Community Action & Emergency Response committee meeting.  Provided speaker for AQMD microturbine program.  Discussed air quality and environmental justice issues.

Met with Paramount Community & Economic Development manager.  Discussed air quality issues, AB 2766 subvention fund use and AB 2928 transportation funding opportunities.

Conferred with staff member to Mark Kepple High School regarding: microturbine demonstration program.

Conferred with staff from League of California Cities Los Angeles Division regarding air quality impact of Gold Line construction.

Met with the General Manager – Orange County Transit Authority (OCTA).  Discussed challenge that OCTA is currently experiencing with their Liquid Natural Gas (LNG) fueling infrastructure and the impact it is having on their bus operation.  Discussed their proposed solution to the problem and how it will affect their bus purchase timing.  

Met with Tustin City Manager and discussed the City’s plan to purchase alternative fuel street sweepers and medium duty vehicles in compliance with the AQMD’s fleet rules.

Met with Long Beach Transit Government Affairs representative regarding purchase of natural gas buses and use of low sulfur diesel and particulate traps.

Met with staff to City of South Pasadena regarding alternative fuel vehicles, AQMD Chairman’s Initiatives, and the constituent complaint process.

Met with Commerce Community Development staff regarding potential AQMD funding for railroad yard CNG-powered equipment.

TRANSPORTATION PROGRAMS
Transportation Programs implements Rule 2202-On-Road Motor Vehicle Mitigation Options, and related training programs; provides AB 2766 outreach and technical assistance to local governments; coordinates with regional planning agencies relative to transportation, transportation conformity, and air quality issues; implements the AQMD's Rideshare Program; administers the Alternative Fuel Vehicle Demonstration Program; and administers additional mobile emission reduction programs and activities (such as AQIP, Clean Air Choice, Tug Boat MOUs, and Transportation Control Measures).
