FUNDING ALLOCATIONS

A. Amounts of Funding

The total AQMD contribution for all port related projects is $1,000,000.  It is expected that POLA will match this amount with $1,000,000 thereby increasing the total funding to $2,000,000. 

B.
Matching fund requirement 

For participants other than POLA, no fund matching is required.  For POLA the matching fund requirement is $1,000,000, which amounts to a cost sharing with the AQMD at a level of 1:1.

C.
Authorizing Signature
The applicant’s signature authorizing submittal of the application if awards are granted, are required on the application form  (Appendix A, page3).

D.
Disbursement of Funds

Project cost will be disbursed after the equipment and hardware as required are installed and the equipment is operable.

PROJECT IMPLEMENTATION

A.  Project Selection and Award of Funds

Port projects will be selected, but not limited to, the following categories:

· Installation of CARB verified Level 3 Diesel Particulate filters (DPF), which includes hardware and installation costs.

· Repower of yard hostlers from diesel engines to alternative fuel engines in accordance with the Carl Moyer Program Guidelines.

· Truck fleet modernization in accordance with CARB approved guidelines.

· Repower and retrofitting of marine vessel engines.

· Projects that do not meet the above stated program criteria may be submitted to the AQMD’s program manager for funding approval on a case by case basis.

· Projects will be selected based on NOx and/or PM reduction cost effectiveness, and the completion schedule of the projects.

Project Completion Deadlines

All projects shall be completed no later than March 31, 2003.

Monitoring and Reporting

· The NOx and PM Emission Reduction Credit Program will be administered in the same manner as the Carl Moyer Program.

· Projects will be monitored to ensure that the expected emission reductions occur.

· Contractor shall submit annual reports that are due January 31, 2003, January 31, 2004, and January 31, 2005.  This shall include data as submitted for the Carl Moyer Program reporting requirement, including equipment usage location and emissions benefits.
