DEVELOPMENT AND DEMONSTRATION OF VEHICLES WITH INTERNAL COMBUSTION ENGINES USING HYDROGEN FUEL & DEVELOPMENT OF FIVE HYDROGEN FUELING STATIONS

The South Coast Air Quality Management District (AQMD) requests proposals for the following purpose according to terms and conditions attached.  In the preparation of this Request for Proposals (RFP) the words "Proposer," "Contractor," and "Consultant" are used interchangeably.

PURPOSE
There are two main scopes of this RFP, as follows:

1. Solicit competitive bids from qualified consultants/contractors for the detailed design and engineering, components and materials description, conversion timelines, costs, restrictions and 60 month maintenance services for the conversion of compressed natural gas (CNG) and gasoline fueled vehicles with internal combustion engines (ICEs) to operate using hydrogen fuel, including hybrid-electric vehicles.
2. Solicit competitive bids from qualified consultants/contractors for the design, permitting, and development of five hydrogen fueling stations in the cities of Burbank, Ontario, Riverside, Santa Ana, and Santa Monica to support the vehicle demonstration described in Objective #1.
The hydrogen fueled vehicles will be used to demonstrate the viability of hydrogen as a vehicle fuel in conjunction with hydrogen fueling stations.  The qualified contractors should be able to deliver the converted Phase I prototype six vehicles within ten months after contract execution, and the additional 24 vehicles within a 12-month period.  Additionally, the fueling stations should be fully operational within a 12-month period.

This RFP is divided into two parts:  Scope #1 and Scope #2.  Interested consultants and contractors can bid on each scope independently or on both.  For Scope #2, interested consultants can bid on individual fueling stations, all five stations or any combination of the five stations.  Consultants need to determine whether their proposals under Scope #2 would constitute a public works project, and bid accordingly.

SECTION I:
BACKGROUND/INFORMATION/SCHEDULE OF EVENTS
The high cost of fuel cell vehicles and the limited availability of those vehicles currently limit the introduction of hydrogen fueled vehicles into the commercial market.  Internal combustion engine vehicles currently operating using compressed natural gas or gasoline as fuel have the potential to be converted to operate using hydrogen as fuel.  The AQMD desires to solicit bids from proposers that can perform these conversions, thereby supporting the introduction of hydrogen fueled vehicles into the South Coast Air Basin. The AQMD plans to solicit competitive bids for the turnkey design, engineering, equipment acquisition, conversion, testing, certification, and provision of 60 months maintenance service for conversion of vehicles to hydrogen fuel.  In support of the hydrogen ICE vehicles, this solicitation also includes a component for five hydrogen fueling stations within the South Coast Air Basin.

In addition to the above, Contractor shall make provisions for interfacing with standard fueling technology and systems and providing necessary customer training and support, including all safety systems associated with hydrogen vehicle storage and maintenance facilities, as well as hydrogen fuel dispensing.  Contractors are encouraged to propose any other advanced technology features that will advance the state of the art, the usefulness or the understanding of users regarding hydrogen and hydrogen fueled vehicles.

SECTION II:

PARTICIPATION IN THE PROCUREMENT PROCESS


A.  It is the policy of the South Coast Air Quality Management District to ensure that all businesses including minority business enterprises, women business enterprises, disabled veteran business enterprises, and small businesses have a fair and equitable opportunity to compete for and participate in District contracts.


B.  Definitions:

The definition of minority or women business enterprise set forth below is included for purposes of determining compliance with the affirmative steps requirement described in Paragraph F below on procurements funded in whole or in part with EPA grant funds which involve the use of subcontractors.  The definition provided for disabled veteran business enterprise and local business are provided for purposes of determining eligibility for point or cost considerations in the evaluation process.



1.
"Minority-or-women business enterprise" as used in this policy means a business enterprise that meets all the following criteria:



a.
a business that is at least 51 percent owned by one or more minority persons or women, or in the case of any business whose stock is publicly held, at least 51 percent of the stock is owned by one or more minority persons or women.


b.
a business whose management and daily business operations are controlled by one or more minority persons or women.


c.
a business which is a sole proprietorship, corporation, or partnership with its primary headquarters office located in the United States, which is not a branch or subsidiary of a foreign corporation, foreign firm, or other foreign-based business.



2.
"Minority person" for purposes of this policy, means a Black American, Hispanic American, Native American (including American Indian, Eskimo, Aleut, and Native Hawaiian), Asian-Indian American (including a person whose origins are from India, Pakistan, and Bangladesh), Asian-Pacific American (including a person whose origins are from Japan, China, the Philippines, Vietnam, Korea, Samoa, Guam, the United States Trust Territories of the Pacific, Northern Marianas, Laos, Cambodia, and Taiwan).



3.
"Disabled veteran" as used in this policy is a United States military, naval, or air service veteran with at least 10 percent service-connected disability who is a resident of California.



4.
"Disabled veteran business enterprise" as used in this policy means a business enterprise that meets all of the following criteria:


a.
is a sole proprietorship or partnership of which is at least 51 percent owned by one or more disabled veterans or, in the case of a publicly owned business, at least 51 percent of its stock is owned by one or more disabled veterans; a subsidiary which is wholly owned by a parent corporation but only if at least 51 percent of the voting stock of the parent corporation is owned by one or more disabled veterans; or a joint venture in which at least 51 percent of the joint venture's management and control and earnings are held by one or more disabled veterans.


b.
the management and control of the daily business operations are by one or more disabled veterans.  The disabled veterans who exercise management and control are not required to be the same disabled veterans as the owners of the business.


c.
is a sole proprietorship, corporation, or partnership with its primary headquarters office located in the United States, which is not a branch or subsidiary of a foreign corporation, firm, or other foreign-based business.



5.
"Local business" as used in the Procurement Policy and Procedure means a company that has an on-going business within the boundaries of the South Coast AQMD at the time of bid application and performs 90% of the work related to the contract within the boundaries of the AQMD and satisfies the requirements of Paragraph H below.

6. “Small business” as used in this policy means a business that meets the following criteria:

a. 1) an independently owned and operated business; 2) not dominant in its field of



operation; 3) together with affiliates is either:

· A service, construction, or non-manufacturer with 100 or fewer employees, and average annual gross receipts of ten million dollars ($10,000,000) or less over the previous three years, or

· A manufacturer with 100 or fewer employees.

b. Manufacturer means a business that is both of the following:

1) Primarily engaged in the chemical or mechanical transformation of raw materials or processed substances into new products.

2) Classified between Codes 2000 to 3999, inclusive, of the Standard Industrial Classification (SIC) Manual published by the United States Office of Management and Budget, 1987 edition.

7.  "Joint ventures" as defined in this policy pertaining to certification means that one party to the joint venture is a DVBE and owns at least 51 percent of the joint venture.

C.
Under Request for Quotations, DVBEs, DVBE joint ventures, small businesses, and small business joint ventures shall be granted a preference in an amount equal to 5% of the lowest cost responsive bid.  Local businesses (if the procurement is not funded in whole or in part by EPA grant funds) shall be granted a preference in an amount equal to 2% of the lowest cost responsive bid.

D.
Under Request for Proposals, DVBEs, DVBE joint ventures, small businesses, and small business joint ventures shall be awarded ten (10) points in the evaluation process.  A non-DVBE or large business shall receive seven (7) points for subcontracting at least twenty-five (25%) of the total contract value to a DVBE and/or small business.  On procurements which are not funded in whole or in part by EPA grant funds local businesses shall receive five (5) points.

E.
AQMD will ensure that discrimination in the award and performance of contracts does not occur on the basis of race, color, sex, national origin, marital status, sexual preference, creed, ancestry, medical condition, or retaliation for having filed a discrimination complaint in the performance of AQMD contractual obligations.

F
When contracts are funded in whole or in part by EPA grant funds and if subcontracts are to be let, the Contractor must comply with the following, evidencing a good faith effort to solicit minority and women owned enterprises.  Contractor shall submit a certification signed by an authorized official affirming compliance with the steps below at the time of proposal submission.  The AQMD reserves the right to request documentation demonstrating compliance with these steps prior to contract execution.


1.
Place qualified small and minority businesses and women’s business enterprises on solicitation lists;


2.
Assure that small and minority businesses, and women’s business enterprises are solicited whenever they are potential sources including advertising at least ten days in advance of the bid in a variety of media directed to minority-and women-owned business audiences;


3.
Divide total requirements, when economically feasible, into smaller tasks or quantities to permit maximum participation by small and minority business, and women’s business enterprises;


4.
Establish delivery schedules, where requirements permit, which encourage participation by small 
and minority business, and women’s business enterprises; and


5.
Use the services and assistance of the Small Business Administration and the Minority Business Development Agency of the Department of Commerce.

G.
To the extent that any conflict exists between this policy and any requirements imposed by federal and state law relating to participation in a contract by a certified MBE/WBE/DVBE as a condition of receipt of federal or state funds, the federal or state requirements shall prevail.

H.
When contracts are not funded in whole or in part by EPA grant funds, a local business preference will be awarded.  For such contracts that involve the purchase of commercial off-the-shelf products, local business preference will be given to suppliers or distributors of commercial off-the-shelf products who maintain an on-going business within the geographical boundaries of the AQMD.  However, if the subject matter of the RFP or RFQ calls for the fabrication or manufacture of custom products, only companies performing 90% of the manufacturing or fabrication effort within the geographical boundaries of the AQMD shall be entitled to the local business preference.

I. In compliance with federal fair share requirements set forth in 40 CFR 35.6580, the AQMD shall establish a fair share goal annually for expenditures covered by its procurement policy.

SECTION III:
WORK STATEMENT/SCHEDULE OF DELIVERABLES/TENTATIVE TIMELINE

A. GENERAL SCOPE OF WORK No. 1 – Hydrogen ICE Vehicle Conversions

The Contractor will be entirely responsible for the turnkey conversion of the vehicles to hydrogen fuel, performing all necessary engineering, safety testing, interface with licensing agencies and other preparation for eventual certification of the produced vehicles based on the performance specifications, in-use conditions, and scoping documents listed herein.  It is anticipated that the hydrogen fuel will be stored on the vehicle as compressed gas (5,000 psi).  However, alternative storage systems will also be considered.  The goal of the converted vehicles is to meet CARB’s SULEV performance requirements, based on actual emissions test.  The conversion components will consist of all fuel tanks, valves tubing, monitoring equipment, metering and indicators, fuel delivery systems, engine components and fueling interfaces to allow the vehicle to safely and efficiently operate using hydrogen.  The proposal must also include all system integration, component and system testing and safety certification required to produce a safe, road-worthy vehicle.  It is anticipated that six prototype vehicles (Phase I) will be developed on an expedited schedule and be delivered within 10 months of contract execution, with an additional 24 vehicles within a 12 month period, after the prototype demonstration and acceptance.

Proposers for the hydrogen ICE conversion portion shall discuss the following project tasks and associated deliverables in the Technical Proposal.
1.0 Vehicle assessment, conversion planning, and design development documents

2.0 Detailed engineering drawings and specifications

3.0 Equipment specification and acquisition

4.0 Safety evaluation and certification

5.0 Vehicle modification and installation of hydrogen components

6.0 Emission certification to SULEV standards

7.0 Final Inspection, startup and acceptance testing of six prototypes

8.0 Final acceptance testing of 24 vehicles

9.0 60-month maintenance services.

B. GENERAL SCOPE OF WORK No. 1 – Hydrogen Fueling Stations
The hydrogen can be generated on-site (e.g., reforming, electrolysis) or delivered in liquid or gaseous form from off-site production, including renewable resources.  Offsite hydrogen production with renewable resources may include using electricity from the grid a long as it is validated as green-power.  Each station must have a daily capacity to fuel up to ten hydrogen vehicles and be capable of fueling at 5,000 psi and interfacing with current on-board hydrogen storage systems.  The station design shall incorporate the possibility of expansion of the station to fuel up to 20 vehicles per day.  The proposal must include city/state permitting requirements, as well as a checklist of activities required to prepare the site for operations and a schedule including planning (e.g., CEQA), permitting design, construction, testing, and facility operations.  A discussion of applicable and/or anticipated codes and standards for the fueling stations should also be included, as well as a safety plan to include hydrogen detection and other best practices.  It is anticipated that the stations shall be fully operational within 12-months after contract execution.  The proposers should include all costs, including site engineering or installation of all electrical, mechanical, or civil infrastructure costs.  Consideration for expansion of existing alternative fuel stations should be made.
The following is a footprint of an approximate site and configuration needed for the fueling station:

Proposers for the hydrogen fueling station portion shall discuss the following project tasks and associated deliverables in the Technical Proposal.
1.0 Develop & Complete Design Criteria, including performance, regulatory (permitting-CEQA and safety), and feature specifications for stations that can provide fueling for up to 10 light duty hydrogen vehicles, with possibility of expansion to fuel up to 20 vehicles per day.

2.0 Prepare site for operation and develop a detailed schedule

3.0 Detailed engineering drawings and specifications

4.0 Equipment specification and acquisition of all necessary permits

5.0 Construct the stations based on approved design

6.0 Perform test procedures to validate the performance and safety characteristics of the station

7.0 Develop a detailed leak detection plan, operation & maintenance plan, and training manual.

8.0 Final Inspection, startup and acceptance testing

9.0 60-month maintenance services.

The cities may choose to obtain oversight management services for the fueling stations at the city’s expense.

SCHEDULE OF DELIVERABLES

Successful bidders, following contract execution with AQMD, are expected- at minimum-to supply the following deliverables:

1.
Monthly status report via conference call.  Quarterly written progress reports, which summarize and analyze project results, achievement of milestones, preliminary findings, and recommendations for completion of the project.  These reports should accompany any invoices billed to AQMD.

2.
Quarterly progress meetings, which may take place in person or via conference call.

3.
Final report, including an executive summary; which fully describes the accomplishments in achieving the goals of the project.  This report shall include information on each task of the project.  The report shall include a complete evaluation of the success and any limitations of the prototype cars, and a discussion of future actions to be considered to enhance the prototype or resolve the problematic areas.  A draft final report must be submitted to the AQMD for review and comment at least 60 days prior to submission of the final report. 

4.
A set of 5-inch by 7-inch color photographs, 35 mm color slides or digital pictures, documenting all stages of the project.
5. All training, performance, specification manuals, schematics, operator's manual, maintenance manual, and troubleshooting manual.

6. For Scope #1, six prototype hydrogen fuel vehicles within 10 months of contract initiation date, 24 additional vehicles within a 12-months period, and 60-months of maintenance for the vehicles.  For Scope#2, five hydrogen stations with a 12-months period.

7. Two-page summary of project to be included in the Annual Report.

SECTION IV:
REQUIRED QUALIFICATIONS
A.
Persons or firms or joint venture contractor firms proposing to bid on Scope #1 of this proposal must be qualified and experienced in designing, engineering, testing, evaluating, modifying, converting, and maintaining hydrogen fueled vehicles.  Persons or firms or joint venture contractor firms proposing to bid on Scope #2 of this proposal must be qualified and experienced in designing, planning, engineering, constructing, testing, evaluating, and maintaining hydrogen or natural gas fueling stations.

B.
Proposer must submit the following:


1.
Resumes or similar statement of qualifications of project manager and list of subcontractors


2.
List of representative clients and hydrogen or other gaseous fuel projects designed and built over the last 5 years..


3.
Summary of other relevant experience and training that demonstrates ability.


4.
Examples of completed relevant projects with specifications and permission for the SCAQMD to inspect the completed project and talk to the owners or users.  

SECTION V:
PROPOSAL SUBMITTAL REQUIREMENTS
Submitted proposals must follow the format outlined below and all requested information must be supplied.  Failure to submit proposals in the required format will result in elimination from proposal evaluation.  PROPOPERS MUST SUBMIT A SEPARATE TECHNICAL AND COST VOLUME FOR EACH SCOPE OF WORK IDENTIFIED IN THE RFP.

Each proposal must be submitted in three separate volumes:

· Volume I - Technical Proposal

· Volume II - Cost Proposal

· Volume III - Certifications and Representations included in Attachment A to this RFP have been executed by an authorized official of the Contractor.

A separate cover letter including the name, address, and telephone number of the contractor, and signed by the person or persons authorized to represent the firm should accompany the proposal submission. Firm contact information as follows should also be included in the cover letter:

A separate Table of Contents should be provided for Volumes I and II.

VOLUME  I - TECHNICAL PROPOSAL
Summary (Section A) - State overall approach to meeting the objectives and satisfying the scope of work to be performed, the sequence of activities, and a description of methodology or techniques to be used.  

Program Schedule (Section B) - Provide projected milestones or benchmarks schedule

Project Organization (Section C) - Describe the proposed management structure, program monitoring procedures, and organization of the proposed team.

Qualifications (Section D) - Describe the technical capabilities of the firm.  Provide references of other similar work performed during the last five years demonstrating ability to successfully complete the project.  Include contact name, title, and telephone number for any references listed.  Provide a statement of your firm's background and experience in performing similar projects for other governmental organizations.

Assigned Personnel (Section E) - Provide the following information on the staff to be assigned to this project:

1. List all key personnel assigned to the project by level and name.  Provide a resume or similar statement of the qualifications of the lead person. project.  Substitution of project manager or lead personnel will not be permitted without prior written approval of AQMD..
2.
Provide a statement indicating whether or not 90% of the work will be performed within the geographical boundaries of the AQMD.

Subcontractors (Section F) - This project may require expertise in multiple technical areas.  List any subcontractors that may be used and the work to be performed by them.  

Conflict of Interest (Section G) - Address possible conflicts of interest with other clients affected by actions performed by the firm on behalf of AQMD.  Although the proposer will not be automatically disqualified by reason of work performed for such firms, AQMD reserves the right to consider the nature and extent of such work in evaluating the proposal. Additional Data (Section H) - Provide other essential data that may assist in the evaluation of this proposal.

VOLUME  II - COST PROPOSAL
Name and Address - The Cost Proposal must list the name and complete address of the proposer in the upper, left-hand corner.
Cost Proposal - This is a Firm Fixed Price contract.  Cost information must be provided as listed below for each task/deliverable set forth in the Statement of Work.  An overall project summary broken down by the cost elements below must also be provided.

1.
Detail must be provided by the following categories:


A  Labor - List the total number of hours and the hourly billing rate for each level of professional staff.  A breakdown of the proposed billing rates must identify: the direct labor rate, overhead rate and amount, fringe benefit rate and amount, General and Administrative rate and amount, and proposed profit or fee.  Provide a basis of estimate justifying the proposed labor hours and proposed labor mix.


B.
Subcontractor Costs - List subcontractor costs and identify subcontractors by name.  Itemize subcontractor charges per hour or per day. 


C.
Travel Costs - Indicate amount of travel cost and basis of estimate to include trip destination, purpose of trip, length of trip, airline fare or mileage expense, per diem costs, lodging and car rental. 


D.  Other Direct Costs -This category may include such items as postage and mailing expense, printing and reproduction costs, etc.  Provide a basis of estimate for these costs.  

E.  Cost Share – Include a matrix identifying other sources of funding that will be applied to this project to supplement AQMD funding.  Include firm letters of commitment from authorized officials for each funding source proposed.

F.  Non-Recurring/Recurring Cost Breakdown – Include a table identifying

non-recurring or production start-up costs and recurring costs for the first 5 prototype vehicles .

G.  Unit Price Per Vehicle  - Provide a unit price for the first 6 prototype


vehicles and a unit price for the next 24 vehicles.  

H.  Commercial Off-the-Shelf (COTS) Equipment Prices  - Prices proposed
for commercially available off-the-shelf equipment must be substantiated by catalog pricing or a price list.

I.  Maintenance Costs – Include a description of warranties provided and 

the basis for the routine/preventative, and unscheduled maintenance costs proposed.
VOLUME III - CERTIFICATIONS AND REPRESENTATIONS (see Attachment A to this RFP)

PROPOSAL SUBMISSION

All proposals must be submitted according to specifications set forth in the section above.  Failure to adhere to these specifications may be cause for rejection of proposal.

Signature - All proposals should be signed by an authorized representative of the proposer.

Due Date - The proposer shall submit eight (8) complete copies of the proposal in a sealed envelope, plainly marked in the upper left-hand corner with the name and address of the proposer and the words "Request for Proposals #P2004-01."  All proposals are due no later than 5:00 PM on September 16,  2003, and should be directed to:

Late bids/proposals will not be accepted.  Bids that are faxed or e-mailed will not be accepted. Any correction or resubmission done by the proposer will not extend the submittal due date.

Grounds for Rejection - A proposal may be immediately rejected if:


o
It is received at any time after the exact date and time set for receipt of proposals.


o
It is not prepared in the format described, or


o
It is signed by an individual not authorized to represent the firm.

Disposition of Proposals - AQMD reserves the right to reject any or all proposals.  All responses become the property of AQMD.  One copy of the proposal shall be retained for AQMD files.  Additional copies and materials will be returned only if requested and at the proposer's expense.

Modification or Withdrawal -  Once submitted, proposals cannot be altered without the prior written consent of AQMD.  All proposals shall constitute firm offers and may not be withdrawn for a period of ninety (90) days following the last day to accept proposals.

SECTION VI:
PROPOSAL EVALUATION/CONTRACTOR SELECTION CRITERIA 

A. Proposals will be evaluated by a panel of three to five individuals familiar with the subject matter of the project.  The panel shall be appointed by the Executive Officer or his designee.  In addition, the evaluation panel may include such outside public sector or academic community expertise as deemed desirable by the Executive Officer. The panel will make a recommendation to the Executive Officer and/or the Governing Board of the AQMD for final selection of a contractor and negotiation of a contract.  

B. Each member of the evaluation panel shall be accorded equal weight in his or her rating of proposals.  The evaluation panel members shall evaluate the proposals according to the specified criteria and numerical weightings set forth below.

PARTIES - The parties to this Contract are the South Coast Air Quality Management District (referred to here as "AQMD") whose address is 21865 E. Copley Drive, Diamond Bar, CA 91765, and *** (referred to here as "CONTRACTOR") whose address is ***.

2.
RECITALS 


A.
AQMD is the local agency with primary responsibility for regulating stationary source air pollution in the South Coast Air Basin in the State of California.  AQMD is authorized to enter into this Contract under California Health and Safety Code Section 40489.  AQMD desires to contract with CONTRACTOR for services described in Attachment 1 - Work Statement, attached here and made a part here by this reference.  CONTRACTOR warrants that it is well-qualified and has the experience to provide such services on the terms set forth here.


B.
CONTRACTOR is authorized to do business in the State of California and attests that it is in good tax standing with the California Franchise Tax Board.


C.
All parties to this Contract have had the opportunity to have this contract reviewed by their attorney.


D.
CONTRACTOR agrees to obtain the required licenses, permits, and all other appropriate legal authorizations from all applicable federal, state and local jurisdictions and pay all applicable fees.

3.
