He expressed the City’s commitment to alternate fuels and interest in participating in a hydrogen demonstration project; and requested that the Board table the item until a commitment is made to discuss the City’s participation. Dr. Wallerstein confirmed that he informed the City Manager that while the Board is moving forward with the four items, the Board letter denotes that funding is available for a fifth city, and the City Manager agreed to have the matter discussed at the City Council meeting in September.

The following individuals addressed the Board to comment on Item        No. 10.



RICK FEINSTEIN, Colton Joint Unified School District

Expressed support for CNG school buses and particulate traps, and thanked staff for listening to their concerns and working to enhance the program.



RICK BENFIELD, Tumbleweed Transportation

Opposed cost sharing for private contractors; and requested that the proposal be modified to fund small companies within the AQMD region at 100 percent of the cost, as originally proposed in the program announcement. 
In response to Dr. Burke’s question, Chung Liu, DEO of Science & Technology Advancement, noted that the five contractors who submitted applications agreed to a 25 percent cost sharing; that school buses would be funded at 100 percent; and that all program announcements indicate that the Board has the discretion to fund any or none of the programs.   
In response to Dr. Burke’s concern with Mr. Benfield’s comment that the program announcement was changed, Dr. Wallerstein recommended that Item No. 10 be continued to the September 3, 2004 Board meeting. 
Dr. Burke continued Item No. 10 to the September 3, 2004 Board meeting, and directed staff to advise the Board members as to whether the original program announcement was advertised as full or partial funding.

PUBLIC HEARINGS

33.
Adopt Proposed Rule 1127 - Emission Reductions from Livestock Waste

Julia Lester, Program Supervisor of Planning, Rule Development, and Area Sources, gave the staff report.    
Mr. Yates commended Dr. Lester and her staff for the work performed on Proposed Rule 1127 and for working with the dairy industry.
The public hearing was opened, and the Board heard testimony from the following individuals.
MARTIN SCHLAGETER, Coalition for Clean Air

Suggested that the Board direct staff to: continue to identify and solicit funding to subsidize digesters; support legislation remedies and incentives; and develop demonstration projects.  (Submitted written comments)


RANDY MOUW, Western United Dairymen Association & Misty Morning Dairy

Opposed the requirement of removing manure four times a year, and requested, if Proposed Rule 1127 is approved, that staff consult the dairy industry and report back to the Board in one year on the effects that Proposed Rule 1127 has had on the dairy industry.  Noted that complying with many of the requirements, such as those pertaining to the weather and haulers, are out of his control, and that the information being used is based on inaccurate reporting from a 1938 study.  (Submitted written comments)

In response to questions and concerns raised by Board Members,          Dr. Lester, Laki Tisopulos, Assistant DEO of Planning, Rule Development, and Area Sources, and Dr. Wallerstein made the following clarifications. 

· Staff recognizes that there will be additional costs if the manure is wet, and the Rule provides an exemption provision if the manure is more than 50 percent wet.  The additional cost is the cost of the Rule as opposed to imposing higher capital costs for on-dairy controls.   
· The window for stockpile removal was widened to address the field being available for spreading; and staff believes Proposed        Rule 1127 opens up additional options, such as alternative manure composting.

· Staff will provide a report in one year on the implementation issues, at which time staff will have a better idea of what is happening in the field and the water quality regulations will be completed.

· The dairy men, as well as the haulers, were included in the working group, and their input was used to formulate Proposed Rule 1127.  Staff believes the Rule is workable based on the full input received from all parties.
· The Proposed Rule has been in the AQMP since 1994; and, in response to dairy concerns, a study on ammonia and VOC emissions was conducted.  Ammonia leads to increased aerosol particulates and 2006 is the attainment date to achieve PM10 standards.
· Particulate levels immediately downwind of the dairies are amongst the highest in the nation for PM2.5.

· The 1938 study and the emissions work being done in the central valley is for VOC emissions, not ammonia emissions. The VOC emissions are being reviewed and updated.


NATHAN de BOOM, Milk Producers Council

Noted that the dairy industry hopes to double the capacity of digesters to allow more dairy participation; are working with the Inland Empire on an alternative composting pilot project; will work with staff on the implementation     of streamlined record keeping and reporting; supports the continuance of credits    for the dairy industry; and are concerned with the effects that implementation     of Proposed Rule 1127 will have on future developments in the basin.  Confirmed that 35 dairies exited and 38,000 cows were lost in 2003, and the same numbers are expected in 2004 and 2005 in the Riverside and Chino area. 

Mr. Yates noted that it would be a huge loss for the dairy economy.         He commended the Milk Producers Council for working hand in hand with staff, and urged the District to participate in the cofunding of the new biodigesters. 

Ms. Verdugo-Peralta noted the importance of reviewing and supporting the digester process, which will bring revenue to the dairy owners and cities and add energy to the grid; and she directed staff to review the digester situation. 

There being no further public testimony on this item, the public hearing was closed.

ON MOTION OF MS. CARNEY, SECONDED BY                 MR. CRAYCRAFT, AND UNANIMOUSLY CARRIED (Absent:                                 Silva), THE BOARD ADOPTED RESOLUTION NO. 04-24, ADOPTING RULE 1127 AND CERTIFYING THE CEQA FINAL ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENT, AS RECOMMENDED BY STAFF.
OTHER BUSINESS
34.
Petitions by Communities for a Better Environment and Carlos Valdez, Southern California Pipe Trades District Council 16, and United Association of Journeymen and Apprentices of the Plumbing and Pipefitting Industry of the United States  and Canada, Local 250 for Regulation XII Hearing on ConocoPhillips Company's Permit Application for Los Angeles Refinery Ultra Low Sulfur Diesel Project


District Counsel Barbara Baird noted that, pursuant to Regulation XII, any person may request a hearing before the Board on a pending permit. Two petitions to request hearings are before the Board, and the holding of the hearing is discretionary with the Board.  She outlined the procedures if the Board decides to hold a hearing. 


In response to questions and concerns raised by Board Members,        Ms. Baird, District Prosecutor Peter Mieras, and Dr. Wallerstein made the following clarifications.

· The petitioners have filed suit against the District, and if the Board hears the item there would be nothing to preclude the petitioners from continuing to sue if they do not like the decision made by the District.  
· It is staff’s position that given the matter is in court to resolve the issue, there is no purpose of having a proceeding before the Board.
· What is before the Board at this time is to decide whether to have a hearing. The Board will listen to the arguments made by the petitioners, and make its decision.   

The following individuals addressed the Board to comment on Item       No. 34.
RICHARD DRURY, representing petitioners Carlos Valdez, Salvador Guererro, District Council Pipe Trades 16, and Steamfitters & Pipefitters Local 250______                                                   
Expressed support for ConocoPhillips creating low sulfur diesel fuel; however, believes an environmental impact report (EIR) should be prepared in order to minimize to the maximum extent possible the impact the increased emissions will have on the Wilmington community.  
Noted that the District does not provide an administrative appeals process for CEQA disputes, and the Hearing Board does not have jurisdiction to hear CEQA issues, which leaves the Governing Board as the only body for an internal appeal.  Spoke of the importance of keeping the District out of litigation and of the democratic values in society that the Executive Officer not be allowed unfettered discretion to make decisions on the issuance of the permit. 

Presented a slide chart on the emissions from the ConocoPhillips project. Expressed belief that an EIR report should have been prepared because emissions are higher than the threshold, and mitigation measures to reduce the impact must be implemented.  Staff did not prepare an EIR, and declared in the final negative declaration that the real CEQA threshold was 8,373 pounds per day.  This allows ConocoPhillips to increase emissions by 5,000 per day before having to do an EIR, while a “mom and pop” business that increases their emissions over 55 pounds a day must do an EIR.  (Submitted copies of comparison chart)

SCOTT KUHN, Communities for a Better Environment (CBE)
Noted that the matter is in court because the District approved the negative declaration, and there is a 30-day statute of limitations.  He urged the Board to exercise its discretion to control staff from changing the rules and to resolve the matter through an administrative process.     

JOCELYN THOMPSON, representing ConocoPhillips


Noted that ConocoPhillips filed a response to the two petitions, and she urged the Board to reject the request for a Regulation XII hearing.                    She requested that any briefs, letters, or other materials filed by the Unions     and CBE less than five days before today’s meeting be rejected by the Clerk       and stricken from the record without being considered by the Board, as the documents were not filed in a timely manner pursuant to Regulation XII.


In response to questions and concerns raised by Board Members,        Ms.  Baird and Dr. Wallerstein made the following clarifications.


· Regulation XII provides that any party may file a document up to five days before the Board’s consideration of the matter, and authorizes the rejection of pleadings that are inconsistent with the rule. The documents were not rejected because it was not clear as to whether the Clerk should make that decision or if the Board should make the decision. 
· After consultation with District Counsel, in the spirit of the Board policies of open information, and so as not to appear that there was an attempt to exclude materials from the Board on this issue, the decision of the Executive Officer was to submit the materials to the Board.

· The decision by the Executive Officer to issue the negative declaration is the subject of the lawsuit.  The petitioners would not likely prevail in court as to a decision by the Board to not hold a hearing on the issuance of the permit.  
· The statutory public process for CEQA was followed and final determination was made through the standard process.                  An extensive public process was conducted and extensive answers to the issues made by the plaintiffs were provided.         
· The project was analyzed, and examined by District Counsel to ensure it had been conducted according to CEQA statutes. Staff reviewed the project with the Executive Officer, and a determination according to CEQA and Board policies was made by the Executive Officer. 
· The Executive Officer has the authority to make the decision regarding a negative declaration.  If the Board grants a hearing, the Board would be the decision maker for CEQA and the permit.   

· CEQA provides if there is a fair argument supported by scientific evidence that there is a significant adverse environmental impact, then an EIR should be required.  In this case, the evidence that argued in favor of having an EIR was based on erroneous assumptions, not upon fact to constitute substantial evidence supporting an EIR; and there are no bases for changing the document from a negative declaration to an EIR.      

· Staff shares the Board’s and Plaintiff’s concerns regarding Wilmington. Significant resources were spent carefully going        over the emissions calculation, and it is staff’s belief that the    impacts were correctly analyzed and are well below the District’s thresholds.  
Dr. Wallerstein noted that the petitioners were late in the submittal of certain documents; and those documents will be rejected by the Clerk and returned to the petitioners.
Ms. Thompson noted that discussions regarding the CEQA significance threshold are misleading, and that the refinery can increase emissions by 8,000 pounds a day without an EIR is a mischaracterization.  The increase of pollutants will be minor.  There is not a NOx or ozone problem for the community of Wilmington because of this project, and ConocoPhillips agrees that a Regulation XII hearing is not warranted.  
District Prosecutor Peter Mieras presented the District’s argument on this matter.  He noted it is a small, environmentally beneficial project that will not increase diesel production or crude throughput at the refinery.  The issue is whether the Executive Officer, the authorized CEQA decision maker, made the correct decision in certifying a negative declaration as opposed to an EIR.  The project will not come close to any significant increase in emissions while being constructed nor operated.  The operation of all the equipment associated with this project will comply with all existing limits.  The District did not create a new NOx significant standard.  The 55 standard pounds adopted by the Board was used, and the “new” standard referred to by the petitioners is the base line level of emissions calculated by the District.  
Ms. Verdugo-Peralta noted her concern to respond to the communities who have been impacted for long periods of time and because of the cumulative effects occurring in these areas.  She commended ConocoPhillips for putting forth a project that will have low-sulfur diesel; however, the Board must give Wilmington their due diligence by listening to the community. 
Mr. Craycraft noted that the Board has given the community due diligence in this process, staff goes to great lengths to address the issues by communities affected by the District’s rules, and nothing has occurred in the process that is an exception to what has been done or how other people have been treated throughout the basin.  

Mr. Yates noted his complete agreement with Ms. Verdugo-Peralta’s comments; however, because the matter is in the courts, that is where it ultimately will be decided.  
MR. CRAYCRAFT MOVED TO DENY THE PETITIONS FOR  A HEARING ON CONOCOPHILLIPS ULTRA LOW SULFUR DIESEL PERMIT TO CONSTRUCT, AS RECOMMENDED    BY STAFF,  AND TO REQUEST THAT  STAFF CONTINUE TO BE SENSITIVE TO THE NEEDS OF THE WILMINGTON COMMUNITY.
