Reaffirm Board’s Previous Action to Relinquish Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD) Analysis Back to Federal Government and Render Regulation XVII Inactive Unless Facility/Permit-Specific Action Receives 

New Delegation from U.S. EPA

District Counsel Kurt Wiese noted staff requests that the Board clarify  any confusion as to the status of Regulation XVII by reaffirming that (a) the Board’s intent in adopting Regulation XVII was that the Regulation would       only be in effect when the District has an effective delegation from EPA; (b) the Board’s action on February 27, 2003, authorizing the Executive Officer, upon  the anticipated withdrawal of the EPA delegation, not to request any further delegation and to allow the EPA to terminate the AQMD’s PSD delegation agreement and for EPA to become the permitting agency for PSD sources in  the AQMD, remains in full force and effect; and (c) as of March 3, 2003, Regulation XVII was rendered inactive and unenforceable by the AQMD. 
This action was requested because the Hearing Board had indicated they might consider an appeal by the Pipefitters and Communities for a Better Environment (CBE) to find the issuance of permits invalid for ConocoPhillips’ refinery to proceed with an ultra-low sulfur diesel project because it did not go through PSD analysis. It was staff’s belief that if the Hearing Board agrees with the Pipefitters and CBE, sources would have to submit PSD applications to the AQMD and EPA, and there would be possible inconsistent determinations and rulings. Therefore, staff requested that the Board clarify to the Hearing Board that it intended PSD to no longer remain active when the EPA revoked             its delegation of PSD authority, and as a result the regulation is no longer in force.     


In response to Ms. Carney’s questions, Barbara Baird, Principal Deputy District Counsel, noted that the EPA indicated in a letter to ConocoPhillips     that the PSD was reviewed and determined not to apply to this project. It is staff’s determination that the PSD rule that was in effect would not have applied to this permit action because no modifications were being made to any equipment that emitted PSD pollutants and there is no derogation of air quality as a result of the AQMD no longer enforcing the PSD rule.  


Noting Ms. Carney’s and Ms. Verdugo-Peralta’s concern regarding       the intent of SB 288 and EPA weakening AQMD’s authority, Dr. Wallerstein noted that legal findings would need to be made and the appropriate legal process followed if the Board wished to develop a new regulation that would enforce the standards at the same stringent level as they had been in the PSD rule.  

Ms. Verdugo-Peralta noted that the communities are concerned that the District is going to relax how permitting is being approached and the way companies are asked to come into compliance. She noted her concern of the huge gap between how the community groups and staff view and understand this matter, and with the lack of time to meet and discuss the issue with the affected communities.      

Dr. Wallerstein noted that staff is in favor of bringing to the Board a proposal. However, staff objects to the attempts being made to gain an advantage in a permitting issue by people stating that Regulation XVII is being rescinded and SB 288 is being violated. He further noted that he had initialed the final language of SB 288, represented the Board’s support for SB 288, and that he spoke to the Chief Legislative staffer who worked on SB 288, who agreed and conferred with Catherine Witherspoon of ARB that the AQMD did not violate SB 288 when EPA revoked the PSD delegation. 
In response to Mr. Yates’ question of how SB 288 is being tied to PSD, Dr. Wallerstein noted that the argument is by those opposed to staff’s position that when the delegation was removed the AQMD could no longer implement that regulation. The EPA is willing to let AQMD implement its version of the regulation on this power plant project to expedite the permits, and has given AQMD a facility-specific delegation. The AQMD is compelled to implement the rule in spite of the fact that it is just administratively handling an EPA Federal permit.    

In response to Mr. Yates’ and Ms. Verdugo-Peralta’s concern regarding the Hearing Board’s understanding of Regulation XVII and it not adhering to the Board’s decisions, Dr. Wallerstein noted staff’s surprise at the Hearing Board’s initial indications, and that, hopefully, upon the Governing Board reaffirming its previous action, the Hearing Board does what is appropriate. However, if the matter does not result in an outcome that is reflective of the Board’s direction, staff would discuss other legal opinions to contest the decision.

· Expressed opposition to rendering Regulation XVII inactive, removing or changing Regulation XVII, and rescinding the PSD rule.

· Argued that staff’s recommendation violates SB 288, that AQMD must comply with CEQA by requiring an EIR before deactivating Regulation XVII, that PSD facilities are the largest and most toxic polluting facilities in the basin, that the purpose of AQMD is to allow for the most stringent regulations that will protect the public’s health, and that if AQMD allows the US EPA to write all PSD permits it would cause wide ranging implications. 

· Suggested that Regulation XVII should be strengthened, additional toxic chemicals added to the regulation, and industry should be encouraged to upgrade its equipment and utilize the best control technology that is available. 

· Noted that the AQMD violated an environmental justice principle by not providing information to the community in a timely manner, and by not advising community leaders and environmental justice representatives about the item until three days prior to the meeting. 
· Expressed concern that deactivating Regulation XVII for the ConocoPhillips project would result in additional air pollution for the Wilmington community of over 500 lbs of NOx per day, as well as exposure to toxic chemicals and poisons; and that the expansion is in close proximity to surrounding schools.   

· Dr. Lyou submitted suggested language to amend Rule 1701(b) by striking out the phrase “effective upon delegation by EPA”, noting the Board’s action to render Regulation XVII inactive would not help the severely impacted and targeted communities, and may have adverse environmental justice implications.   

· Requested that the matter be delayed for one month, that a public workshop be held in Wilmington to allow public participation, and that the Board take into consideration the letter from Assembly Member Ira Ruski and Senator Alan Lowenthal, requesting that the matter be delayed.

· Expressed support for staff’s recommendation to reaffirm the Governing Board’s action, noting that the EPA’s withdrawal from the PSD program rendered Regulation XVII ineffective, and the program must now be administered by the EPA.    
· Noted that there are no gaps in the regulations, and that AQMD’s Regulation XIII is much more stringent than PSD or federal new source review, as it requires BACT, which covers NOx, SOx, particulate matter, which protects the public.  
Written Comments Submitted by:
Senator Alan Lowenthal and Assembly Member Ira Ruski, California Legislature 

Vice Chairman Wilson noted that the Board is being asked to continue the matter; however, staff’s recommendation is to only reaffirm the action it took in 2003, and the Board is not eliminating Regulation XVII or the PSD policy. He suggested that staff come back to the Board with either existing regulations or a new rule that would address the concerns that have been raised by the community. 

Dr. Wallerstein responded to public comments as follows:     

· The PSD and Regulation XVII are not being modified, nor a single word in the rules changed. Neither staff nor the Board has ever stated that the AQMD is in favor of rolling back clean air requirements.

· Staff firmly disagrees with the Pipefitters Union’s argument that equipment other than the equipment for which the permits are being issued may see greater usage and, therefore, must be controlled. The permits allow the equipment to be potentially used more and are well under the permit limits.  

· With regard to the item not going to the working group, the item was brought to the Board so quickly because of the Hearing Board’s action and the potential for them to take up the item on the 13th, 14th, 20th, 26th, 27th, or 28th of April, all before the next Governing Board meeting on May 6, 2005.  
· On the issue of toxics, the AQMD implements other federal toxic programs, i.e. new source performance standards and Rule 1402; and anytime a permit is issued, a CEQA analysis is conducted for air toxic impacts.     


Dr. Wallerstein recommended that the Board proceed with the action proposed, and that staff be directed to discuss at the next Stationary Source Committee meeting the creation of a program that would enhance Regulation XVII and determine if theoretical or perceived gaps are being missed.     


Ms. Carney and Mr. Yates reconfirmed that all the Board is being asked to do is reaffirm the action that took place in 2003 and that AQMD has the toughest and most stringent rules to protect the public.


Ms. Carney and Ms. Verdugo-Peralta noted they were in favor of an item going to the Stationary Source Committee due to the mandates of SB 288 and ongoing issues with refinery expansions, and to also determine whether or not there is a need to bring forth a rule that will prevent significant deterioration as to attainment pollutants.      

Mr. Yates and Ms. Verdugo-Peralta noted their disappointment with the mischaracterization and misinterpretation being presented and provided to the public, noting the importance of those who represent the communities to educate the people so they understand the issues. 


Ms. Verdugo-Peralta expressed her agreement that environmental justice issues, especially in the Wilmington area, are enormous; and she stressed the importance for the Board to hear comments from the public, local government, and small business community. She noted that the Board has been very strong in bringing forth rules and regulations that protect the public’s health and the health of those who suffer from respiratory aliments.

Noting that the employee’s current salary and benefits package should not be reduced to close budget shortfalls, urged the Board to appropriate a sufficient amount of the BP Arco Settlement Project Funds toward the FY 2004-2005 and FY 2005-2006 budget shortfalls, and to increase the Proposed Amended Regulation III - Fees by 7.65 percent.
