RESOLUTION NO.


A Resolution of the Governing Board of the South Coast Air Quality Management District approving the inter-district transfer of Volatile Organic Compound Emission Reduction Credits to Lockheed Martin located in the Antelope Valley Air Quality Management District (AVAQMD) and disapproving the inter-district transfer of Oxides of Nitrogen Emission Reduction Credits, Particulate Matter Less than 10 Microns Emission Reduction Credits, and Carbon Monoxide Emission Reduction Credits to Lockheed Martin located in the AVAQMD.


WHEREAS, the Governing Board of the South Coast Air Quality Management District has received a request from Lockheed Martin to approve an inter-district offset transaction; and 


WHEREAS, the Governing Board of the South Coast Air Quality Management District obtains its authority to approve inter-district offset transactions from Section 40709.6 of the California Health and Safety Code; and


WHEREAS, the Governing Board of the South Coast Air Quality Management District has determined that the requested Volatile Organic Compound Emission Reduction Credits inter-district offset transaction meets the requirements specified in SCAQMD Rule 1309(i); and 


WHEREAS, the Governing Board of the South Coast Air Quality Management District has determined that the requested Oxides of Nitrogen Emission Reduction Credits, Particulate Matter Less than 10 Microns Emission Reduction Credits, and Carbon Monoxide Emission Reduction Credits inter-district offset transactions do not meet the requirements specified in SCAQMD Rule 1309(i); and

WHEREAS, the Governing Board of the South Coast Air Quality Management District has determined that the inter-district transfer request of Volatile Organic Compound Emission Reduction Credits by Lockheed Martin will not have an adverse impact on air quality, public health, or the regional economy; and that the inter-district transfer request of  Emission Reduction Credits of Oxides of Nitrogen, of Particulate Matter less than 10 Microns, and of Carbon Monoxide by Lockheed Martin will have an adverse effect on the regional economy; and


WHEREAS, the Governing Board of the South Coast Air Quality Management District has determined that the South Coast Air Quality Management District is an upwind district to the Antelope Valley Air Quality Management District (AVAQMD).


WHEREAS, the Governing Board of the South Coast Air Quality Management District has determined that the South Coast Air Quality Management District is in a worse state nonattainment status than the AVAQMD for ozone (for which Volatile Organic Compounds and Oxides of Nitrogen are precursors) and for Carbon Monoxide but is not in a worse state nonattainment status than the AVAQMD for Particulate Matter Less than 10 Microns; and


WHEREAS, the Governing Board of the South Coast Air Quality Management District has determined that the Antelope Valley Air Quality Management District (AVAQMD) has been designated by the California Air Resources Board and the United States Environmental Protection Agency as in attainment with the ambient air quality standards for Carbon Monoxide, thereby sources should not be subject to Carbon Monoxide emission offset requirements within the AVAQMD.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Governing Board of the South Coast Air Quality Management District does hereby approve the inter-district transfer of 124 pounds per day of Volatile Organic Compound Emission Reduction Credits for Lockheed Martin under the authority of the Antelope Valley Air Quality Management District, and does hereby disapprove the inter-district transfer of five pounds per day of Oxides of Nitrogen Emission Reduction Credits, three pounds per day of Particulate Matter Less than 10 Microns Emission Reduction Credits, and one pound per day of Carbon Monoxide Emission Reduction Credits to the Lockheed Martin facility in Palmdale, California, and under the authority of the Antelope Valley Air Quality Management District.
