CaFCP Quarterly Update

July 2006 – September 2006

	Background


The California Fuel Cell Partnership is a unique collaborative of auto manufacturers, energy companies, fuel cell technology companies and government agencies, including SCAQMD. This report summarizes CaFCP activity in or related to Southern California for the period July 2006 through September 2006.

In 2006, the CaFCP Steering Team identified four goals to promote the commercialization of hydrogen fuel cell vehicles:

1. Support vehicle and fuel station placements

2. Enable California fueling network

3. Be a leading source for information

4. Maintain organization and plan for future

The following activities are examples of work toward achieving these goals. 

	Public Events and Conferences


SemiCon West (San Francisco) July 10th-14th
CaFCP was invited to exhibit at a semi-conductor conference (a high technology industry that uses hydrogen). This successful event reached almost 1,000 visitors.

“The Future of Alternative Fuels in California” informational hearing for the Select Committee on Air and Water Quality hosted by Assemblymember Fran Pavley, (Santa Monica College) July 21st
The committee heard testimony about many alternative fuels. Catherine Dunwoody provided testimony on hydrogen fuel cell vehicles to approx. 150 people.

Alt Fuels 101 presented by Rio Hondo College (Petersen Auto Museum) Aug 24th 

Presentations to 60 people about all alternative fuels.  CaFCP participated in exhibit period explaining technology and distributing literature. 

	Emergency Responder Training and Outreach


Emergency responder training and fire community outreach is an important aspect of the goal to support member fleets and stations.

Northern California Fire Prevention Officer Meeting (Napa), August 25th
CaFCP staff were invited guests of the Northern California FPO meeting. CaFCP presented on hydrogen fuel cell vehicle emergency response procedures. 

California State Fire Marshal Hydrogen Highway Advisory Committee meeting, August 29th 

CaFCP participates on this committee and hosts meetings for the OSFM in their effort to implement the hydrogen highway executive order.

Meeting with John Dane, Executive Director of the California State Firefighters Association, September 19th
This meeting focused on how to better tailor CaFCP emergency responder materials to firefighters and further discussions of how training can become institutionalized.

Standard presentation of CaFCP emergency responder materials to the Elk Grove Fire Department.

	Technical Program Updates

This work helps achieve the goal of enabling a California fueling network. SCAQMD has been very active in the Station Review Team and DemoNet.

At the September Working Group meeting, several members gave an update on their demonstration programs. Ztek gave an update on the implementation of the Camp Pendleton station and GM presented their learnings and challenges with FCV fleets.
