Purpose of this Meeting
The South Coast Air Quality Management District (AQMD) has scheduled a public consultation meeting to solicit public comments regarding a variety of regulatory options to address diesel particulate matter from internal combustion engines (diesel PM).   
Background

Rule 1401 – New Source Review of Toxic Air Contaminants (TACs) establishes cancer and non-cancer risk requirements for new, modified, or relocated sources of toxic air contaminants.  It is periodically updated when new compounds are determined to be toxic air contaminants and risk values are approved by the State.  Diesel particulate matter from internal combustion engines was determined to be a toxic air contaminant by the California Air Resources Board (CARB) in 1998.  It was not added to the Rule 1401 list of TACs at that time to allow sufficient time for CARB to develop a comprehensive statewide diesel PM policy, programs, permitting guidelines, and guidelines for the AB 2588 Air Toxics Hot Spots Program.  As part of CARB’s diesel PM strategy, its Board has developed Air Toxic Control Measures (ATCMs) to address diesel PM from several sources, including the ATCM for Stationary Compression Ignition Engines that was adopted in February 2004.  

Diesel fuel is widely used to power stationary internal combustion engines throughout the AQMD.  There are more than 10,000 permitted diesel-fueled engines at approximately 5,300 facilities in the AQMD.  Most are used to power emergency equipment such as generators and fire fighting equipment, however there are a few which are non-emergency engines.   

Regulatory Options 

Regulating diesel PM from internal combustion engines will affect new and existing facilities and has potential implications for permitting, the AB 2588 Toxics Hot Spots program, and California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) projects with stationary diesel engines.  Therefore, a variety of regulatory options are being considered and public input is being sought on the best options to address the many sources and high risk levels associated with diesel PM.  

Three possibilities being considered at this time are:  1) adding diesel PM to the list of toxic air contaminants in Rule 1401, 2) adding provisions to Rule 1470 – Requirements for Stationary Diesel-fueled Internal Combustion and Other Compression Ignition Engines, and/or 3) developing a new rule to regulate facilities with high risk levels from diesel-fueled engines.  AQMD staff is seeking input on these options, including technical and economic feasibility and impacts.

In addition, the AQMD staff is requesting public input on options for the implementation of the AB 2588 Toxics Hot Spots program guidelines for diesel-fueled engines.
