Dr. Wallerstein announced that staff would be scheduling a special study session, possibly in August, for the Board to discuss Agenda Item 32, and CARB’s mobile source emission reduction plan for goods movement.
At staff’s request, Agenda Item 32 was pulled from the agenda.

33.
Report on Air Quality Summit
Elaine Chang, DEO of Planning, Rule Development & Area Sources, gave the staff report.  The purpose of the summit was to solicit new and innovative control ideas that would enhance staff’s proposal for future emissions reduction in the 2007 AQMP. The program consisted of six panels, which addressed policy issues related to the “path to clean air”, potential control concepts for respective sources categories, focusing on technologies, availability, development, and accelerated implementation.  Key issues consisted of collaboration with agencies and the public, funding, federal sources, program improvements, energy and global climate change, user fees, fleet turnovers and retrofits, additional testing of in-use engines/vehicles emission rates, and emissions inventory improvement and forecast.  

Recommended actions were to present detailed reviews at Mobile and Stationary Source Committee meetings, conduct a series of technology advancement office technical forums, and expand discussions of the AQMP to address energy and global climate change, public agency collaboration, and consumer strategies.
ON MOTION OF MR. YATES, SECONDED BY                        MS. VERDUGO-PERALTA, AND UNANIMOUSLY CARRIED (Absent: Antonovich, Loveridge, Ovitt, Perry, and Silva), THE BOARD RECEIVED AND FILED AGENDA ITEMS 30, 31,          AND 33, AS RECOMMENDED   BY STAFF.
PUBLIC HEARINGS

34. Amend Rule 219 - Equipment Not Requiring a Written Permit Pursuant to Regulation II 

Laki Tisopulos, Asst. DEO of Planning, Rule Development and Area Sources, gave the staff report.  PAR 219 was amended at the May 5, 2006 Board meeting as proposed by staff, with the exception of Subparagraph (q)(1)&(2) – Agricultural Sources, which was continued by the Board to allow time                for additional public review.  

The public hearing was opened, and the Board heard testimony from the following individuals.  

CYNTHIA CORY and JULIA LESTER, California Farm Bureau Federation

Submitted suggested changes to PAR 219 and resolution (Attachment A);  and suggested that staff: 1) combine the alternative compliance measures             with the statewide Air Toxic Control Measure; and 2) work with the working  group and report back to the Board during the annual Rule 219 amendment process. Indicated the findings for the permitting and staff’s report is flawed because they do not fully discuss alternatives, and opposition to amend                 Rule 312 – Special Permitting Fees for Agricultural Sources.  (Submitted written comments)


RACHAEL SCOTT, San Bernardino County Farm Bureau

Expressed concern that notices were not sent to those who applied for or received permits, and disappointment that the SB 700 working group was not notified with regard to finding ways to get higher application responses.   Requested that Subparagraph (g) of PAR 219 be sent back to staff, and for staff to continue to work with industry to achieve improved air quality while preserving and not burdening small farms.

KATHYE RIETKERK, Kallisto Greenhouses
Expressed concern for: 1) resolution language which establishes an alternative permitting process for existing emergency internal combustive engines; 2) being advised in January 2005 that hers was not a Title V facility,  but yet to receive her $950 refund; and 3) the breakdowns in communication between staff and the working group.  Requested that staff take the agricultural portion of PAR 219 back to the working group, and discuss the details that are particular to farming and not normal for other small industries.

There being no further public testimony on this item, the public hearing was closed.

In response to questions and concerns raised by Board Members and in response to public comments, Dr. Wallerstein and Dr. Tisopulos provided the following clarification.

· Two meetings and several conference calls were held with industry representatives since May, and additional language was incorporated into the resolution to distinguish that the AQMD’s findings were based on specific air quality needs and the fact            that the South Coast Basin has the worst air quality in the state and nation.

· The purpose of SB 700 was so that agricultural sources are treated in a manner similar to other sources; and special findings for smaller sources were required to help ensure need.
· A breakdown in communication occurred during the rulemaking and prior to PAR 219 coming to the Board; however, industry’s consultant was present at the meetings and staff assumed they were communicating back to industry.
· Rule 312 was a temporary rule with a June 2006 sunset date that was developed to allow discounted fess to the agricultural community during the transition phase. 
· When Rules 1110.2 and 461 were amended, a commitment               was made to work with industry to contemplate lowering fees           for equipment operated by smaller emitting agricultural facilities,                 as those facilities were brought into the system. Staff developed           a streamlined standardized permit that can be offered at a               70 percent discount compared to the current applicable fees.

· Under Rule 1110.2, an exemption was crafted to allow more time    to comply for diesel engines located in remote areas; and in the event the engines break down prematurely, there are alternative technologies, such as propane-powered engines that can be used, and air quality assistance funds could be sought.

· The remaining issue is that industry feels the $500 fee should be even lower, and the resistance is due to precedence relative to other areas of the state, including the San Joaquin Valley, that may adopt the same standards and fee charge.
· With regard to the comment made regarding the refund check, the speaker deserves the refund check as soon as possible, and staff will follow up to determine the status.

Ms. Carney requested that staff respond to the business owner with regard to her Title V facility and concern regarding the emergency back up diesel engine.
Ms. Verdugo-Peralta requested that staff determine the reason as to why the check had not been refunded, and to provide the agriculture industry a list of alternatives with regard to engine breakdown in remote areas.
Mr. Yates expressed the AQMD’s desire and obligation to clean up the air and to work in partnerships with all industries.  
ON MOTION OF MS. CARNEY, SECONDED BY MR. PULIDO, AND UNANIMOUSLY CARRIED (Absent: Antonovich, Loveridge, Ovitt, Perry, and Silva), THE BOARD ADOPTED RESOLUTION NO. 06-22, AMENDING RULE 219 AND CERTIFYING THE NOTICE OF EXEMPTION, AS RECOMMENDED   BY STAFF.

AGENDA ITEM 35 WAS, BY OPERATION OF BOARD PROCEDURES, CONTINUED TO THE SEPTEMBER 8, 2006 BOARD MEETING.
36. Amend Rule 1171 - Solvent Cleaning Operations 
Ms. Lee Lockie, Director of Planning, Rule Development & Area Sources, gave the staff report.  PAR 1171 was continued from the June 2, 2006 Board meeting, and staff’s proposal addresses concerns expressed at the public hearing by the lithograph printing industry.
The public hearing was opened, and the Board heard testimony from the following individuals.  

MARK ANDERSON, Los Angeles Times

Requested that arbitrary distinction be eliminated from PAR 1171 and that the same extensions be granted to all printers using the same ink, solvents, and printing processes, so that all feasibility issues in offset lithography can be addressed and resolved. 

Indicated that the Los Angeles Times’ concerns are: 1) the use of pipe rollers and its unique cleaning applications; 2) PAR 1171 focuses strictly on the newspaper sector; and 3) the 100 grams-per-liter for blanket washing purposes can be met, but has not been demonstrated that it can be met in all areas. (Submitted written comments)

DR. GERRY BONETTO, Painting Industry Association
Expressed support for staff’s proposal and the 18-month extension in the rule limits, and requested that staff redefine the definition for newsprint.  Thanked staff for the work and cooperation provided to industry during the rule making process.


RITA LOOF, RadTech International

Expressed support for PAR 1171 and thanked the Board for reviewing the multiple documents and making tough decisions, noting that this is government at its best and validates the public process.  
Presented pictures taken at the Huhtamaki Consumer Packaging facility on the issue of roller damage and of scrap waste caused by the use of lower VOC cleaners.  Requested that staff provide the names of the facilities that use 100 grams-per-liter VOC solvents for UV/EB.
There being no further public testimony on this item, the public hearing was closed.

In response to questions and concerns by Board Members,                           Ms. Lockie and Dr. Tisopulos provided the following clarification.

· Staff met with industry and agreed to raise the interim VOC limit for UV/EB ink application equipment from 500 to 650, and to modify the definition for newsprint.

· The technology assessment concluded that the type of paper that is used in the newsprint industry could be used across-the-board,          in 100 grams-per-liter formulations for printing of newspaper and mass distribution fliers and inserts. 

· Inspectors have visited facilities that print both newspaper inserts and other materials and use a 100 grams-per-liter VOC solvent to clean.   Staff has also met with these companies and they did not express a problem with having to use two different types of solutions.

· The Los Angeles Times’ opposition surprised staff, as they were part of the working group and their technical and environmental manager indicated they did not have a problem in cleaning pipe rollers with less than 100 grams-per-liter.  

· Staff contacted other newspapers and verified 100 grams-per-liter was being used and that they were satisfied, and that they use the same type of inks, presses, and substrate as the Los Angeles Times.

· The inspectors were issued guidance with respect to the definition of newsprint, copies were sent to the Los Angeles Times and printing industry, and the feedback was that they agreed it was not a perfect definition but they could work with it.

· The Graphic Arts Technical Foundation reviewed technical information; and the AQMD’s consultant, The Institute for Research & Technical Assistance (IRTA), tested pipe rollers.  Each concluded that pipe rollers could be cleaned and do not present a problem in terms of meeting the 100 grams-per-liter VOC limit.
In response to Ms. Carney and Ms. Verdugo-Peralta’s request,                        Dr. Wallerstein suggested that the IRTA consultant go with staff to                              the Los Angeles Times facility, and report back to the Stationary Source Committee.

In response to Ms. Verdugo-Peralta’s concern regarding the photographs, Dr. Wallerstein confirmed that an amendment was made to the rule to accommodate the concern of the rollers and that Ms. Loof supports the rule.  

In response to Chairman Burke’s concern with the distress the solvent causes to the roller bars, Dr. Wallerstein confirmed that staff would continue            to use enforcement discretion for newsprint, and recommended that the Board adopt PAR 1171, except for newsprint limits, and continue the hearing to                  the September 8, 2006 meeting to address the  newsprint limits only.

Indicated that current language contained in Rule 219 is flawed because it acts as an incentive to pollute; and suggested that systems that have filters to capture overspray be exempt. Raised concern that industry does not have the currently approved U.S. EPA test method for UV/EB materials, and will not know which test method the AQMD will be using for enforcement purposes. 

DR. GERRY BONETTO, Painting Industry Association

Raised concern that there are suitable test methods for thin film and UV/EB material but not for UV/EB film, and the U.S. EPA has set forth a number of guidance documents that state those VOC contents and materials could be determined by calculation and not by test method.
