Legislative Committee   

The following individuals addressed the Board to comment on Item              No. 23.  

Carol Gross, Councilmember, City of Culver City, representing Westside Cities Council of Governments, and Judy Mitchell, Councilmember, City of Rolling Hills Estates, representing South Bay Council of Governments.  

Expressed support for AB 391, the reconfiguration of representation on the AQMD Board for Los Angeles County, to add a dedicated representative for the City of Los Angeles, and the remainder of the cities split between two representatives. Noted that their interest is in no way negative of Ms. Perry’s representation or the functioning of the Board. However, as smaller cities they have different interests, are the most traffic congested, and have issues that have AQMD implications. Expressed interest in working with the Board to a find solution on how best to address the configuration to represent everyone’s interests.  

Ms. Verdugo-Peralta noted that she has tremendous respect for the work Chairman Burke has done for the Board; however, she learned in discussion with three executive officers from the Air Pollution Control Districts that the Chair’s position is rotated and that it is felt that the rotation allows the Board Member to better understand the importance of things occurring at the District. Therefore, she would like to postpone to the April 6, 2007 Board meeting, to further discuss the introduction of legislation to repeal the term limit provision for the Chairman position and  the addition of a member on the Board.  

MS. VERDUGO-PERALTA MADE A MOTION TO CONTINUE ITEM NO. 23 TO THE APRIL 6, 2007 BOARD MEETING. THE MOTION FAILED FOR LACK OF A SECOND.  

Chairman Burke noted that only three districts in the state of California have term limits and that the elimination of term limits will bring the South Coast district into good public policy with the remaining districts, and it would be a mistake not to bring the AQMD in line with the rest of the state. Although he has held the position of Chairman for a long time, and enjoys representing the Board as Chairman; he does not own the position and serves as the Chair by vote of the Board.
Ms. Carney noted that it was her proposal to seek the abolishment of the term limit for the chairman’s position, and she would like to see it move through the legislative process this year. Therefore, she is concerned that a month delay may kill the initiative.

Mr. Pulido noted that there is an excellent level of communication between the current Chairman and staff, staff has a clear and focused direction due to the leadership the Chairman provides, and he is in favor of repealing the term limits.

Ms. Reyes Uranga expressed her concern that some legislators may not believe the Chairman’s initiative and the question of representation are independent of each other, and one’s success or demise may be tied to the other’s. She supports moving forward with the term limit initiative; however, it may not succeed if the question of representation from other parts of the county is overlooked.
Chairman Burke expressed his concurrence that ultimately the two issues would be tied together; and noted that last year he was told if he tied them together, the legislature could move them forward. However, he elected not to do so because he felt the full Board had the right to make that decision, and if the Board must address the same situation this year, it will do so as a full Board.

Mr. Yates expressed his support to look further into the issue of an additional seat on the board, and announced that anyone in the South Coast Basin can seek assistance from any Board Member. With regard to the term limits, he noted that with or without term limits, the entire Board votes for who will serve as Chair; therefore, there is no guarantee that the present Chairman or any future Chairman will remain until eternity because this Board makes the selection, the state legislature does not.

At Mr. Loveridge’s request, Chairman Burke confirmed that the question of representation would be discussed at the Board’s upcoming retreat.

Ms. Perry noted that additional representation on the Board was an issue during her first election and reelection, and that she has consistently through council resolutions, supported discussion of an additional seat for the South Bay COG. She will remain consistent in her support and original commitment, but is disheartened that no concerns have been expressed to her about the air quality, only the issue of getting a seat on the Board. She will continue her outreach to the cities, will work with Councilmember’s on their air quality issues, will continue to attend monthly city council meetings, and will make sure AQMD and AQMP materials are taken directly to the people that she was elected to represent. 

Dr. Wallerstein clarified that the bill introduced last year was to add four seats to the Governing Board. This years’ bill adds only one seat,  provides the City of Los Angeles its own permanent seat, the western region of Los Angeles County a seat, and a small realignment of                  two coastal cities that are generally thought of as being in the western region.

Mr. Oscar Abarca, DEO of Public Affairs, announced that Calabasas and Malibu are the two coastal cities seeking to move from the eastern region of Los Angeles County to the western region for purposes of representation on AQMD.

Update on Draft 2007 Air Quality Management Plan

Elaine Chang, DEO of Planning, Rule Development & Area Sources, gave the staff report. From the outcome of a staff meeting with CARB and SCAG held on February 23, 2007, staff has learned that CARB continues to believe AQMD’s recommended control measures are not technically feasible, too costly, and,           out of the 70 tons, only a few tons are worthwhile to pursue. CARB suggested that the AQMD take over the responsibility of implementing AB 923, Remote Sensing Programs, pursue the Pleasure Craft Use Restriction Labeling at a later date, and delay the PM2.5 submittal until April 2008. CARB staff also believes there is a potential interpretation to extend the PM2.5 attainment date to 2020 under the federal clean air act.
With the release of the revised AQMP plan, there will be public debate centered on two key policy issues: 1) can the AQMD achieve PM2.5 attainment by 2015 and the specific control strategy; and 2) obtaining the necessary emissions reduction to meet the 8-hour ozone attainment by 2023 and the black box measures.

A recent CARB assessment of PM health effects indicated that exposure to PM2.5 contributed to 5,400 premature deaths. AQMD’s portion of exposure based on population-weighted exposure indicated the South Coast Basin has an 82 percent disproportionate exposure in comparison to the rest of California, and a 52 percent exposure in comparison to a 48 percent exposure to the rest for the nation.

Based on CARB’s comments, three policy options aimed to fill the emission reduction gap and to attain PM2.5 by 2015 were included in the revised AQMP draft plan. Option 1 - Proposed additional mobile source control measures of 71 tons per day NOx; Option 2 - Requested that CARB fulfill its 2003 AQMP commitment to delivered all NOx reductions by 2010, with additional reductions by 2014; and Option 3 - Implement the 71 tons per day NOx under Policy Option 1 at an approximate cost of $600 million a year between 2009 and 2014, and use the incentive programs to achieve additional reductions beyond CARB’s proposal.

In order to meet the 8-Hour Ozone Attainment Strategy, a 41 percent emission reduction, 207 tons per day, is needed in the black box. Staff included in the draft AQMP a request for one million plug-in hybrid vehicles to be on the road by 2020 as one way to reach attainment.
The control strategy was designed for the south coast air basin for PM2.5 attainment and the 8-hour ozone will not provide sufficient reductions earlier enough for the Coachella Valley to demonstrate attainment by 2013. Therefore, staff will request a bump-up non-attainment status for the Coachella Valley from serious to severe-15 with an attainment extension date of 2018.

An evaluation was conducted to analyze what the current strategy would do for the 1-hour ozone, and found that the ozone air quality is 30 percent above the former federal standard which had an attainment date of 2010; however, the current rate of reductions in the AQMP will produce attainment date by 2020 or later.
In conclusion, the proposed modifications to the draft AQMP and CEQA have been released, public workshops are scheduled for mid-March, the draft socio-economic assessment will be available for review in early April, regional public hearings will be held in April, and the final AQMP will be submitted for adoption at the May 4, 2007 Board meeting, with subsequent submittal to CARB in May, and the U.S. EPA in June.
The following individual addressed the Board to comment on Item           No. 30.
Lucille VanOmmering, CARB Planning Division Liaison, noted that CARB worked closely with the AQMD staff to develop a comprehensive plan that would meet new federal air requirements, numerous meetings were held to discuss mobile source reduction strategies, and CARB has been a strong and unwavering advocate for tough mobile source measures. CARB incorporated AQMD’s comments into its strategies; however, additional work is needed before an approvable plan is submitted to U.S. EPA. CARB respects the AQMD’s staff’s technical work and efforts to coordinate the draft AQMP, and looks forward to continue to work on finalizing and submitting the AQMP to the U.S. EPA.

In response to questions and concerns raised by Board Members,               Dr. Wallerstein made the following clarifications.

· State law states if certain elements of the AQMP are rejected by the state board, a meet and confer process involving two individuals from the AQMD Board, SCAG regional council, and CARB Board, would be held to resolve the issue.

· Chairman Burke sent a letter to CARB Chairman Dr. Robert Sawyer in an attempt to convene an informal conflict resolution process.

· AQMD staff has been advised that CARB is willing to schedule a meeting provided the meeting is not an “informal conflict resolution” but a study session; and no decisions will be made regarding resolving the policy difference. 

· CARB staff believes the AQMP must be presented to the full CARB Board at a public hearing and, if there was need for a conflict resolution, it would be conducted after that hearing.

· CARB staff has reiterated it will not recommend approval of the draft AQMP, and suggested that the submittal of the PM2.5 be sent in 2008, as opposed to 2007 when the ozone portion is due.

· All three agencies have been working diligently in an attempt to reach a resolution; however, staff no longer believes that a resolution is possible at the staff level, and it is time to allow the policy makers to try to break through some of the differences.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                          
· AQMD staff believe that the mobile source enhancement measures that were included in the draft AQMD plan are viable and require review by the policy makers, and that the region can potentially demonstrate attainment by 2015.  

· The release of the final draft AQMP is a legal requirement and is the final step in public outreach and comment before submitting the final AQMP to the Board for adoption.

· Staff will place the AQMP on agenda for discussion at the Board’s Retreat, and are hoping to have a study session with the other agencies to get clarity to the situation at a policy level before the final AQMP is presented to the Board for approval. 


Ms. Carney and Chairman Burke expressed their concern that much of the basin is above the PM2.5 standard and noted that a delay in the attainment date is not acceptable or appropriate for the health of the people who live in the highly polluted areas and suffer the health effects.


Mr. Loveridge and Mr. Pulido noted their agreement that further discussions should be moved from staff level to Board Member discussion between AQMD, CARB, and SCAG. 


Mr. Pulido noted that CARB Chairman Dr. Robert Sawyer had indicated to him that the issues could be resolved on a staff level and acknowledged that the South Coast Basin and San Joaquin need different rules versus statewide rules.

Mr. Yates noted he agrees that the AQMD needs to move forward to expedite our rulemakings to obtain cleaner air, and that the South Coast and              San Joaquin Valley have special requirements.

Mr. Pulido and Chairman Burke recommended that staff include major cities (i.e. New York, Chicago, Cleveland, Boston) in the PM2.5 disproportionate exposure chart, to illustrate the 50 percent disproportionate exposure for people in the south coast basin in comparison to the rest of the nation.  

At Chairman Burke’s request to comment, Ms. Ommering expressed her agreement that is time for the policy makers to meet; and if ever the Board wants an explanation, description, or presentation on what CARB is doing she would be more than happy to do provide her assistance.

THIS WAS AN INFORMATIONAL ITEM ONLY, AND THE BOARD TOOK NO ACTION ON ITEM NO. 30. 
31. Approve Workplan to Create New Mobile Source Division As Proposed by Chairman William A. Burke
Dr. Wallerstein confirmed that the creation of the Mobile Source Division is not an overlap of what CARB is doing, it is separate and complementary, and it is the Board’s desire to do more rulemaking of its own and within its authority.           As a follow-up to the Chairman’s Mobile Source Fair Share Initiative, the proposal as outlined in Exhibit A of the Board Letter, would allow the creation         of a Mobile Source Division to be operated by 13 employees. Seven current employees would be reallocated from other divisions and six new positions would be created, from which one position would be either an Assistant Deputy Executive Officer or Deputy Executive Officer.
The Mobile Source Division would be funded with AB 2766 mobile source restricted funds, potential TAO funds, and the restructuring process would be completed as part of the Board’s overall budget process.
Mobile sources represent 70 to 80 percent of the South Coast Basin’s pollution problem; and with the large number of new mobile source measures, it is important that the AQMD get in on the ground floor of that work and provide the Board’s independent input into these proposals. It is staff’s desire is to provide input during the initial decision process, prepare comments on mobile source control strategy, and be a more active participant in CARB’s rulemaking process as well as U.S. EPA’s mobile source rulemaking processes. 
The AQMD also has concerns about various fuel related issues, such as sulfur content of fuels, that occur at the California Energy Commission and U.S. Department of Energy, which are important to AQMD’s particulate attainment strategy. Therefore, staff will be actively involved in activities undertaken by other agencies. Emissions factors and emissions inventory are also ongoing issues, and obtaining correct numbers is difficult because of the million sources involved, but staff’s expertise can provide valuable input in this area.
In conclusion, Dr. Wallerstein noted that the plug-in hybrid vehicle strategy provides criteria pollutant and global warming gas benefits, and providing comments to CARB’s process of rule making would be extremely critical.
The following individual addressed the Board to comment on Item No. 31.
Lucille VanOmmering, representing CARB, noted that her original concern was that the AQMD was proposing to duplicate work being done by CARB and U.S. EPA. However, after reviewing the details of the work plan, she is in support of staff’s proposal, and the need to devote more time to providing comments to CARB and U.S. EPA. 

In response to Ms. Reyes Uranaga’s and Ms. Verdugo-Peralta’s questions, Dr. Wallerstein confirmed that staff would report back to the Board on an annual basis and prepare a three-year budget forecast on the status and restructuring of the Mobile Source Division.
In response to Ms. Verdugo-Peralta’s concern, Dr. Wallerstein confirmed that no programs or any work being conducted by the Technology Advance Office would be adversely affected due to the reallocation of employees to the Mobile Source Division.
