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Program Introduction

On May 5, 2006, AQMD issued a program announcement (PA# 2006-09)  seeking applications for new CNG buses and PM traps.  In response, public schools and private operators applied seeking PM traps for their 1994 and newer diesel school buses. On October 6, 2006, besides awarding new CNG buses, AQMD approved awards for 452 PM traps. Since then, a limited amount of excess funding has become available for additional PM traps.  The exact amount is not yet known, but is approximately $2.3 million.  The final amount is dependent on the portion of unused funds in other air districts
AQMD is re-issuing the PM Trap (Part B) portion of PA# 2006-09.  Applications are solicited from both public school districts and private operators.  To protect the health of school children transported in your diesel school buses, you are invited to apply for these funds to install ARB- verified Level 3 PM trap filters.  Please note: only 1994 to 2006 school buses are eligible for these PM traps, and that all traps need to be installed and billed to AQMD before May 30, 2008.  We encourage applicants to list all eligible buses, so that if additional funds become available, we will attempt to award additional PM traps.

PROGRAM SCHEDULE

Applications are solicited for PM traps.  Requests from public school districts and small private fleet operators will be honored first.  Large private fleet operators (i.e. with 15 buses or more) will be awarded in proportion to the number of  buses applied for -  till funds are exhausted.

GRANT PROVISIONS FOR SCHOOL BUS RETROFIT OF PM TRAPS

A. School Bus PM Trap Retrofit Criteria 

1. California public school districts that own and operate school buses, including under provisions of a joint powers agreement, alongwith private operators are eligible to apply for funds.

2. Only 1994 and newer model year diesel-powered buses with GWR greater than 14,000 lbs qualify for PM Trap retrofits.

3. Only four stroke diesel powered engines will be retrofitted in the current program.

4. All retrofit devices must be verified by CARB to Level III performance to achieve a minimum reduction of 85% in PM.  A list of verified PM traps can be accessed at ARB’s Website: 
http://www.arb.ca.gov/diesel/verdev/vt/cvt.htm
5. Recent 2005-2006 Fiscal Year State budget legislation requires that preference be given to PM trap filters with the least NO2 emissions.  Currently, active, uncatalyzed PM trap filters will be given priority in funding, unless the applicant specifically selects another PM trap filter in the application form.
6. Only low sulfur diesel fuel (with 15ppm of sulfur or less) should be used for PM trap filters.  

7. Since the verification of retrofit devices for different engine families may expand, school districts and private operators are requested to submit their applications by providing the list of all the eligible 1994 to 2006 buses that they would like to retrofit.
FUNDING ALLOCATIONS

A. Amounts of Funding

· The program will cover the full cost of retrofit devices and installation including sales tax, and up to a maximum of $4,000 for PM trap maintenance.

· $50 per bus to cover the cost of data-logging if the ARB has specified that data logging for determining temperature profile is mandatory for the selected PM trap filter.

· Up to $1,000 is available for passive filters, catalyzed filters for the lifetime periodic maintenance of these filters, such as baking and de-ashing to remove the ash from motor oil combustion.  These funds are in addition to the purchase and installation of the retrofit device.

· Funds up to $1,000 is available for life-time maintenance, including ash-cleaning, of active PM filters.  An active PM trap filter is expected to last 10 years.
· Applicants who apply for and receive 30 or more passive PM trap filters may be eligible for receiving 1 PM trap cleaning equipment (for every 30 passive PM traps) in an amount not to exceed $15,000 per unit.
B.  Matching fund requirement for the PM Trap Retrofit Program

· No matching funds are required of the applicant

· School districts and private operators shall be responsible for routine maintenance of the retrofit devices

C.  Authorizing Signature

The submitted application must be signed by school district’s transportation director or above and/or a senior authorized official of the private contractor requesting funds to retrofit school buses.

D. CHP Certification of the PM trap
All buses retrofitted with PM devices must be inspected and certified by the CHP prior to the return to service.  Among other safety checks, CHP will confirm if the installation of the retrofit device was done according to manufacturer’s specifications.  The CHP inspection certificate with appropriate VIN# and Vehicle ID# must accompany any request for re-imbursement.
E.  Disbursement of Funds

· Funds will be paid on a reimbursement basis by the AQMD after the installation of the retrofit devices.  
· Vendors who install these PM Traps should bill AQMD directly.
· The invoice and cover letter must have the correct VIN# of the bus that was retrofitted with the PM trap 

· The cover letter must be signed by the school district’s Director of Transportation or senior official of the private contractor, and must instruct AQMD to pay the vendor who installed the retrofit device    
· Proof of CHP inspection must accompany the invoice. 
· All PM traps must be installed and billed to AQMD before May 30, 2008.

PROJECT IMPLENTATION

A.   Project Selection and Award of Funds

Only public school districts and private operators are eligible for this grant. Requests from public school districts and small private fleet operators will be honored first.  Large private fleet operators (i.e. with 15 buses or more) will be awarded in proportion to the number of buses applied for -  till funds are exhausted.
B.   Project Completion Deadlines

All PM Traps shall be installed and billed to AQMD no later than May 30, 2008. 
C.   Monitoring and Reporting

School districts receiving funding must notify the funding agency when the retrofit devices are ordered and again when the devices are installed.

CAMPAIGN CONTRIBUTIONS DISCLOSURE
California law prohibits a party, or an agent, from making campaign contributions to AQMD Governing Board Members or members/alternates of the Mobile Source Pollution Reduction Committee (MSRC) of $250 or more while their contract or permit is pending before the AQMD; and further prohibits a campaign contribution from being made for three (3) months following the date of the final decision by the Governing Board or the MSRC on a donor’s contract or permit.  Gov’t Code §84308(d).  For purposes of reaching the $250 limit, the campaign contributions of the bidder or contractor plus contributions by its parents, affiliates, and related companies of the contractor or bidder are added together.  2 C.C.R. §18438.5.  

In addition, Board Members or members/alternates of the MSRC must abstain from voting on a contract or permit if they have received a campaign contribution from a party or participant to the proceeding, or agent, totaling $250 or more in the 12-month period prior to the consideration of the item by the Governing Board or the MSRC.  Gov’t Code §84308(c).  When abstaining, the Board Member or members/alternates of the MSRC must announce the source of the campaign contribution on the record.  Id.  The requirement to abstain is triggered by campaign contributions of $250 or more in total contributions of the bidder or contractor, plus any of its parent, subsidiary, or affiliated companies.  2 C.C.R. §18438.5.  

In accordance with California law, bidders and contracting parties are required to disclose, at the time the application is filed, information relating to any campaign contributions made to Board Members or members/alternates of the MSRC, including: the name of the party making the contribution (which includes any parent, subsidiary or otherwise related business entity, as defined below), the amount of the contribution, and the date the contribution was made.  2 C.C.R. §18438.8(b).
