The South Coast Air Quality Management District (AQMD) requests proposals for the following purpose according to terms and conditions attached.  In the preparation of this Request for Proposals (RFP) the words "Proposer," "Contractor," and "Consultant" are used interchangeably.

PURPOSE

The purpose of this Request for Proposals (RFP) is to solicit proposals from U.S. university engineering schools to design and develop a working prototype of a battery-powered, low-noise, backpack-style leaf vacuum device that could meet the needs of commercial gardeners.  Monetary awards ranging from $5,000 to $40,000 will be awarded to the top five competitors.  The winning entries would be used as examples to encourage equipment manufacturers to produce an environmentally friendly replacement for the standard leaf blower used by commercial gardeners. 

Total funding for this RFP will be a maximum of $100,000.  Proposers will submit engineering proposals no more than 10 pages in length that must include preliminary engineering drawings, specifications, and descriptions of all components adequate to judge which proposals are the most likely to meet or exceed the minimum requirements.  The top five initial design proposals will be selected and each will be asked to construct a prototype.  Each of these five competitors will be reimbursed for documented expenses incurred in constructing the prototype unit up to a maximum of $5,000 per competitor.

SECTION I:
BACKGROUND / INFORMATION
In February, 2000, the California Air Resources Board (CARB) issued a “Report to the California Legislature on the Potential Health and Environmental Impacts of Leaf Blowers.”  That report indicated the three main areas of concern about leaf blowers were the noise levels, the engine exhaust emissions, and the re-suspension of dust (including PM10 and PM2.5).  

CARB regulates only the engine emissions.  A 2004 CARB Staff Report on the Potential Electrification of Small Off-Road Engines indicated that there are no battery-powered units that are robust and portable enough to meet the needs of commercial gardeners.  Many communities have adopted local ordinances limiting the allowable noise levels from leaf blowers.  Currently, there are no regulations specifically addressing the re-suspension of dust.  

For the past two years, the AQMD has conducted a leaf blower exchange program for commercial gardeners/landscapers.  Through this program, participants have traded in a total of 3,000 old leaf blowers and bought new, low-noise, low-emissions backpack blowers (STIHL BR 450) at the discounted price of $200 (the list price is $469).  Although this is a gasoline powered blower, it has the lowest noise levels [65 dB(A)]  and the lowest engine emissions [19 g/kW-hr of HC +NOx] of any backpack blower currently on the market.  But it does not address the issue of re-suspended dust. 

The AQMD would like to encourage the development of a replacement for the backpack leaf blowers currently used by commercial gardeners that would address all three environmental concerns – noise, engine emissions, and re-suspended dust.  To address those three environmental issues, the AQMD will conduct a competition in which U.S. university engineering schools will be offered a monetary award for designing and developing a prototype of a battery-powered, low-noise, backpack-style leaf vacuum device that could meet the needs of commercial gardeners.  The winning entries would be used as examples to encourage equipment manufacturers to produce an environmentally friendly replacement for the standard leaf blower used by commercial gardeners.

SECTION IV:
STATEMENT OF WORK  /  SCHEDULE OF DELIVERABLES

A. Statement of Work

Objective


The AQMD would like to encourage the development of a replacement for the backpack leaf blowers currently used by commercial gardeners that would address all three environmental concerns – noise, engine emissions, and re-suspended dust.  To address those three environmental issues, the AQMD will conduct a competition in which U.S. university engineering schools will be offered a financial prize for designing and developing a prototype of a battery-powered, low-noise, backpack-style leaf vacuum device that could meet the needs of commercial gardeners.  The winning entries would be used as examples to encourage equipment manufacturers to produce an environmentally friendly replacement for the standard leaf blower used by commercial gardeners. 


Minimum Performance Requirements of the Leaf Vacuum


In order to meet the goals of battery power, low noise, low levels of re-suspended dust, and suitability for meeting the operational requirements of professional gardeners, the proposed design for the apparatus should meet the following minimum requirements:

· It should be a vacuum device rather than a blower.

· It should be powered by rechargeable batteries rather than a gasoline engine.

· Batteries should be fully rechargeable in 8 hours or less using household 110 V current.

· Operating time on a fully charged battery should be at least two hours.

· The exhaust air from the vacuum should be filtered to capture particulates.

· The noise level of the device operating at full power should not exceed 55 dB(A) as measured using ANSI method B175.2.  

· The device should weigh no more than 25 pounds with the vacuum bag empty.

· The device should have a mulching capability to chop up collected leaves and debris before discharge into vacuum bag.

· Bag capacity should be at least one bushel (1.2 cubic feet.)

· Inlet end of the vacuum tube should be at least 4 inches in diameter

· Air Velocity of the vacuum at the opening of the inlet tube should be at least 38 mph

· Air Volume of the vacuum at the opening of the inlet tube should be at least 368 cfm.


Engineering Design Proposal Requirements


Engineering design proposals must be no more than 10 pages long, and must include preliminary engineering drawings, specifications, and descriptions of all components adequate to judge which proposals are the most likely to meet or exceed the minimum requirements.  Proposals must include an estimate of the cost of producing a working prototype and an estimate of the costs of commercial manufacturing of the unit.  


Awards for Top Five Engineering Design Proposals and Prototypes.


The top five initial design proposals will be selected and each will be asked to construct a prototype.  Each of these five competitors will be reimbursed for documented expenses incurred in constructing the prototype unit up to a maximum of $5,000 per competitor.

SECTION V:
REQUIRED QUALIFICATIONS

This competition is limited to students and faculty members studying or teaching engineering at an accredited college or university located within the United States of America.  Proposals can be submitted by individual students or teams of students (undergraduate, graduate, and post-graduate level) working under the direction of an Engineering Professor on the faculty of at an accredited College or University.

SECTION VI:
PROPOSAL SUBMITTAL REQUIREMENTS

Submitted proposals must follow the format outlined below and all requested information must be supplied.  Failure to submit proposals in the required format will result in elimination from proposal evaluation.

Each proposal must be submitted in two separate volumes:

· Volume I - Technical Proposal  (Should include a table of contents)

· Volume II - Certifications and Representations included in Attachment A to this RFP, should be executed by an authorized official of the Proposer.

A separate cover letter including the following information:

· Name, title, address, telephone number and e-mail address of the University’s Engineering Department faculty representative designated as contact for this competition. 

· Name, address, and telephone number of the student contestant or team of contestants, and signed by the University’s Engineering Department faculty representative designated as the contact for this competition.

VOLUME  I - TECHNICAL PROPOSAL

Summary (Section A) - State overall approach to meeting the objectives and producing a leaf vacuum device that will meet or exceed the performance requirements outlined in the scope of work.  

Qualifications (Section B) – Provide a written statement that all participants in this project are registered students or faculty studying or teaching engineering at the accredited U.S. college or university through which this proposal was submitted.

Participants (Section C) - Provide the following information on the students and faculty participating in this project.

1. Faculty Advisor -- Provide the name, title, contact information (address, phone number and e-mail address), and resume or curriculum vitae for the engineering faculty advisor who will be overseeing the activities of the student(s) who developed this proposal and will be producing the prototype. 

2. Student Participant(s) -- List the name, academic level, major, and contact information (address, phone number, e-mail address) for the student participant(s) who have worked on this proposal and will be producing the prototype.

Engineering Design Proposal (Section D)  -- Engineering design proposals must be no more than 10 pages long, and must include preliminary engineering drawings, specifications, and descriptions of all components adequate to judge which proposals are the most likely to meet or exceed the minimum requirements.  Proposals must include an estimate of the cost of producing a working prototype, and an estimate of the cost of commercial manufacturing of the unit. 

Additional Data (Section E) - Provide other essential data that may assist in the evaluation of this proposal.

Conflict of Interest (Section F) - Address possible conflicts of interest that the Faculty Advisor might have due to involvement with other clients working on similar projects funded by the AQMD.  Although the Proposer will not be automatically disqualified by reason of work performed for such clients, AQMD reserves the right to consider the nature and extent of such work in evaluating the proposal.

VOLUME  II- CERTIFICATIONS AND REPRESENTATIONS

All the certifications and representations included in Attachment A of this RFP must be executed by the authorized official of the Proposer.

SECTION VII:
PROPOSAL SUBMISSION
All proposals must be submitted according to specifications set forth in the section above.  Failure to adhere to these specifications may be cause for rejection of proposal.

Signature - All proposals should be signed by an authorized representative of the Proposer.

Due Date - The Proposer shall submit eight (8) complete copies of the proposal in a sealed envelope, plainly marked in the upper left-hand corner with the name and address of the Proposer and the words "Request for Proposals #P2008-08."  All proposals are due no later than 1:00 p.m., December 5, 2007, and should be directed to:

Late bids/proposals will not be accepted under any circumstances.  Any correction or resubmission done by the Proposer will not extend the submittal due date.

Grounds for Rejection - A proposal may be immediately rejected if:

· It is not prepared in the format described, or

· It is signed by an individual not authorized to represent the firm.

Disposition of Proposals - AQMD reserves the right to reject any or all proposals.  All responses become the property of AQMD.  One copy of the proposal shall be retained for AQMD files.  Additional copies and materials will be returned only if requested and at the proposer's expense.

Modification or Withdrawal - Once submitted, proposals cannot be altered without the prior written consent of AQMD.  All proposals shall constitute firm offers and may not be withdrawn for a period of ninety (90) days following the last day to accept proposals.

SECTION VIII:  PROPOSAL EVALUATION / CONTRACTOR SELECTION CRITERIA 

A. Proposals will be evaluated by a panel of three to five AQMD staff members familiar with the subject matter of the project.  The panel shall be appointed by the Executive Officer or his designee.  In addition, the evaluation panel may include such outside public sector or academic community expertise as deemed desirable by the Executive Officer. The panel will make a recommendation to the Executive Officer and/or the Governing Board of the AQMD for final selection of winners of this competition.  

B. Each member of the evaluation panel shall be accorded equal weight in his or her rating of proposals.  The evaluation panel members shall evaluate the proposals according to the specified criteria and numerical weightings set forth below.

The requirement to abstain is triggered by campaign contributions of $250 or more in total contributions of the bidder or contractor, plus any of its parent, subsidiary, or affiliated companies.  2 C.C.R. §18438.5.

	DEFINITIONS


Parent, Subsidiary, or Otherwise Related Business Entity.

(1)
Parent subsidiary. A parent subsidiary relationship exists when one corporation directly or indirectly owns shares possessing more than 50 percent of the voting power of another corporation.

(2)
Otherwise related business entity. Business entities, including corporations, partnerships, joint ventures and any other organizations and enterprises operated for profit, which do not have a parent subsidiary relationship are otherwise related if any one of the following three tests is met:


(A)
One business entity has a controlling ownership interest in the other business entity.

(B)
There is shared management and control between the entities. In determining whether there is shared management and control, consideration should be given to the following factors:

(i) The same person or substantially the same person owns and manages the two entities;

(ii) There are common or commingled funds or assets;

(iii) The business entities share the use of the same offices or employees, or otherwise share activities, resources or personnel on a regular basis;

(iv) There is otherwise a regular and close working relationship between the entities; or

(C)
A controlling owner (50% or greater interest as a shareholder or as a general partner) in one entity also is a controlling owner in the other entity.
