AQMD PROGRAM ANNOUNCEMENT

PA #2008-10
The South Coast Air Quality Management District (AQMD) is seeking project proposals for the 2008 Goods Movement Emissions Reduction Program according to terms and conditions attached.  In the preparation of this Program Announcement (PA) the words “Proposer,” “Applicant,” “Contractor,” and “Consultant” are used interchangeably.

SECTION I – OVERVIEW

PURPOSE

The California Highway Safety, Traffic Reduction, Air Quality, and Port Security Bond Act of 2006, also known as Proposition 1B, authorizes $1 billion dollars to reduce emissions from goods movement in California’s busiest trade corridors.  The resulting Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program (Program) is a partnership between the California Air Resources Board (CARB) and local agencies such as the AQMD to quickly reduce air pollution emissions and health risk from freight movement within four major trade corridors.  Under AQMD’s portion of this Program, financial incentives are specifically intended to reduce diesel-related emissions from freight movement activities within the Los Angeles / Inland Empire trade corridor.  An important feature of the Program is that funded projects through the AQMD must achieve emission reductions not required by law, regulation, memorandum of understanding, or tenant agreements.
INTRODUCTION

Emissions from the diesel engines in trucks, locomotives, ships, harbor craft, and cargo-handling equipment contribute to local, regional, and global air pollution.  The diesel pollution from current goods movement operations greatly impacts the health of community residents near ports, rail yards, distribution centers, and roads with high truck traffic.  In the Los Angeles/Inland Empire region, which has California’s largest concentration of goods movement facilities (e.g., ports and rail yards), the result has been major health risks associated with very high regional levels of ozone and fine particulate (PM2.5) pollution.  

The State Fiscal Year (FY) 2007‑08 budget
 includes the first installment of $250 million, plus implementing legislation via Senate Bill 88 (Chapter 181, Statutes of 2007) that created the Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program (Program).  Assembly Bill 201 (Chapter 187, Statutes of 2007) includes a minor clarification.  SB 88 requires CARB to adopt Program Guidelines to ensure the Program achieves the statutory objectives.  These guidelines were finalized in February 2008 and can be accessed at the following web address:

The Program targets five major “funding categories” for use of these funds, as follows:
1) heavy-duty diesel trucks serving seaports and intermodal yards; 2) other heavy-duty diesel trucks that haul goods, plus any truck stop or distribution center electrification;
3) diesel freight locomotives; 4) shore power for cargo ships at berth, plus cargo handling equipment used at a port or intermodal rail yard; and 5) commercial harbor craft.  
Within these funding categories, the Program broadly defines the types of projects eligible for funding.  The table below summarizes options that CARB deems viable for FY2007-2008 funding, provided that qualifying local agencies seek to implement them:

CARB staff has also proposed that certain types of projects or activities should not be eligible for funding under the Program.  Such projects or activities include, but are not limited to: 

· Projects to design, acquire rights-of-way, perform environmental review, build, improve, or operate transportation infrastructure (like roads, bridges, or interchanges; rail yards, tracks or sidings; rail or highway tunnel widening; railroad crossing grade separations; ship channel dredging; etc.); 

· Projects to design, acquire rights-of-way, perform environmental review, build, improve, or operate intermodal transfer or distribution centers (also called inland ports), except for electrification infrastructure to reduce engine idling and use of internal combustion auxiliary power systems at truck stops, intermodal facilities, distribution centers, and other places where trucks congregate;
· Scientific or technical research and development activities, including programs to perform emissions testing on new technology;  

· Business plan development or implementation; 

· Equipment, vehicles, or ship berths owned or leased by the federal government, including the military;
· Fuel or electricity purchases;
· Operation and maintenance costs;
· Legal costs; and
· Any other projects that cannot meet all of the requirements of these Guidelines.
A key feature of the Program is that potential projects compete against others in the same funding category, rather than competing against those in different categories.  To implement this approach, funding targets have been established for each funding category (vehicle application).  Each funding category (e.g., heavy-duty seaport trucks) may include one or more source categories.  

Since this Program looks at the trade corridors as part of a single goods movement system for California, AQMD and other local agencies administering bond monies are required to fund projects based on the total emission reductions expected in the State (not just their local area).  The majority of the travel or operation must be in one or more of the trade corridors.

AQMD’s current Program Announcement was prepared using these Guidelines.  It is each applicant’s responsibility to read the guidelines and ensure that submitted applications for funding are compliant with all stated requirements. 
GENERAL PROGRAM INFORMATION

AQMD’s primary focus for this Program is to expeditiously achieve cost-effective emission reductions from heavy-duty vehicles and equipment used regularly in goods movement applications within the Los Angeles / Inland Empire trade corridor.  
Projects should be designed to ensure that the emission reductions expected through the deployment of low-emission engines or retrofit technologies under this program are real, surplus, and quantifiable.  All emission reductions resulting from funded projects will be retired by the AQMD.  To avoid double counting of emission reductions, project vehicles and/or equipment may not receive funding from any other government grant program that is designed to reduce mobile source emissions.  These programs include, but are not limited to:

· The Carl Moyer Memorial Air Quality Standards Attainment Program

· All Mobile Source Air Pollution Reduction Review Committee (MSRC) Programs

· All CARB Emission Reduction Credit Programs

· State of California School Bus Program

· AQMD Lower-Emissions School Bus Replacement Program

· AQMD Rule 2202 Air Quality Investment Program

· AQMD RECLAIM Air Quality Investment Program for NOx

· Emission credit programs encompassed in the AQMD Rule 1600-series and 1309.1

It is expected that multiple awards will be granted under this PA, subject to the approval of the AQMD’s Governing Board.  Total funding for this PA is $24,037,500. 

All proposals will be evaluated based on criteria set forth in this PA and the latest version of the Program Guidelines located at http://www.arb.ca.gov/bonds/gmbond/gmbond.htm.  The AQMD will evaluate and/or verify information submitted by the applicant.  At AQMD's discretion, consultants to the AQMD may conduct all or part of such evaluation and/or verification.  Data verification during the evaluation and contracting process may cause initial cost-effectiveness rankings, and associated awards, to change.  Furthermore, the AQMD reserves the right to make adjustments to awards based on the subsequent verification of information as well as changes in cost-effectiveness.

CARB held a public hearing on May 22, 2008 in Fresno and awarded these funds to eligible local agencies and projects.  

IMPORTANT PROGRAM INFORMATION 
The following is summary information.  Detailed requirements by specific types of projects and vehicles / equipment are provided in the Appendices.

· A number of the CARB fleet rules and air quality regulations currently being implemented reduce or eliminate eligibility for Proposition 1B funding.  Compliance with existing air quality regulations is a pre-requisite for Program funding. Only emissions in excess of a regulatory requirement can be considered for Program funding.  Applicants are responsible for ensuring that they are in full compliance with all applicable regulations and that vehicles/equipment requests under the Program provide surplus emissions reductions.
· Any tax obligation associated with the award is the responsibility of the grantee.  Individuals or companies receiving grant funding to upgrade or replace vehicles / equipment will be issued a 1099-G form by AQMD for the full award amount.
· All projects receiving Program funds must be operational within prescribed dates after contracts are executed between AQMD and the grantee.  For each type of project solicited under this Program Announcement, the following are the maximum allowable time to complete and close out a Prop 1B-funded equipment project (the time interval refers to the date of contract execution to the expenditure of Program funds):

· 18 months to verify project completion/close out payment for truck retrofit and replacement projects.

· 2 years to verify project completion/close out payment for locomotive projects.

· 3 years to verify project completion, obtain at least one year of data on actual use, and close out payment for truck stop or distribution center electrification projects.
· No third party contracts will be executed.

· Pre- and post-inspection of all vehicles/engines/equipment approved for funding will be conducted, as required.

· Destruction of the engine and/or equipment being replaced is required for repowers and replacement projects.
· Applicants must provide historical documentation of previous usage (fuel receipts or logs, mileage records, ledger entries, etc.) for the two years preceding the date of application. 

PROGRAM ADMINISTRATION

The Program will be administered locally by the AQMD through the Science and Technology Advancement office.  

FUNDING CATEGORIES AND HIGHLIGHTS OF NEW REGULATIONS
The specific project categories identified for funding under the AQMD’s 2008 Proposition 1B solicitation are identified below.  Additionally, the AQMD reserves the right to partially fund a project.

STATEMENT OF COMPLIANCE

SECTION II - WORK STATEMENT / REQUIREMENTS / DELIVERABLES

All applicants who are selected for funding awards must complete the Work Statement and Schedule of Deliverables described below as part of the contracting process.  Development of these materials for the initial application is NOT required; however, applicants must sign the Application form indicating their understanding of the requirements for submittal of additional project information to finalize a contract and that all vehicles, engines or equipment must be in operation within certain prescribed time periods (
that may vary by project and/or equipment type).  Unsigned applications will be deemed ineligible and will NOT be considered for funding.

WORK STATEMENT

It is essential that all funded projects achieve the air quality benefits as intended under CARB’s guidelines for the Program.  A scope of work will be provided to all grantees that includes tasks and deliverables demonstrating compliance with the requirements of the Proposition 1B Goods Movement Emissions Reduction Program as administered by CARB and the AQMD.  It is the responsibility of project applicants to develop detailed project plans that address the program criteria.  Additional information specific to the eligible project types is provided in the Appendices.  In addition, alternative fuel project applicants must include their plan for refueling the proposed vehicles/equipment, and if appropriate, should provide a letter of agreement from their fuel provider. 
Detailed requirements by specific project types and equipment are provided in the Appendices.  A major focus of AQMD’s FY 2007-2008 program is on heavy-duty diesel trucks that serve in non-drayage (port) applications.
  Under the Program, non-drayage Class 8 trucks used in goods movement applications fall in the “Other Heavy-Duty Diesel Trucks” category (see Appendix B).  As an example, below are the minimum criteria for projects involving retrofits in this source category:

· Any Program-funded diesel particulate filter must be installed and operational at least 6 months prior to a regulatory requirement for that level of emissions control under the best available control technology provisions of any adopted rule for in-use trucks.  In this 6 month time period, a Program-funded truck is not eligible to be included in any fleet averaging.

· Truck owners must: 

· Commit to at least 4 years of 100% California-only operation and California base-plated registration.  Dual plates, IRP, and any other out-of-state registrations are prohibited.

· Commit to at least 50% of travel in trade corridors for duration of contract term.

· Agree to accept an on-board electronic monitoring unit at any time during the contract term.

· Agree to equipment inspections.

· Comply with record-keeping*, reporting, and audit requirements.

· Sign a legally binding contract with the local agency including project milestone and completion deadlines.

· Properly maintain filter in good operating condition and according to manufacturer’s recommendations.

· Demonstrate proof of equipment warranty on filter.

· Demonstrate that any mid-1990s engine subject to the software upgrades for diesel trucks (i.e. chip reflash) has completed the upgrade.
· Certify that there are no outstanding ARB equipment violations associated with the equipment project application.
*Equipment owners / grantees are required to retain, at minimum, all documents, invoices, and correspondence associated with the application, award, contract, monitoring, enforcement, and reporting requirements at least two years after equipment project contact term or three years after final payment, whichever is later.  Records shall be readily available and accessible to AQMD, CARB, or their designee upon request for the purposes of ongoing evaluations or auditing.

DELIVERABLES (REPORTING) FOR EQUIPMENT OWNERS / GRANTEES
Upon receiving notification of award, equipment owners / grantees will be sent AQMD’s contract that meets State requirements for Proposition 1B equipment funding projects.  This contract will clearly list requirements of the equipment owner / grantee to assist in monitoring the project and providing regular progress reports about how funded vehicles or equipment are being used.  For example, in the case of Program-funded projects involving “Other Heavy-Duty Trucks”, owners shall be responsible for annual reporting that includes, but is not limited to: 
· Contact information (owner name, address, phone, etc.).

· Proof of California registration.

· Annual vehicle miles of travel (including mileage/activity logs for documentation).

· Certification of California-only operation (including certification that permits were not utilized to make out-of-state trips).

· Certification and documentation of at least 50% of travel in trade corridors.

· Summary of maintenance performed and inspections conducted.

· Certification that the bond-funded project was operated in accordance with signed contract and that all information submitted is true and accurate.

· Other information as requested by the local agency.

IMPORTANT NOTE: Each type of project and equipment category has its own reporting requirements.  Additional requirements for the equipment owner / grantee will be included in the contract.  Please refer to the Appendices (including AQMD’s boilerplate contract) for more details. 
NON-PERFORMANCE PROVISIONS 

All equipment project contracts are required by CARB to include non-performance provisions enforceable by the local agency (AQMD).  Non-performance on the part of the equipment owner / grantee includes, but is not limited to: 

· Failure to meet the terms and conditions of an executed equipment project contract, including but not limited to equipment operating conditions and geographic restrictions.

· Equipment/engine is non-operational or malfunctioning

· Failure to meet established deadlines for equipment project completion

· Failure to allow for an electronic monitoring device, or tampering with an installed device or data

· Misuse of direct payments to vendors provisions

· Insufficient, incomplete, or faulty equipment project documentation

· Failure to provide required documentation or reports in a timely manner

AQMD’s remedies for equipment project non-performance may include, but are not limited to:

· Recovery of all or a portion of Program funds

· Other fiscal penalties on equipment owners based on the severity of the non-performance

· Cancellation of the contract

· A ban on the equipment owner’s ability to participate in future State incentive programs

· Prohibiting a specific piece of equipment from participating in another State incentive program

SECTION III - PROPOSAL SUBMITTAL REQUIREMENTS

Proposers must complete the appropriate application forms, which are included in the Appendices, committing that the information requested in Section II, Work Statement/Schedule of Deliverables will be submitted if the Proposer’s project is selected for funding.  In addition, Conflict of Interest and Project Cost information, as described below, must also be submitted with the application.  It is the responsibility of the proposer to ensure that all information submitted is accurate and complete.  Use the checklist provided in the Appendices to ensure all application elements are submitted.

CONFLICT OF INTEREST

Applicants must address any potential conflicts of interest with other clients affected by actions performed by the firm on behalf of the AQMD.  Although the proposer will not be automatically disqualified by reason of work performed for such firms, the AQMD reserves the right to consider the nature and extent of such work in evaluating the proposal.  Conflicts of interest will be screened on a case-by-case basis by the AQMD District Counsel’s Office.  Conflict of interest provisions of the state law, including the Political Reform Act, may apply to work performed pursuant to this contract.  Please discuss potential conflicts of interest on the application form entitled “Contracting Statements”.

PROJECT COST 

Applicants must provide cost information in their applications, as follows: 
· Total project cost

· Program dollars requested

· Source and amounts of other funding (private, local, other State, federal)

· Request for a direct payment to vendor (if applicable)

· Documentation of match funding availability 

All project costs must be clearly indicated in the application.  In addition, applicants should be sure to include any sources of co-funding and the amount of each co-funding source in the application.  Proposers are cautioned that the project life period (as determined by Program requirements) used in calculating emissions reductions will be used to determine the length of their data reporting obligation.  For example, a project that uses a ten year life for the emissions reduction calculations will require the grantee to sign a ten year contract, and operate the equipment / vehicle for the full ten years, including tracking and reporting activity.  
Applicants are not required to calculate their project’s cost-effectiveness.  AQMD will perform these calculations and rank all projects according to Program Guidelines. 

PROPOSAL SUBMISSION

All proposals must be submitted according to specifications set forth herein.  Failure to adhere to these specifications may be cause for rejection of the proposal without evaluation.

Application Forms: Program application forms by project and equipment type are provided in the attached Appendices.   For each type of project, all application forms must be completed and submitted with other required documents (i.e., Certifications and Representations) discussed below and in the corresponding appendix.  

Certifications and Representations: Appendix E of this PA must also be completed and submitted with the Application.  Appendix C consists of five forms that must be completed and returned with the application. 
Due Date - The proposer shall submit four (4) complete copies of the application in a sealed envelope, plainly marked in the upper left-hand corner with the name and address of the proposer and the words "Program Announcement # PA2008–10”.  All proposals/applications shall be submitted in an environmentally friendly format: stapled, not bound, black and white print; no three-ring, spiral, or plastic binders, and no card stock or colored paper.  Applicants must also submit a CD of the application in Microsoft Word format.
All proposals must be received no later than 1:00 p.m., on Friday, July 18, 2008.  Postmarks are not accepted as proof of deadline compliance.  Faxed or e-mailed proposals will not be accepted.  Proposals must be directed to:

Any correction or resubmission done by the proposer will not extend the submittal due date.

Grounds for Rejection - A proposal may be immediately rejected if:

· It is not prepared in the format described

· It is not signed by an individual authorized to represent the firm

· Does not include current cost quotes, Contractor Statement Forms and other forms required in this PA
Missing Information – Within 10 business days of the proposal due date, AQMD will send letters to applicants regarding missing information.  Applicants will have 7 days to provide any missing information requested in this letter.  Any additional information will also have a 7 day deadline.
 
Disposition of Proposals - The AQMD reserves the right to reject any or all proposals.  All responses become the property of the AQMD.  One copy of the proposal shall be retained for AQMD files.  Additional copies and materials will be returned only if requested and at the proposer's expense.

Modification or Withdrawal - Once submitted, proposals cannot be altered without the prior written consent of AQMD.  All proposals shall constitute firm offers and may not be withdrawn for a period of ninety (90) days following the last day to accept proposals.

Option 2 (repower) and Option 3 (replacement) are not included under this current AQMD Program Announcement, and therefore no application package is included for repowers projects.  This Program Announcement is only soliciting intermodal rail yard truck retrofit projects.

1. Background

Emissions from the trucks themselves, together with their auxiliary power units for cabin comfort and transport refrigeration units that chill perishable loads, impact nearby communities.  CARB already has several regulations in place that are substantially reducing emissions from heavy-duty trucks, truck idling, transport refrigeration units, and auxiliary power units over the next few years.  

· On July 22, 2004, CARB adopted a rule limiting unnecessary diesel truck idling to 5 minutes, beginning in February 2005.  On October 20, 2005, CARB amended the rule so sleeper berth equipped trucks must comply with the 5-minute idling rule, beginning in January 2008.  In addition, auxiliary power systems and fuel fired heaters on 2007 and newer trucks are subject to more stringent emission performance standards.

· On February 26, 2004, CARB adopted a rule for diesel-fueled Transport Refrigeration Units (TRU) and TRU generator sets, and facilities where TRUs operate.  This rule requires these sources to reduce diesel PM emissions to meet idling emission performance standards, beginning in January 2009.

CARB is also developing a comprehensive rule to accelerate the cleanup and replacement of commercial diesel trucks operating in California – this rule is scheduled for Board consideration in Fall 2008.  Current proposals call for diesel PM filters by the end of 2009, upgrades to a model year 2007 or newer truck by the end of 2013, and subsequent upgrades to a model year 2010 or newer truck.

Despite the diminishing returns, CARB staff has acknowledged that electrification of a truck stop, intermodal facility, distribution center, or other place where trucks congregate may be useful to reduce emissions in the near term at high use facilities with neighborhoods nearby.  This Appendix provides a general methodology and standard that an equipment owner shall meet to apply for bond funding.  

The equipment owner shall work with the AQMD to estimate the baseline emissions from existing operations, after accounting for the benefits of all adopted regulations.  The equipment owner shall provide the proposed operating statistics for the project and calculate the resulting change in emissions over a ten year period.  Based on the bond funding requested, if the weighted reductions per State dollar invested is better than the average for truck replacement projects, the electrification project shall be eligible to compete against other truck proposals for funding.

Appendix F - Sample Contract

This Contract consists of *** pages.

1. PARTIES - The parties to this Contract are the South Coast Air Quality Management District (referred to here as "AQMD") whose address is 21865 Copley Drive, Diamond Bar, California 91765-4178, and *** (referred to here as "CONTRACTOR") whose address is ***.

2. RECITALS 

A. AQMD is the local agency with primary responsibility for regulating stationary source air pollution in the South Coast Air Basin in the State of California.  AQMD is authorized to enter into this Contract under California Health and Safety Code Section 40489.  Through this Proposition 1B: Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program funded Contract the parties desire to fund the incremental costs of certain cleaner than required equipment in order to generate cost-effective and surplus air emission reductions within the South Coast Air Basin. Accordingly, AQMD desires to contract with CONTRACTOR for the project described in Attachment 1 - Statement of Work, attached hereto and made a part hereof.

B. CONTRACTOR is authorized to do business in the State of California and attests that it is in good tax standing with the California Franchise Tax Board.

C. All parties to this Contract have had the opportunity to have this Contract reviewed by their attorney.

D. CONTRACTOR agrees to obtain and maintain the required licenses, permits, and all other appropriate legal authorizations from all applicable federal, state and local jurisdictions and pay all applicable fees.

E. CONTRACTOR agrees that, in accordance with the California Air Resources Board’s (CARB) Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program Guidelines, both the AQMD and CARB or their designee may monitor and enforce the terms of this Contract. Accordingly, CONTRACTOR acknowledges that both the AQMD and CARB are beneficiaries of the work funded hereunder. CONTRACTOR has agreed to perform under this Contract to generate surplus emissions reductions.

3. PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS
A. CONTRACTOR warrants that it holds all necessary and required licenses and permits to perform this project.  CONTRACTOR further agrees to immediately notify AQMD in writing of any change in its licensing status.

B. CONTRACTOR shall submit reports to AQMD as outlined in Attachment 1 - Statement of Work.  All reports shall be submitted in an environmentally friendly format:  recycled paper; stapled, not bound; black and white, double-sided print; and no three-ring, spiral, or plastic binders or cardstock covers.  AQMD reserves the right to review, comment, and request changes to any report produced as a result of this Contract.

C. CONTRACTOR shall perform all tasks set forth in Attachment 1 - Statement of Work, and shall not engage, during the term of this Contract, in any performance of work that is in direct or indirect conflict with duties and responsibilities set forth in Attachment 1 - Statement of Work.

D. CONTRACTOR shall ensure, through its contracts with any subcontractor(s) that employees and agents performing under this Contract shall abide by the requirements set forth in this Clause.

4. TERM - The term of this Contract is from the date of execution by both parties or insert date]to ***, unless further extended by amendment of this Contract in writing.  No work shall commence until this Contract is fully executed by all parties. Notwithstanding the above end dates, the Contract term shall encompass both the project completion and project implementation/life periods, whichever is longer, to ensure that the AQMD and CARB can fully enforce the Contract terms during the life of this Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program-funded project.  

A. Project Completion – Project completion is the time frame starting with the date of contract execution by both parties to the date of project completion, i.e., the date the project becomes operational.  This is the time period when an engine, vehicle or piece of equipment is ordered, delivered and installed.

B. Project Implementation/Life - The project implementation time frame equals the project life.  Project life is the number of years that a Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program project obtains or is claimed to obtain surplus emissions reductions while operating in California.  Surplus emission reductions are reductions that are early or extra.  That is, the reductions occur prior to a rule compliance date or the reductions exceed the requirements of a rule or regulation.  The project implementation or project life equals the period of time during which CONTRACTOR is required to operate and maintain their Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program-funded engine, vehicle or equipment according to the terms of this Contract.

5. TIME PERIOD FOR CONTRACT EXECUTION   - This Contract must be signed by the CONTRACTOR and received by AQMD within sixty (60) days from the receipt of the Contract by the CONTRACTOR, otherwise this Contract shall be deemed null and void regardless of whether it was executed by CONTRACTOR. Time is of the essence in executing this Contract.

6. TERMINATION
A. If the CONTRACTOR fails to comply with any term or condition of this Contract, or fails to perform work in the manner agreed upon by the parties, including, but not limited to, the requirements of Attachment 1 - Statement of Work, this failure shall constitute a material breach of this Contract. The AQMD shall either notify the CONTRACTOR that it must timely cure this breach or provide written notification of AQMD’s intention to terminate this Contract and invoke the penalties under Clause 7, if applicable. The AQMD reserves all rights under law and equity to enforce this Contract or to recover damages.

B. Notwithstanding sub-Clause 6A, this Contract may be terminated without penalty prior to completion of the Contract term if the vehicles or equipment become inoperable through mechanical failure of components or systems and cannot be repaired or replaced and such failure is not caused by CONTRACTOR’s negligence, misuse or malfeasance. CONTRACTOR shall submit written documentation supporting any basis for early termination under this sub-Clause for the approval of AQMD.

C. AQMD reserves the right to terminate this Contract, in whole or in part, with or without cause, upon thirty (30) days written notice. Once such notice has been given, CONTRACTOR shall, except as otherwise directed by AQMD, discontinue any work being performed under this Contract and cancel any of CONTRACTOR’S orders for materials, facilities, and supplies in connection with such work, and shall use its best efforts to procure termination of existing subcontracts upon terms satisfactory to the AQMD. Thereafter, CONTRACTOR shall perform only such services as may be necessary to preserve and protect any work already in progress and to dispose of any property as requested by AQMD.

D. CONTRACTOR shall be paid in accordance with this Contract for all work performed before the effective date of termination under sub-Clause 6C. Before expiration of the thirty (30) days written notice in the manner specified in this Contract, CONTRACTOR shall promptly deliver to AQMD all copies of documentation and other information and data prepared or developed by CONTRACTOR under this Contract with the exception of a record copy of such materials, which may be retained by CONTRACTOR.

E. In the event proceedings in bankruptcy are commenced against CONTRACTOR, and CONTRACTOR is adjudged bankrupt or a receiver is appointed and qualifies, the AQMD may terminate this Contract and all further rights and obligations hereunder by giving five (5) days notice, in writing, in the manner specified in this Contract. CONTRACTOR agrees AQMD shall have lien rights on any equipment and/or vehicles purchased in whole or part by the CONTRACTOR for this program. The AQMD shall have lien rights until the CONTRACTOR either returns all such equipment and/or vehicles to the AQMD or purchases such equipment and/or vehicles from the AQMD.

7. STIPULATED PENALTIES - CONTRACTOR is obligated to acquire and operate subject engines, equipment and/or vehicles as well as provide reports to AQMD throughout the term of this Contract.  Should CONTRACTOR desire to terminate this Contract in whole or in part prior to the end date for reasons other than those stated in sub-Clause 6B, CONTRACTOR shall reimburse AQMD for a prorated share of the funds provided under this Contract as determined by AQMD.

8. ALTERNATIVE FUEL USE – The purpose of this project is to reduce emissions from vehicles and equipment through the use of alternative fuels.  To achieve this purpose, CONTRACTOR agrees to utilize *** [identify fuel to be used] and the vehicles and/or equipment as specified in Attachment 1 -  Statement of Work, for the duration of this Contract and the life of the subject vehicles and/or equipment.  For the entire term of this Contract, CONTRACTOR shall use alternative fuel at least 75% of the annual mileage or engine hours of operation within the geographical bounds of the AQMD.  In the case of a dual fuel vehicle, CONTRACTOR agrees to demonstrate use of alternative fuel over 75% of the vehicle operating cycle, and 75% of the annual mileage or engine hours.  Exceptions to these requirements are vehicle(s) out of service for an extended period because of accident or repair or unavailability of fuel.  CONTRACTOR is required to provide data regarding vehicle mileage accumulation and fuel purchased as part of the quarterly and annual reports. (USE IF PROCURING ALT FUEL ENGINE/VEHICLE)

9. FUNDING FOR ALTERNATIVE FUEL – The AQMD shall fund the cost difference between conventional fuel and the alternative fuel used under this Contract.  The fuel purchase is an integral part of the engine purchase, re-power, or retrofit. (OPTIONAL-USE IF REQUESTED ON CRAM)
10. INSURANCE
A. CONTRACTOR shall furnish evidence to AQMD of workers' compensation insurance for each of its employees, in accordance with either California or other states’ applicable statutory requirements prior to commencement of any work on this Contract.

B. CONTRACTOR shall furnish evidence to AQMD of general liability insurance with a limit of at least $1,000,000 per occurrence, and $2,000,000 in a general aggregate prior to commencement of any work on this Contract.  AQMD shall be named as an additional insured on any such liability policy, and thirty (30) days written notice prior to cancellation of any such insurance shall be given by CONTRACTOR to AQMD.

C. CONTRACTOR shall furnish evidence to AQMD of automobile liability insurance with limits of at least $100,000 per person and $300,000 per accident for bodily injuries, and $50,000 in property damage, or $1,000,000 combined single limit for bodily injury or property damage, prior to commencement of any work on this Contract. AQMD shall be named as an additional insured on any such liability policy, and thirty (30) days written notice prior to cancellation of any such insurance shall be given by CONTRACTOR to AQMD.

D. If CONTRACTOR fails to maintain the required insurance coverage set forth above, AQMD reserves the right either to purchase such additional insurance and to deduct the cost thereof from any payments owed to CONTRACTOR or terminate this Contract for breach.

E. All insurance certificates should be mailed to: AQMD Risk Management, 21865 Copley Drive, Diamond Bar, CA 91765-4182. The AQMD Contract Number must be included on the face of the certificate.
F. By execution of this Contract, CONTRACTOR agrees to maintain the above required insurance as well as property insurance with sufficient limits to cover the loss of the engines, vehicles and/or equipment funded under this Contract. CONTRACTOR must provide updates on the insurance coverage throughout the term of the Contract to ensure that there is no break in coverage during the period of Contract performance. Failure to provide evidence of current coverage shall be grounds for termination for breach of Contract.

G. CONTRACTOR agrees to flow the insurance requirements set forth above to all subcontractors.

11. INDEMNIFICATION - CONTRACTOR agrees to hold harmless and indemnify AQMD, its officers, employees, agents, representatives, and successors-in-interest against any and all loss, damage, cost, lawsuits, demands, judgments, legal fees or any other expenses which AQMD, its officers, employees, agents, representatives, and successors-in-interest may incur or be required to pay by reason of any injury or property damage arising from the negligent or intentional conduct or omission of CONTRACTOR, its employees, its subcontractors, or its agents in the performance of this Contract.

12. USE OF VEHICLE AND EQUIPMENT  

A. CONTRACTOR shall accrue at least 75 50% of each vehicle’s annual mileage or engine hours of operation within the geographical bounds of the AQMD  Los Angeles/Inland Empire trade corridor as defined in the Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program guidelines.  Information included in the annual reports required under this Contract will be used to verify this usage.

B.  CONTRACTOR is prohibited from removing the vehicles or equipment from service in California during the term of this Contract, unless the vehicles or equipment become inoperable through mechanical failure of components or systems, and cannot be repaired or replaced, and such failure is not caused by CONTRACTOR’S negligence, misuse, or malfeasance.

13. COMPLIANCE WITH GOODS MOVEMENT EMISSION REDUCTION PROGRAM GUIDELINES  – CONTRACTOR warrants that the project upon which this Contract is based complies with all the Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program guidelines as outlined below:

A. The project is not required by any local, state and/or federal rule, regulation or MOU, including tenant agreements, currently in effect.

B. The low emissions technology has been certified or verified by CARB and meets the current NOx, PM and/or ROG requirements. If the low emissions technology is not certified or verified it may be approved based on a CARB case-by-case evaluation. When approved by a CARB case-by-case evaluation, the method for emissions verification must be included as part of the Contract in Attachment 1 – Statement of Work.

C. Rights to the emission reductions must not be claimed by any participant as emission reduction credits or in an Averaging Banking and Trading Program.  In addition, rights to the emission reductions may not be claimed by the engine or equipment manufacturer in any flexibility or “early introduction” incentive program.

D. The new engine/equipment/vehicle must not have been purchased (i.e., paid for) prior to the effective date of the Contract. Note: CONTRACTOR is advised that pursuant to AQMD policy, the engine, vehicle and/or equipment must not have been ordered prior to the date of the AQMD Governing Board approval of the Contract.

E. For replacements and re-powers, the existing (old) engine must be destroyed and rendered useless. For replacements, frame rails of the old vehicle must be also cut.  There must be no cannibalization of parts from the old engine. Engines must have a complete and fully visible and legible engine serial number in order to be eligible for an engine re-power. The destruction of the engine must be documented by the AQMD seeing the destroyed engine or the receipt from the qualified vehicle salvage yard. Engines without a visible and legible serial number may be re-powered if AQMD staff stamp the engine block with the Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program project number and the AQMD staff is present to personally verify engine removal from the project vehicle or equipment and the subsequent engine destruction. 

F. The engines, vehicles and/or equipment funded under this Contract must remain in service for the project life and operate within the geographical boundaries of the AQMD State of California for the minimum usage specified in this Contract.

14. ELECTRONIC MONITORING UNIT -   CONTRACTOR shall install an Electronic Monitoring Unit (EMU) for each new engine or engines that have been re-powered or retrofitted with funds under this Contract.  CONTRACTOR shall complete all reporting required under this Contract through the electronic data system. OPTIONAL-USE IF REQUESTED ON CRAM WILL BE INCLUDED LATER IN PROGRAM.

15. INCORPORATION OF GOODS MOVEMENT EMISSION REDUCTION PROGRAM APPLICATION AND AQMD’s GOODS MOVEMENT EMISSION REDUCTION PROGRAM ANNOUNCEMENT – The following documents are hereby incorporated by reference and made part of this Contract.: (1) CONTRACTOR’S application for the project funded under this Contract, and; (2) the AQMD’s Program Announcement for Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program as adopted by the AQMD Governing Board on May 2, 2008.
16. MAINTENANCE OF VEHICLES, ENGINES AND EQUIPMENT - CONTRACTOR shall maintain the engine, vehicle or equipment funded under this Contract in accordance with the manufacturer’s specifications for the life of the project.  CONTRACTOR acknowledges that no tampering with the engine, vehicle, or equipment is permitted.   CONTRACTOR shall be responsible for maintaining a working hour meter or other approved measuring device or method to track vehicle usage and demonstrate that the vehicle is operated according to the parameters used to calculate emissions reductions and cost effectiveness.  If the hour meter/usage device fails, the CONTRACTOR remains responsible for validating any hours not recorded by the hour meter/usage device.  The CONTRACTOR must either repair or replace the non-operating meter/device or provide other documentation of equipment operating hours acceptable to AQMD.

17. USE OF CARB-VERIFIED RETROFIT DEVICE FOR REPOWERS – If available, CONTRACTOR is required to install the highest level CARB-verified retrofit device for all re-powers funded under this Contract. (INCLUDE IF REPOWERING ENGINES/VEHICLES)
18. ON-SITE INSPECTIONS  - AQMD, CARB, or their designee(s) shall have the right to inspect the engine(s) and/or records relating to the engine during the term of the Contract.

19. INSPECTIONS – A pre-inspection shall be conducted by the AQMD on all vehicles to be replaced pursuant to this Contract. AQMD will verify that all requirements of the Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program regarding eligibility of existing vehicles are met. This includes the year of the vehicle to be replaced, operational condition, mileage, vehicle and engine identification. A post-inspection shall be conducted by the AQMD upon receipt of a new vehicle by dealer.  Final payment will not be made until the AQMD verifies that the engine(s) and equipment listed in the Contract has/have been installed, that the engine is operational in the equipment or vehicle as stated in the Contract, and, where applicable, the baseline engine(s) or vehicle(s) has/have been destroyed and rendered useless and there is no evidence of cannibalization of parts from the old engine(s).

20. POST-INSPECTION – A post-inspection shall be conducted by the AQMD after receipt of a final invoice from the CONTRACTOR.  Final payment will not be made until the AQMD verifies that the engine(s) listed in the Contract has/have been installed, that the engine is operational in the equipment or vehicle as stated in the Contract, and, where applicable, the baseline engine(s) or vehicle(s) has/have been destroyed and rendered useless and there is no evidence of cannibalization of parts from the old engine(s).
21. AUDIT RIGHTS -  AQMD, CARB or a third party designee shall have the right to conduct a fiscal audit of the project during the life of the project.

22. MONITORING AND ENFORCEMENT OF CONTRACTS TERMS - CONTRACTOR agrees that AQMD and CARB have the authority to enforce the terms of this Contract at any time during the project life to ensure that emission reductions under this Contract are obtained. AQMD and CARB will seek whatever legal, equitable and other remedies are available under State Law for the CONTRACTOR’s failure to comply with the terms of this Contract or with the Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program – Final Guidelines for Implementation, adopted February 28, 2008 requirements incorporated herein.

23. RECORDS AND RECORDS RETENTION – CONTRACTOR shall maintain records related to this project and retain these records for at least three years after expiration of the term of the Contract.

24. REPORTING REQUIREMENTS - CONTRACTOR shall submit reports in accordance with Attachments 1, 1A and 1B. Non-compliance with the reporting requirements of this Contract shall result in the implementation of on-site monitoring by the AQMD.

25. SUCCESSORS-IN-INTEREST   – This Contract shall be binding on and inure to the benefit of each party’s heirs, executors, administrators, successors, and assigns.

26. PROJECT USAGE – If the project usage reported in the annual report is thirty (30) percent above or below the usage specified in Attachment 1 – Statement of Work, the AQMD shall flag the project. Any project that has been flagged for performance shall be evaluated over a multiyear basis. If the project’s usage does not average out to within 30 percent of the usage specified in Attachment 1 over at least a three-year period, the AQMD shall take appropriate action to ensure the contracted emissions reductions are realized. Appropriate actions include, but are not limited to, recapturing funds from the project in proportion to the loss in emissions reductions or extending the project life.

27. GOODS MOVEMENT EMISSION REDUCTION PROGRAM DISCLOSURE STATEMENT - CONTRACTOR hereby certifies that upon execution of this Contract for the herein described Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program project, CONTRACTOR shall not submit another application or execute another Contract for the same specific engine(s) with any other source of funds, including but not limited to, other districts or to the California Air Resources Board (CARB) for a multi-district solicitation. CONTRACTOR acknowledges that violation of this certification shall, at a minimum, result in CONTRACTOR being disqualified from receiving funding for that engine(s) from all sources and may result in CONTRACTOR being banned from submitting future applications to any and all Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program solicitations. In addition, as a violation of law, including but not limited to the Business and Professions Code, CARB and the districts may levy fines and/or seek criminal charges. CONTRACTOR to initial here acknowledging compliance _________________.

28. PAYMENT
A. AQMD shall reimburse CONTRACTOR an amount not to exceed *** Dollars ($***) as provided in Attachment 2, Payment Schedule, to this Contract. CONTRACTOR shall be entitled to such reimbursement for purchase of the vehicles, engines and/or equipment specified in Attachment 1 - sow. Payment of the above amount shall be made directly to the engine dealer or distributor upon submission of an itemized invoice from the CONTRACTOR requesting that such direct payment be made.

C. No waiver, alteration, or modification of any of the provisions herein shall be binding on any party unless in writing and signed by the party against whom enforcement of such waiver, alteration, or modification is sought.

A controlling owner (50% or greater interest as a shareholder or as a general partner) in one entity also is a controlling owner in the other entity.
