Dr. Lyou expressed the following concerns regarding the Chairman’s initiative regarding ERCs: (i) a possibility that the market may be cornered by investors who may or may not be hoarding credits;                  (ii) increase in the price of credits; and (iii) constraints placed on businesses who are trying to create new or expand existing businesses, and their need for credits.

Dr. Lyou indicated that it is difficult to balance ERCs because as the price of the credits goes up, it provides incentives for people to develop ways to reduce their emissions. However, intervening in the system in an attempt to stabilize the price may undercut the ultimate objectives to create incentives for people to reduce pollutants.

Dr. Lyou expressed support for something that would get to the broader question of these fundamental issues instead of what is going           on with private investors, noting that once companies are given the opportunity to develop new emission reduction technologies, and upon the technology being introduced, demonstrated, and credits given, the next company that installs the equipment will not be given those credits again because it becomes BACT.

The following individuals addressed the Board to speak on Agenda Items 3A and 3B.



JESSE N. MARQUEZ, Coalition for a Safe Environment

Expressed support for voluntary greenhouse gas reduction programs and the reduction of air pollutants; and opposition for a credit program that allows polluters to buy their way out of reducing pollution while continuing to pollute in hot spot communities such as Wilmington.


Requested that the AQMD establish policies, rules and regulations, enforce AB 32, and make reducing greenhouse gases and other air pollutants mandatory. Noted that the public has a right to clean air and assurance from air regulatory agencies to reduce air pollutants.
JESUS TORRES, Communities for a Better Environment

Expressed concern that the proposed climate initiative would allow companies to trade toxic pollutants, cause inappropriate trading of methane, and increase emissions of fossil fuel sources in the Wilmington community.

Requested that the Board continue Agenda Item 3A to the March 7, 2008 Board meeting, in order to further address: (i) controlling greenhouse gases from industrial sources that pollute the Wilmington area; (ii) CO2 and methane at refineries, power plants, and the ports; and (iii) other sources that come from fossil fuel combustion and cause emissions of carbon monoxide, VOC, NOx, SOx, PM, and toxins.
GREG ADAMS, Los Angeles County Sanitation Districts

Expressed support for the Chairman’s initiative and for staff including a mechanism for certification of voluntary greenhouse gas credits, and the set up of a registration and exchange program.

Suggested that the program include a mechanism that would protect generated credits for those who participate; and to add at the end of the objectives included on Page 2 of the Board letter: “that as far as possible and practicable to protect the credits that are generated from what is occurring in Sacramento and Washington DC, so that the credits become truly valuable.”

Jill Whynot, Director of Strategic Initiatives, provided a brief overview on the implementation of the Chairman's Initiative-SoCal Climate Solutions Exchange.  As the program is further developed, staff will work closely with the CARB Board, stakeholders, and the Board’s newly formed Climate Protection Committee. Staff will also report on a quarterly basis to the committee, provide a report on the program’s development at the         May or June 2008 Board meeting, and based on the Board’s direction,  will bring enabling rules to the Board at the September 5, 2008 meeting.

Dr. Wallerstein confirmed that he had several discussions with CARB representatives on coordinating AQMD’s and CARB’s efforts with regard to AB 32.  CARB will participate in the work group, and a meeting will be held to make sure that the AQMD and CARB are complementing each other’s activities before the work group is initiated. CARB’s interest is in early reductions for AB 32, and the program would provide an opportunity for early emission reductions in the South Coast Basin that would be valid, cost effective, and ensure businesses investing in the technology are getting their money’s worth.

Dr. Wallerstein confirmed that AQMD is a sponsor of the local government workshops, participating air districts will use protocols approved by CARB, staff’s expertise will be utilized to encourage businesses to participate in the early reduction program, and the AQMD will keep a database of the credits. Staff will address the issue of surplus credits during the rule development process, and it is not staff’s intent to give credits out for something that is required by CARB regulation under          AB 32. Credits will be provided for early greenhouse emission reductions.


Dr. Lyou indicated that he understood the rationale and desire to obtain early greenhouse gas emissions, and the need to provide a verifiable and valid way for project proponents in cities and counties to identify mitigation measures under CEQA. However, his concern is the banking and trading aspects, namely allowing and encouraging people to generate huge profits by taking early action to reduce emissions when CARB may take action to make early action mandatory, and not a credit.  He further indicated the program would be a great opportunity to capture diesel exhaust black carbon; however, he is uncertain how the AQMD could get around the environmental justice problems.

Chairman Burke clarified that banking and trading had already been established and is not before the Board today. He further indicated            that the Attorney General indicated in a meeting that also included                   Dr. Wallerstein, that he would like to work with the AQMD in developing policies, information and procedures so that people in his office can perform the task of reducing greenhouse-gas pollution.

Ms. Carney expressed concern that the Board had not had the opportunity to completely discuss the proposal or give guidance to staff due to the cancellation of the Board workshop on climate change.  Therefore, she would like the Board to have a session before moving forward on developing protocols and a rule proposal that encourages early reduction strategies due to the large amount of money that is involved, and to address the objections raised by the environmental groups.

In response to Ms. Carney’s concern, Chairman Burke suggested that discussion on the proposal could be included in the Board’s April workshop in Newport Beach.

Mr. Pulido indicated that the AQMD should view the Attorney General as a strong ally because reducing pollution is his number one issue; and he concurs that the Board session is necessary, as well as for the committee formed by Chairman Burke to work actively with staff on the volunteer program.

Dr. Lyou requested a clarification to the portion of the minutes under Information Items: 2) Southern California Association of Governments 2008 Regional Transportation Plan that read, “Overall the Plan is to achieve an          8% increase in vehicle travel speeds, an 18% reduction in delays, reduce the consumption of fossil fuels, and help meet air quality mandates.”  He indicated that there were two different comparisons in the plan - one, a comparison to a 2003 baseline and the other, a comparison to a 2035 baseline if the plan is not adopted. He believed the comparison noted in the minutes was a comparison to the 2035 baseline if nothing else is adopted, and, therefore, suggested the minutes may need to be revised to make that clarification. He noted also that this would need to be addressed under Item 31 as well, which pertained to AQMD’s comment letter to SCAG on the RTP.
Dr. Wallerstein confirmed that the minutes would be clarified to apply the required baseline upon staff’s review of the plan.

Dr. Lyou expressed concern that the letter to SCAG regarding the regional transportation plan (RTP) was not forceful enough, and suggested that staff make demands rather than suggestions or recommendations, especially in the areas of electrification of rail use within the region and the expansion of rail projects.

Dr. Wallerstein indicated if it is the Board’s desire, staff could strengthen the wording. He further indicated that electrified rail would be beneficial especially as it relates to goods movement, and staff could reflect the Board’s desire during oral testimony.


In response to Mr. Antonovich‘s question, Dr. Wallerstein noted that electrified rail has the benefit of eliminating NOx emissions and all other pollutants; and confirmed that AQMD would be encouraging the use of all zero emission technologies, not just electrification.

Mr. Cacciotti indicated that as a Board Member of SCAG he would recommend changes to the RTP, if necessary, and he understands and appreciates Dr. Lyou’s comments that a strong message is necessary. He further indicated that SCAG has discussed the merits of electrification, are interested in further discussion, and hope to have a partner to address the railroads.

Receive Public Input on Executive Officer’s Proposed Program Goals/Objectives for FY 2008-09


Dr. Wallerstein gave the staff report. The mission statement was updated to reflect the Board’s principal work programs for 2008-09, with the inclusion of language, such as, seeking a fair share of Prop 1B federal government funds, an item to reemphasize prompt response to community air quality complaints, further outreach to local governments to ensure AB 2766 expenditures are consistent with the measures included  the AQMP, and clarification of the Clean Port initiative to provide additional detail for the steps that must occur over the next 12 month period.

The public hearing was opened, and the Board heard testimony from the following individual.

WILLIAM DAVIS, Business Representative/Legal Counsel Teamsters Local 911


Requested that the Board add “STAFF” to the end of the title under Roman Numeral III, Page 6: III. OPERATE EFFICIENTLY AND IN A MANNER SENSITIVE TO BUSINESSES AND THE PUBLIC.  He indicated that staff is the engine that drives the goals and objectives of AQMD, and requested that as negotiations begin that the Board adopt fair and commensurate salaries for the individuals in the technical, enforcement, office, clerical and maintenance unit.


Regarding Section IB6, strategically using civil penalties and criminal referrals to incentivize compliance and to deter non-compliance, Ms. Carney commented on the fact that the minimum penalties had not been changed in a number of years, and seemed to her quite small. She suggested that staff review the penalties to determine if they really do incentivize compliance and are fair to those businesses that are complying, as opposed to those that are not; or if those penalties should be increased.
Mr. Cacciotti suggested the following changes to the Mission Statement:  1) Section I A9, first sentence, include “solar installation”; 2) Section IF, include “partnering with the utilities, the faith communities, and education groups, specifically K-12, community colleges, and 4-year public and private institutions”; and 3) incorporate in Section IIE: “continue to support community/business efforts that create business awareness, educate the public about the harmful impact of vehicle and other forms of emissions on the environment, health of the people, pets, and wildlife.”

Ms. Reyes Uranga suggested that Section III include “STAFF” in the title: OPERATE EFFICIENTLY AND IN A MANNER SENSITIVE TO BUSINESSES, THE PUBLIC, AND STAFF.

Amend Rule 1110.2 - Emissions from Gaseous- and Liquid-Fueled Engines

Laki Tisopulos, Asst. DEO of Planning, Rule Development and Area Sources, gave the staff report. An errata sheet containing a revision                           to Subclause(f)(1)(A)(ii)(VI) and adding a paragraph to the resolution, was distributed to the Board Members and copies made available to the public.


The public hearing was opened, and the Board heard testimony from the following individuals.

RICK LIND, Bear Valley Electric Service (BVES)


Requested that BVES, a private regulated utility, be exempt from installing CO CEMS and that the AQMD approve its request to increase CO monitoring with portable analyzers, in the same manner as public agencies with similar engines are allowed.

Requested that the proposed text which would establish some allowance for the Bear Valley Power Plant operations during electrical transmission line outages, which would limit the facility to 1,000 hours per year of operation, be removed from PAR 1110.2.  (Submitted written comments).

MICHAEL TURNER, Los Angeles Co Metropolitan Transportation Authority


Requested that staff propose a rule that allows for weekly testing. Expressed concern that the three-strike rule would cost $200,000 per contract and open its contracts for renegotiations, and the CEMS requirement could cost $12 million on a monitoring system.


Indicated that weekly testing combined with the creation of the advisory committee will allow the Los Angeles County Metropolitan Transportation Authority to identify and solve problems that may arise; however, he would need to bring back to his Board the regulation proposed by staff.

Mr. Yates clarified that if the generators are operating suitably to not pollute there would not be a $12 million cost as indicated by Mr. Turner, and that the Stationary Source Committee worked with the other utilities to exempt the                    Los Angeles County Transportation Authority; however, the Board has an obligation to the people in the South Coast Basin to clean up the air.


Mr. Antonovich suggested that Mr. Turner attend and participate in the Stationary Source Committee meetings so that his questions and concerns can be addressed prior to the Board meeting.

There being no further public testimony on this item, the public hearing was closed.


Ms. Perry, Mr. Cacciotti, and Mr. Ovitt indicated that they were not present 
at the January 4, 2008 Board meeting when Rule 1110.2 was initially before the 
Board and would abstain from voting on Agenda Item 33.

Revise Subclause (f)(1)(A)(ii)(VI) as follows

(VI) In lieu of complying with this clausesubclause (f)(1)(A)(ii)(I), an operator that is a public agency, or is contracted to operate engines solely for a public agency, may comply with the Inspection and Monitoring Plan requirements of subparagraph (f)(1)(D), except that the operator shall conduct emission checks at least weekly or every 150 operating hours, whichever occurs later.  If any such engine is found to exceed an applicable NOx or CO limit by the operator or by a source test required by subparagraph (f)(1)(C) or District staff test using a portable analyzer on more than three or more occasions in any 12six-month period, the operator shall comply with the CEMS requirements of this subparagraph for such engine in accordance with the compliance schedule of Table VIVII, except that the operator shall submit a CEMS application to the Executive Officer within six months of the third exceedance.

Add the following paragraph to the Resolution

Whereas, the Executive Officer will convene a Rule 1110.2 Implementation Advisory Committee of affected sources to address rule implementation issues, and help develop any necessary guidelines to assure consistent implementation of rule requirements; and

Expressed support for PAR 1171 and the extension of the date included in the errata sheet.
GERRY BONETTO, Printing Industries Association


Expressed support for PAR 1171 and the extension for ultraviolet/electron beam lithographic and screen printing, and thanked staff for their professionalism during the rule making process.
RUBEN LAGUNA, Pacific Coast Lacquer

Expressed support for the amendments to extend the ultraviolet/electron beam solvents cleaning application to conduct further testing in the field, the   solvent supplier rule for information reporting, and the written dilution instructions for cleaning solvents effective September 1, 2008.
CHRISTIAN GEMGNANI, RR Donnelly


Expressed opposition to PAR 1171, noting that the 100 grams-per-liter products do not work for their operations and requested a 500 grams-per-liter VOC limit as proposed for ultraviolet printers.


Expressed difficulties in complying with PAR 1171, and indicated they cannot use acetone as an exempt solvent because they have high temperature dryers that can cause an explosion, rinse with water on the run because it will break the web, nor can they break down the presses on a daily basis to clean them.

Ms. Lockie confirmed that staff recognizes the amount of time                        RR Donnelly has spent in testing formulations, they are in compliance, and have been cooperative. However, staff has worked with companies with similar presses that have successfully identified formulations that work. Staff encourages RR Donnelly to contact vendors of compliant solvent to find a formulation compatible with their process, and staff will also work with them in finding more suitable formulations.

Dr. Wallerstein confirmed that he would personally visit the facility and report back to the Stationary Source Committee.
RITA LOOF, RadTech


Expressed support for staff’s proposal and extension, noting that they are committed to working with the AQMD, and ask staff that as they become aware of low VOC cleaners that they work and share information with industry, as they are committed to placing the information on its web site and encouraging companies to accept those products.

Mr. Ovitt indicated that a number of hospitals in his region have requested that Agenda Item 35 be continued to the March 7, 2008 Board meeting, in order to make sure they can comply with State seismic regulations. He further indicated that a hospital in Redlands has three back up generators; however, if the hospital complies with AQMD’s rule they would not be in compliance with the State law that requires the hospital to have three generators.

Mr. Antonovich suggested that staff contact the hospital’s administrator rather than the name listed on a permit, noting that the 400 hospitals in the four counties can be dramatically impacted by equipment that saves life and ignoring medical facilities’ abilities to have involvement in the policy endangers those lives.

Susan Nakamura, Planning & Rules Manager, read an errata sheet containing proposed provisions to address the hospital’s situation. The errata sheet was provided to the Board and copies made available to the public.


The public hearing was opened, and the Board heard testimony from the following individuals.

Expressed support for the continuance of PAR 1401 to the March Board meeting, commended staff for contacting them, and noted that the hospitals have a different type of mailing list which would be provided to staff.

Expressed support for rules and regulations that can be put into place to address diesel PM as a toxic air contaminant, and requested that staff, during the rulemaking process put into place formal notification for licensing and permitting agencies when a location becomes critical to the health of the residents of the South Coast Basin.
