AIR QUALITY INSTITUTE – PHASE III
REQUEST FOR CONTRACT EXTENSION
Objective:

The objective of the Air Quality Institute (AQI) has been to educate and inform the public and, in particular, first-tier policy makers, including but not limited to, elected and appointed officials, business and community leaders, editorial boards, other media representatives, and staff members from pertinent agencies.  The message to be conveyed has focused on the South Coast Air Quality Management District (AQMD) Board’s initiatives and priorities with emphasis on the critical need to reduce mobile source emissions.
In accordance with Attachment 1 of Contract No: 07351, the contractor (Cordoba Corporation) has coordinated with AQMD staff to plan, organize, execute and conduct at least 8 AQI events, including at least one in each county within AQMD’s jurisdiction, as well as 4 other AQI seminars as directed by the AQMD.  The contract allows for two one-year renewals for the same services.

Review of the 2007-2008 AQI Program:

In consultation with AQMD staff, the contractor created partnerships with stakeholder groups to prepare educational briefings targeting their key decision-makers and leaders, with the intention of working together toward mutual public policy goals.  The initial stakeholder groups identified have included: Healthcare Professionals; Faith Based Communities; Port Communities; Organized Labor; and the Entertainment Community.  Outreach to key leaders in each of these stakeholder groups has occurred during the initial months of the contract, with the intention of developing guidelines for educational briefings for upcoming AQI events.  To date, the following AQI briefings or events have occurred or are scheduled to occur:

The eight briefings will have reached over 250 key leaders through educational briefings designed to convey AQMD’s initiatives and priorities with emphasis on the critical need to reduce mobile source emissions.  Substantial achievements have been recorded as a result of these educational briefings, including but not limited to:

· The decision by the Port Authority of New York and New Jersey to embrace a more aggressive policy toward reduction of emissions from marine vessels, resulting in their support of Senate Bill 1499 (Marine Vessels Emissions Reduction Act).
· The request for assistance from the Los Angeles County Medical Association, Orange County Medical Association, and California Medical Association to develop draft language for resolutions within their individual organizations calling for the reduction of particulate pollution from mobile sources.  Similar requests for assistance have been received by state medical associations from Virginia, Washington, Delaware, and Tennessee.
· The request from the American Medical Association’s (AMA) Council of Science and Public Health for more information and testimony to their body in anticipation of a nationwide AMA resolution in support of reduction in particulate pollution from mobile sources.

· The request from faith-based communities for the organization of an advisory council to AQMD that will serve as a two-way channel for information on air quality and environmental justice issues, and meet regularly.

· Assistance in the development of short-term, mid-term, and long-term solutions to emissions reduction caused by mobile sources from Environmental Justice groups and other Ports Communities groups, for consideration of possible future action.

Proposal for Contract Extension:

Based on the success achieved during the current year, Cordoba requests a one-year renewal of the existing contract with an expanded scope of work, which includes:

1. An enhanced focus of the AQI briefings to include:

a. Mobile source emissions, 
b. goods movement and ports emissions, and
c. climate change issues as related to air quality, including So Cal Climate Solutions Exchange.

2. Eight (8) AQI meetings, with at least two (2) in each county within AQMD’s jurisdiction. 
3. Further development and outreach to engage additional strategic partners and stakeholders for cooperation with AQMD.

The total amount of the contract will be $135,300 for a one-year period, which represents a CPI increase over the amount of the previous contract for the AQI.
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
