Objective

The objective of this Program Opportunity Notice (PON) is to solicit pre-proposals for co-funding consideration of advanced clean technology research, development, demonstration and deployment (RDD&D) projects in mobile source applications for the South Coast Air Basin.
Program Description

To help meet the need for advanced clean technologies and clean fuels to address the attainment of clean air standards in the South Coast Air Basin, the South Coast Air Quality Management District (AQMD) established the Technology Advancement in 1988 and adopted a Clean Fuels Program.  The Technology Advancement Office assists industry through an innovative public-private partnership by cosponsoring low- and zero-emission technology research, development, demonstration, and deployment projects.  Since its inception, the AQMD has co-funded projects in partnership with private industry, technology developers and local, state, and federal agencies.  This public-private partnership has enabled the AQMD to leverage its public funds with outside investment to accelerate the implementation and commercialization of clean fuels and advanced technologies to reduce air pollutant emissions.
It is anticipated that 10-12 projects will be funded as a result of this PON and will range from $250,000 to $2,000,000 in AQMD funding per project depending on the nature and scope of the proposed work.  Candidate projects should be at a technology development stage that will result in real-world demonstrations of advanced, low- and zero-emission hardware.  Fundamental, laboratory or concept feasibility studies are not expected to be funded.  The AQMD seeks a minimum of 50% total project cost-sharing from submitters and/or other participants, but a higher level cost-sharing ratio of 1:4 by the participants is desired.  Cost-sharing must be contemporaneous to the proposed project and may include both direct cash and in-kind contributions.
Technology Areas Covered by PON #2009-01
Pre-proposals for RDD&D projects are sought in the following areas:

· Ultra-low-emission heavy-duty engines (less than half the NOx and PM emissions of the lowest 2010 model-year on-road diesel engine standards) 

· Plug-in vehicles with hybrid-electric propulsion.

· Medium- and Heavy-Duty hybrid trucks.

· Alternative-fuel hybrid-electric vehicles.
· Alternative-fuel hydraulic-hybrid vehicles.
· On-road vehicle alternatives including next generation natural gas vehicles, hydrogen fuel cell transit vehicles and renewable-fuel vehicles.

· Demonstrations of diesel alternative fuels including synthetic and emulsified fuels which reduce both NOx and PM emissions with minimal fuel consumption penalties.

· Off-road vehicle and equipment applications of alternative fuel and electric technologies, and emission control technologies for industrial and construction equipment, cargo handling equipment, airport ground support equipment, marine applications and locomotives.

· Renewable energy resource technologies including thermal, photovoltaic, wind and biomass as well as energy storage technologies used to compensate for the periodicity of some renewables.
· Technologies that reduce both greenhouse gas and criteria pollutant emissions will be highly considered.

Instructions for Pre-proposal Submittal

Pre-proposals must be stapled, produced in black-and-white type, shall not exceed three double-sided pages in length including the cover, and shall include the sections listed below.  The proposal may not be considered for funding if the required information is not included. 

1. Cover letter which must reference the following:

· Cite PON #2009-01
· Descriptive project title

· Contact information including principal investigator, business and mailing addresses, telephone number, fax number, and email address.

· Signature of the person authorized to represent the firm

2. Project description which must include the following:

· Concise description of proposed technology and principle of operation

· Summarized work program and expected contract deliverables

· Potential air quality benefits in the South Coast Air Basin and projected cost of technology

· Project time schedule

3. Qualifications and capabilities of project team

4. Proposed budget including requested funding from AQMD, total project cost, and a full breakdown of all in-kind and direct cost-sharing, secured and anticipated.  

Submitters are discouraged from including proprietary information in pre-proposals.  All responses become the property of the AQMD.  Submittal alone is not a basis for contract award and the AQMD reserves the right not to make any contract awards.  Any contract award for a field demonstration project resulting from this PON shall be contingent on evidence of a formal host site agreement.  Submitters shall be notified in writing of one of the following:

1. That their pre-proposal is declined, or
2. Submittal of a full proposal is requested for sole-source award consideration, or
3. Due to multiple submittals in the area of their pre-proposal or the proposed work could clearly be accomplished by multiple vendors, a detailed Request for Proposals will be issued at a later date.

All pre-proposals shall be reviewed following the PON closing date of May 1, 2009, at 5:00 pm.  The AQMD reserves the right to act upon specific pre-proposals prior to the stated closing date.  The submitter can expect preliminary feedback before August 1, 2009.

Evaluation Criteria

Pre-proposals will be evaluated on the basis of the following criteria:

1. Completeness of submittal and adherence to submittal guidelines

2. Consistency with technology areas identified
3. Target pollutant emission reduction potential and emissions inventory impact

4. Technological innovation and applicability

5. Potential to reduce the cost of emission control

6. Overall environmental impact

7. Contractor experience, capabilities and past performance

8. Commercialization and business development potential

9. Project cost-sharing
