The South Coast Air Quality Management District (SCAQMD) is a regional public agency with responsibility for improving air quality in the four-county South Coast Air Basin (Orange County and the non-desert portions of Los Angeles, Riverside and San Bernardino counties) and the Riverside County portions of the Salton Sea Air Basin and Mojave Desert Air Basin.  In addition to adopting, implementing, and enforcing air pollution control regulations, the SCAQMD reviews California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) documents prepared by other public agencies to evaluate the adequacy of the air quality analyses.  The SCAQMD may provide recommendations to the lead agency for improving the air quality analyses and identifying additional feasible mitigation measures, if necessary.

The SCAQMD would like to make the following comments to assist the City of Carson with a more informative and effective Negative Declaration, Mitigated Negative Declaration or Environmental Impact Report:

· Under the project description, please clarify whether the "natural-gas heater" is a heater or a boiler.

· Under the Air Quality section, SCAQMD staff believes the "objectionable odors" could be potentially significant unless mitigated.  Odors from the wastewater treatment should be addressed.

· Under the Hazards section, the adverse impacts from petroleum products have the potential to be significant unless the mitigation measures listed in Hazards discussion section are implemented.  Therefore, the determination would not be "less than significant", unless mitigated.

· Stephens Middle School (1830 Columbia, Long Beach) is located near the facility and should be noted in the CEQA document.  Impacts to the school should be addressed under the affected environmental sections.  

· In addition to the Regulation XI, Rules 1173 and 1176, under the Air Quality discussion section, the facility will also be subject to Rules 462 - Organic Liquid Loading and 463 - Storage of Organic Liquids.

· Under the Hazards discussion section, there is no mention whether the 24-hours per day staff will be an additional staff or a re-scheduling of the existing staff.  

The SCAQMD comments are intended to advise the lead agency in addressing and mitigating the potential adverse air quality impacts of the project.  The SCAQMD appreciates the opportunity to review the air quality study for the draft ND/MND/EIR of the condition modification of the Special Use Permit 1-68 for Chemoil Terminals in the City of Carson.
