Draft Environmental Impact Report (DEIR) for the Attalla Ranch Residential Development Project

1. Construction Emissions:  Table IV.D-4 on page IV-45 of the DEIR shows maximum daily construction emissions for the project.  Apart from the PM10 emissions which are derived from the PM10 emission factor of 26.4 pounds of PM10 per acre per day, no information is provided to show how the other air pollutant emissions in the table, i.e., carbon monoxide, reactive organic compounds, oxides of nitrogen and oxides of sulfur, were calculated.  To enable AQMD staff and the reviewing public to properly evaluate the emissions estimates, please provide information on the number and type of construction equipment, the number of hours per day that the construction equipment will be used, the number of employee vehicles to be used, average trip length, the emission factors for the construction equipment and the employee vehicles, etc. in the final EIR.  Please also list any other assumptions that went into generating the table. 

2. Operational Emissions:  It is stated on page IV.D-45 of the DEIR that the mobile source emissions  shown in Table IV.D-45 are based on traffic estimates by Linscott, Law & Greenspan and analysis by the URBEMIS5 computer model.  URBEMIS5 is not the most current version of this model.  The most current version of URBEMIS is URBEMIS7G, which uses the most current on-road mobile source emission factors.  Please recalculate Table IV.D-5 in the final EIR using URBEMIS7G and show the URBEMIS7G output tables in the appendix.
