1. Table 4.7-3 on page 4.7-12 of the DEIR is presented without any information relating to any of the assumptions used in generating the table.  Missing information includes the number of trucks, material transport vehicles, construction workers, the number and type of construction equipment that would be used during construction, or the emission factors used in calculating the project construction emissions.  Reference has been made in the footnotes to the emissions calculations provided in Appendix 4.7.  Please note that Appendix 4.7 only shows operational emissions and CALINE4 analysis for carbon monoxide emissions.  There is no discussion or data on construction emissions which are the subject of Table 4.7-3.  In general, to facilitate the review of the air quality analysis by AQMD staff or the general public, it is recommended that methodologies and assumptions for all emissions sources as well as emission factors and calculations be included in the Final EIR.  This information could be made part of each table’s footnotes, part of the text or as part of the appendix.
