Mitigated Negative Declaration for the

Agnes Elementary School Expansion
Potential Toxic Sources:
The AQMD has reviewed the air quality analysis and finds that, in general, the analysis is consistent with the AQMD's CEQA Air Quality Handbook.  The AQMD recognizes that the proposed project is an addition to an existing school.  However, the lead agency should be aware that there are two facilities that emit toxic air contaminants and are considered to be high risk facilities in the City of Lynwood that may affect air quality in the vicinity of Agnes Elementary School.  These facilities are: Processes by Martin at 12150 S. Alameda Street with a cancer risk of 20 in one million, and Eastman Chemical Company at 2801 Lynwood Road with a chronic hazard index of 1.6.  The health risks from these facilities are above SCAQMD's public notification thresholds, i.e., 10 in one million for cancer risks and noncancer health risks above 1.0 respectively.

It is recommended that the lead agency verify whether or not the two high risk facilities affect air quality in the vicinity of the school.  If the high risk facilities affect air quality at the school, the lead agency should consider measures to reduce students' exposure such as high efficiency filters as part of the ventilation system.
