· In the Final Mitigated Negative Declaration (Final MND), it would be helpful for the public review if the URBEMIS2002 model outputs shown in Table 2 – Construction Emissions (page 4-5) and Table 3 – Operational Emissions (page 4-6) were included as part of an appendix.

· In the Final MND, please include the project assumptions and inputs, such as the size of the buildings being constructed or renovated, the acreage or amount of soil disturbed per day, the number of days each of the construction phases (demolition, and construction) will occur, etc.

· Based on the potential for contact with asbestos during the demolition phase of the proposed project (paragraph one on page 4-20), the lead agency should cite compliance with AQMD Rule 1403 – Asbestos Removal.
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
