1. Discrepancies in Project Acreage and Size:
Section 5 of the Land Use Application Questionnaire describes the proposed project as comprising seven (7) buildings with a total square footage of 51,565 on 3.09 acres.  The accompanying architectural drawings show a total building area of 51,630 sq. ft. on 2.93 acres.  The cover letter addressed to property owners and reviewing agencies also indicates a project acreage of 2.79.  Please clarify the project size since it  determines the amount of emissions that will be generated during construction.
2. Project Air Quality Emissions:  
In response to question 8 under section 6, the lead agency states that trucks would not be required during the course of the project.  Again in response to question 10, regarding whether there will be a change in dust, etc., in the vicinity of the project, the lead agency states that there will be none.  The lead agency is reminded that trucks will be required to transport construction materials and debris to and from the project site.  Various construction equipment will be used to grade the site.  Furthermore, construction workers will be driving to and from the site in their vehicles.  None of the emissions from these sources are presented or analyzed in the report.  Please note that without providing a quantitative analysis of potential emissions from construction and operation using the calculation methodologies in the AQMP 1993 CEQA Air Quality Handbook (Handbook) or other approved methodologies, the lead agency has not demonstrated that the project’s air quality impacts are not significant.  Alternatively, the lead agency may consider using California Air Resources Board (CARB) computer model URBEMIS 2002 to estimate the project’s construction and operational emissions.  The model can be obtained at the ARB website: www.arb.ca.gov.  If quantification of emissions reveals that the project’s emissions exceed the established significance thresholds, then mitigation measures must be required by the lead agency to reduce these emissions to less than significance.
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
