1. Project Emissions:
The Negative Declaration provides no data by which to evaluate the air quality impacts of the proposed repair center.  The lead agency simply states on page 14 of the Negative Declaration that “The proposed project will not significantly increase emissions that exceed the quantitative thresholds for ambient air quality standards.”  Without providing a quantitative analysis of potential emissions from construction and operations using the methodologies in the 1993 SCAQMD CEQA Air Quality Handbook (Handbook) or other approved methodologies, the lead agency has not demonstrated that the project’s air quality impacts are not significant.  Copies of the Handbook are available from the SCAQMD’s Subscription Services Department by calling (909) 396-3720.  Alternatively, the lead agency may wish to consider using the California Air Resources Board (CARB) approved URBEMIS 2002 model.  This model is available on the SCAQMD website at: www.aqmd.gov/ceqa/modeling.  If quantification of emissions reveals that project emissions exceed the established significance thresholds, then mitigation measures must be required by the lead agency to reduce those emissions to less than significance.

2. Regulation XV:
On page 14 of the ND, reference has been made to SCAQMD Rules XV and VII.  Please note that Regulation XV was replaced by Rules 1501 and 1501.1, and these two rules were subsequently replaced by Rule 2202 – On-Road Motor Vehicle Mitigation Options in December 1995.  Rule 2202 currently applies to employers or employer sites with 250 or more employees.  Please revise this section of the ND in the final ND.
